Founded in 1917 they were known until 1961 as Epsom Town F.C, then adding Ewell when
some Local Authority boundaries were altered, Surrey League Champions 1926 und 1927,
London League Champions on their debut in 1928 and later five times runners-up, They
were elected to the Corinthian League (later amalgamated as Athenian League - Div I) in
1949 - one year after us - their highest placing being third in 1953 and were relegated
to Div 2 in 1965. Surrey Senior Shield Winners 1933 and 1955. Three times Surrey
Senior Cup losing finalists and they reached F.A, Cup 1st round in 1933/34 beating three
Isthmian League sides and eventually losing 2 - 4 to Clapton Orient,
