	Epsom & Ewell 0-2 Cove - Combined Counties League 

Tuesday 8th March 2011

After looking quite good for half an hour, the Blues fell away quite badly in a 2-0 defeat to Cove.

In terms of personnel, there were a couple of changes after Saturday's defeat to Camberley. Steve Symes reclaimed the starting left back slot, while Alex McGregor started in place of Tony Cuff. However, his night was a short one, as he was injured with almost the first challenge of the game, and Cuff played almost all of the game anyway.

Maybe it was a sign of things to come, as the game started well but Epsom ran out of ideas long before the final whistle against a Cove side they had already beaten twice. An indication of what might happen occurred on five minutes when a ball in from Cuff bounced between Kyle Hough and Alex Rodrigues, making his 200th appearance, but they left it to each other and Cove were in like terriers and cleared the danger.

After 9 minutes Paul Borg had to come out to narrow the angle but as the shot went past him it required a goal line clearance to keep the scores level. Ten minutes later Hinga Amara made a good run across the edge of the box but his shot was sliced wide.

Little happened after this with exception of a shot from Ramzi Bedj Bedj that was just beyond the far post, and it was one of those days when the delivery in to the danger area was poor, and often seemed like there was no one there on the end of it anyway.

Cove have one very strong point in their armoury. They are in my opinion the hardest working side in the League, and while this masks their limited ability, you must match their work rate. As the half wore on they began to get a foothold in the match, although, as with our late winner there in February, I thought we'd be ok in the end. I was wrong as two minutes into injury time their number 11 had a go from just over twenty yards and it sailed into the top corner of the net. A fine strike and with hindsight, worthy of winning the game on its own. 

It was a frustrating time to concede, and we tried to come again after the break. Matt Smith had a low cross cleared for a corner, and on 64 minutes Ben Hayward and Hinga Amara were both determined to be offside as Hayward placed the ball into the net with Amara also in close proximity.

The game was over on 66 minutes. We committed players forward but the move broke down when Hayward failed to control a ball on the edge of the Cove box. However, there was no excuse for a collective absence of players in blue as the visitors counter attacked up the left, drew Anthony Panayi over and slotted the ball across for an easy finish from the number 8.

It was a blow from which we were never going to recover and we seemed to lose heart at this stage. All we achieved after this were a couple of bookings for Paul West and Hough respectively, and there was just time towards the end for Hough to weave his way through a few tackles only to produce a tame shot from the edge of the box once he had done the hard work and managed to get the ball onto his left foot. Still, it was about our only shot of the match that hit the target, even if it caused the keeper no problems.

I could be kind and call this a frustrating performance, but in reality this was a poor one, and I think everyone knew it as the players went off at the end.

	Guildford City 3-1 Epsom & Ewell - Combined Counties League 

Saturday 12th March 2011

The Blues improved upon their Tuesday performance but were still defeated 3-1 at league leading Guildford City on Saturday.

We were hit with a number of absences this weekend, as Ramzi Bedj Bedj, Hinga Amara, and Tony Cuff were all away for different reasons. As a result Andy Amfo-Brobbey was thrust into a centre-forward role with Kyle Hough just behind him and support on the flanks from Matt Smith and Dale Hennessey.

Of course at the Spectrum it is very difficult to report from behind the goal, and a large contingent of approaching thirty travelling supporters were all situated across from our back four. It was a terrifying experience as it was all over the place to start with! The hosts opened us up twice before scoring after just two minutes and twenty-four seconds, The impressive striker Greaves had already got through one on one but Paul Borg was equal to the task. He then made another save moments later, but the ball was not fully cleared, and a deep cross was volleyed in at the far post from close range by Gibbs.

After this start you might say things could only get better, but they did improve significantly. Kyle Hough was just over the bar with a shot after ten minutes, and after 18 minutes Ben Hayward was also through but his shot was tame. Paul West had the keeper at full strength with a header soon after, and after 23 minutes Hough was inches wide with a header. Our players were making a lot of space, and we looked really threatening. However, all this pressure would have counted for nothing had we not equalised after 27 minutes. A corner was flicked on by Hennessey and turned in at the far post by Anthony Panayi to registered his first goal for the first team.

The game was very open and very even, but the key point in the match occurred on 41 minutes when a right wing cross looked to be just beyond Greaves, but he stuck out his leg and prodded the ball into the corner and beyond the left arm of Borg, who, like the rest of us, clearly thought that the ball would elude him.   

As the second half commenced, the home team looked more confident, and a long-range shot cannoned off the top of the bar, but we would not be so fortunate a few minutes later. In the fiftieth minute, a deep ball was headed back by Greaves to Camara, who controlled and volleyed the ball wide of Borg. A very good goal, and although it didn’t appear to break our boys resistance, most of us on the sideline thought it was game over.

Hough had a couple of half chances before Amfo-Brobbey was bizarrely booked for making contact with the keeper, which was clearly accidental.

The fit again Matt Fowler replaced the injured and tiring Amfo-Brobbey, but after 76 minutes Ben Hayward saw red for a poorly times challenge. It may not have deserved a red card, but Ben is a 100% player and was fully committed to the challenge, so it wasn’t a total surprise to see the referee send him for an early bath.

There was just time for substitute Otis Taylor to make his debut, and after 80 minutes he connected with the ball from thirty yards and his fierce drive was spilled by the keeper but we were unable to reach the follow up before it was cleared.

Overall, it may have been our fourth straight defeat, but there were signs of improvement. Hopefully we can keep that going today.

	81 years ago today Wilfred “Bronk” Challis our finest ever left-winger, scored his only hat trick for the club as Cray Wanderers were dispatched 6-1 at West Street. The papers said we were a little fortunate to win by so much, as Fred Watts scored twice in the last three minutes, but it was still a comprehensive result.       

59 years ago today the Blues had star striker Bill Goddard in form and he would score 42 goals this season. He scored twice here, but the real question was why didn’t he take the penalties, as a Johnny Hoy missed penalty ultimately cost us a point.

33 years ago today we gained a small measure of revenge against Eastbourne United for the shock Fourth Round F.A. Vase defeat in January of that year. A Tommy Tuite hat trick and two goals from Gerry Archer kept us right at the head of the promotion hunt, and this would be secured in a few weeks time.
24 years ago today I can’t believe that it was so long ago that we all travelled down by coach to Yeovil Town’s famous but now long-gone Huish ground, complete with famous slope and a 2,063 crowd. We were going down while they were destined to miss out on promotion this season, but would get back up to the Alliance Premier League in 1987. Although we had made them work for it at West Street, drawing 2-2 in our earlier match, we were never in this one and lost it comfortably.

6 years ago today Chertsey were again the visitors for an Associate Members Trophy Group Match. We had a faint chance of qualification but needed the win, and were still leading after 93 minutes, but had to settle for a 1-1 draw and elimination.

40 years ago this week we had an awful record against Croydon, and it is largely because of matches in the sixties and seventies, where we regularly got battered! This was one of those occasions, where a Bobby Ireland goal was all we had to show for our journey to the Arena. 

30 years ago this week Tommy Tuite scored a hat trick as the Blues kept up pressure on the two leaders that season, Billericay Town and Bishops Stortford. Unfortunately, neither would give way and we had to settle for third place.

	100 Memorable Matches

	What makes a memorable match? 

A match can leave us with memories for a number of reasons. It could have been a big game like a cup final or promotion decider; or it could have been a wild match with lots of goals, a big win, or even a heavy defeat. Add freak weather conditions, an odd refereeing decision, or just something a little bit special and you have a list of about 500 matches.
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To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
23 – Epsom Town 2-3 Redhill - Surrey Senior Cup Final

Saturday 20th April 1929

As reigning London League Champions, following two seasons of success in the Surrey Senior League, great things were expected of Epsom Town in 1928/29. Top of the list might have been a good run in the Amateur Cup, or maybe the F.A.Cup, but they were both a couple of years away. Maybe it would be the Surrey Senior Cup? By the time Epsom made their bow in the competition it was January 1929 and they were out of all the major competitions. However, in the Cup we “only” had to play the Westminster Bank, and they would surely roll over, but no, they made things very difficult and secured a 0-0 draw after 90 minutes of action, plus twenty minutes of extra time. 

The Blues won the replay 5-1 and were off and running. Next up were Isthmian giants Casuals, and despite trailing at the half, the second half was illuminated by a brilliant performance from our boys as we turned the game around and won 3-1 at West Street.

In the Semi-Final we drew Wimbledon. They didn’t come much bigger than that back then, but in the Semi-Final at Kingstonian’s old Richmond Road ground Epsom put the Dons to the sword, smashing them 4-1.

In the Final we met Redhill at Guildford City’s Josephs Road ground, and 4,600 attended our first Surrey Senior Cup Final. The Lobsters, for their part had never won the cup themselves, and hoped it would be third time lucky.

Epsom were the better side in the first half and deservedly led after 25 minutes with a header from Wilfred “Bronk” Challis, but the game turned in a short spell just after the restart. George Mackesy was penalised for a handball on 49 minutes and Redhill equalised from the spot. By the time the clock had reached 55 minutes it was 3-1 to Redhill. The Blues fought back and Bob Earl reduced the deficit, but we were unable to force extra time. With exception of our 1981 win, this remains the closest we ever came to winning the cup on another occasion.

22 – Epsom F.C. 1-0 Carshalton Athletic - Surrey Senior Shield Final

Saturday 14th May1955
1,200 were present at West Street as Epsom ended a disastrous season with some silverware.

Both the First Team and Reserves had finished bottom of the Corinthian League and the Player/Coach Pat Lynch had just retired after three years of moderate success 

including a Surrey Senior Cup Final appearance the previous season. Epsom had won this trophy previously, 5-0 against Woking in 1933 when it was called the Surrey Charity Shield, but as an invitation only event it carried some respectability, even if it was a very distinct fourth place behind the F.A.Cup, Amateur Cup and County Cup in terms of priorities.

In truth we didn’t exactly have the toughest run to the final. In the First Round which was a Quarter-Final, we were at home to Surrey Senior League MacLaren Sports, and three first half goals from Dick Muirhead, Les Peake and Gordon Hurst ensured a comfortable path to the Semi-Final, where we were again drawn at home to another side from the lower level, but one we knew well in Camberley F.C. as they were known back then.

Maybe an indication of where we were as a team is provided here, as we had defeated our friends 9-1 in January 1953, yet here we trailed at half time before two goals from Bobby Musto and a third from regular defender Bill Nuth saw us through.

Which brings us to the Final against our local rivals Carshalton Athletic. We had an excellent record against them at that point, and a Bobby Musto goal after 59 minutes secured the Shield for the Blues. What we didn’t realise at the time was that this would be our last ever win against them, as fifty-five years on we have still not repeated it!  
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22 – Wycombe Wanderers 7-2 Epsom Town – Amateur Cup Second Round

Saturday 16th January1932
For only the second time the Blues had made it through to the Last 64 of the Amateur Cup. However, in 1931/32 we beat Ipswich Town 4-2 and so reached the Second Round for the first time. The previous season we had drawn the holders, Ilford at home, and this time we were unlucky to draw the holders, Wycombe away from home. 7,000 people attended this match at the wonderful and much-missed Loakes Park.

Unfortunately for Epsom this was a bad day to play. With exception of a narrow defeat at West Norwood in the F.A.Cup, we had been unbeaten until the previous week when Chelmsford had edged them out. In addition Captain George Mackesy was suspended after being sent off in the earlier tie against Ipswich. Tommy Dunne put us ahead after just three minutes before the home team roared back and with nine of the eleven players having been in the Cup winning side, they led 5-1 at the half, and Epsom finished with ten men after injury to Bob Gates. We would never get this far again.

	Chertsey Town Club History

	Organised football was evident in Chertsey well over a century ago but county affiliation did not take place immediately. The official founding of the club took place in 1890 when matches were played in the West Surrey League. The first success came in 1897 when the Surrey Junior Cup was secured. A one-year gap took place before football resumed in the same competition, which eventually became the East and West Surrey League. A further halt in football took place during the Great War but soon after, in 1919, the club joined the Surrey Intermediate League where it stayed, uneventfully, until 1939 and a further break. An invitation to become founder members of the Surrey Senior League was not taken up in 1923 but membership was later assumed, on attaining senior status in 1946.

The club has played at various locations within the parish (Willow Walk, Free Prae Road, Staines Lane and Chilsey Green) before settling down at the present home in 1929. The suffix ‘Town’ was added to its title some 21 years later. The ground was donated by Sir Edward Stern as a football ground to the ‘premier club in the parish’. Next door, a similar trust provides facilities for Chertsey Cricket Club. The main stand was constructed in the mid fifties; the original clubhouse added in 1960 and the first covered enclosure was built some three years later. Cover behind one goal was added in 1994.

In 1991/92 the club reached the Quarter-Finals of the F.A. Vase, emulating a similar performance in 1987/88. One year later, 102 points and a runner up promotion place to Division One was nailed. The League Cup was also secured together with the Carlsberg Trophy in the same campaign along with the League Charity Shield.

Only one campaign was required in Division One before further promotion, to the Premier Division was secured behind Boreham Wood and Worthing. The first season in the Premier Division was one of consolidation with nine points to spare but the second was far more difficult. Although a late rally was experienced, it proved insufficient to avoid the drop to Division One. Two subsequent Division One campaigns saw the side comfortably occupy positions just over the half way mark each time but the third proved too difficult after a very poor first half of the season. Improvement was made but not enough to stave off relegation to competition in Division Two.

Relatively respectable positions were attained for the next two seasons and then a return to Division One, taking a place in the revised south section in the Isthmian reorganisation. The side was not able to compete at this level and relegation to Division Two was suffered in 2003. After a slow start, a serious challenge was made the following season but the side had for settle for a position just outside a promotion place. A similar situation has been created over the last two terms with the side finishing in sixth place on both occasions. However, with the dissolution of the division, the club was allocated to Combined Counties League in 2006. The side again sniffed at a promotion place last season but dropped away to 8th place.

The team is currently steered by Spencer Day with Matty Paterson and Kevin Cooper assisting. The club is administered by its parent company that was created in 2007, but the football committee under the chairmanship of Steve Powers provides in its traditional manner. The Under Eighteens manager is Colin Bartholomew and his side compete in the Southern Youth League. The club also runs juniors sides from eight years upwards. They compete in the Surrey Primary League.

Writing a Match Report

I have been asked to write two “official” match reports this season; the first was the home league game this season against Guildford, an eventful game that had three red cards, countless yellow cards, a penalty and six goals and the second was a couple of weeks ago when we visited Dorking. That game at Meadowbank was less eventful but still had its fair share of action, which duly had to be recorded and reported in the official report.

Now, Richard Lambert writes many reports and I do take my (Epsom & Ewell bobble) hat off to him as it’s very difficult to enjoy the game fully when you are constantly trying to establish who was booked, who laid on the pass for a goal, and who was substituted. (Memo to all substituted players – please Do Not remove your shirt after being substituted, as it’s very difficult to identify a shirtless figure huddled in the dugout!) who came on, and constantly glancing at your watch to establish what time significant events in the game occurred. 

After every goal scoring chance you need to establish who laid on the chance. In the Dorking game when Kyle put us 1-0 up I turned to the six other Epsom supporters standing behind the goal but not one of them could tell me who supplied the through ball for Matt Smith’s shot that led up to the goal. Consequently my report described this as “a fine ball from midfield.” The quality of one’s notes can also be an issue. As I did not arrive home from Meadowbank until 11:30pm, I did not write up my notes until 8pm the following evening, and this I did at work after a very long and tiring day. 

One entry in my notebook said, “12mins R sends smiley face”. I had no idea what that meant so left it out of my report. When re-reading my notes a couple of days later I tried to decipher this again (as I fancy myself as a bit of a code-breaker!) and came to the conclusion that this meant that Alex Rodrigues (R) sent Matt Smith (“Smithy” – not “smiley”) through, who shot across the face of the goal. The following Saturday, the true meaning was revealed courtesy of my brother in law Gary who was at Meadowbank who, when I related this feat of deciphering to him reminded me that I sent Richard a text after our

goal informing him that we were 1-0 up and he replied by sending a “Smiley face J” icon to me! 

I also tend to get a disparity between the plentiful amount of notes made in the early stages of the game versus the Spartan notes made towards the latter stages when my enthusiasm had dropped quite a few levels.

Of the three Epsom match reports that I have written my record is a disappointing 0 wins 0 draws and 3 losses, 1-2 v Chertsey (which I wrote in the style of a 1900’s newspaper report) in the 2008/09 season plus 1-5 v Guildford and 1-3 v Dorking this season so as you can imagine I am not planning on volunteering to write any more in the near future!

I also made the cardinal sin of missing a line of my notes from my report, which was the important information that Tom Jelley came on for Henessey in the 73rd minute and was rightly reprimanded by Richard for potentially messing up the club’s playing records!!

Match Report writing is definitely an art form. If you read the sports reports in the papers there are many ordinary reports and only very occasionally a great one!

Reports can often be so slanted that it is difficult to believe that the author was attending the same game. My personal favourite was an occasion in my early days of supporting Eastbourne United in the late 70’s. I had on average seen about 50% of United’s games over the previous season and a half and had clocked up 27 games but had yet to witness them actually win a match. This finally occurred at Imber Court when met Police were defeated 1-0 by an early second half goal from Mick Cornwell (former Epsom player too – Ed).

The Eastbourne Gazette’s report was full of praise for United under the headline of “U’s “Cop” Points” whereas the Surrey Comet took a completely opposite view and described the game as the most non-incidental ever. One quote from this report was “Police were penned in their own area at the start of the second half more due to bad clearances than forceful play from the opposition” and even a wonderful strike from our midfielder Micky Cornwell was reported as “Eastbourne did possess one player on the pitch that was enthusiastic enough to score” 

So, next time we need a match report, please can ANYONE volunteer?

	Every Opponent A-Z

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley and Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!
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Chertsey Town: - Played 41 - W14 D5 L22 - F60 A75 

Points per Game - 1.15  - Below Average

Not long ago I covered matches against Chertsey, so I won’t go into extra detail here. Suffice to say that our record against them is not great! We first met in 1948 for an Amateur Cup tie at Alwyns Lane when the sides drew 2-2 after extra time. The replay the next week was not easy as Jimmy Emblem, a scorer in the original tie was injured after just three minutes, and we had to play the remainder of the match with ten men in those pre-substitute days. However, we came through 2-1 with goals from Future Manager Fred Chitty and Jackie Collins D.F.C. who is still sprightly, and living in Epsom, having passed his ninetieth birthday recently.

We recovered a 4-1 deficit to win 5-4 in another Amateur Cup tie in October of 1950, but our next meetings nearly ten years later resulted in two wins for the Curfews in the Amateur Cup and in the Surrey Senior Cup, repeating their County cup win in 1962 at West Street, with both games finishing 4-3, although the later match required extra time.

Twenty-five years elapsed before we met in League action after our relegation to the Isthmian Division Two South, when I recall Luke Harding scoring the winner at Chertsey. However, we only have three wins there since, including our recent 2-1 win in 2011.

The main games I recall when I think of Chertsey are two from 1993/94. We had just moved to Merland Rise and drew Chertsey, by this time a Division higher than us, in the Isthmian League Cup. We led for what seemed like ages, and our keeper that day Tony Webb played brilliantly as we repelled attack after attack, until a tame dribbler from 35 yards went straight through him with minutes remaining and we lost 2-1 in extra time. Later that year they were stronger and we were defeated 7-0 in the Associate Members Trophy, which was a pity, as we had won 2-0 at Aldershot Town in the previous round. 

Of course we have had many recent meetings, and although our recovery from 2-0 down to win 3-2 last season was memorable, I recall a comedy own goal from December 2006, when our shot hit the bar, and a defender, facing the wrong way, tried to chest the ball up and volley it out, but it came off his chest far too hard and ended in the back of the net, despite a desperate effort to clear the ball, which only resulted in him smashing the ball into the net at a greater pace. We laughed for weeks about that!

Chesham United: - Played 48 - W19 D3 L26 - F97 A109 

Points per Game - 1.25  - Average
The points per game figure reads as average, but this is largely because of the lack of draws in this encounter, yet the opening encounter, our first match in the Corinthian League in August of 1949 ended 2-2. I was really surprised to see that Chesham have such a good record over us, as I recall that we used to beat them regularly during the eighties. One reason for this was that our opening six matches, all in the Corinthian League resulted in five defeats in addition to the draw referred to above. In fact it

wasn’t until 10th November 1951 that we finally defeated them, when four goals from Bill Goddard enabled us to win 4-3. Almost one year later he scored four again as we won 6-1. 

In 1953/54 we secured our first league “double” with a 4-0 win at home and a 6-0 win at The Meadow, our first ever win there, but again had to concede defeat on three of the next four occasions. Finally, we defeated Chesham United on three occasions in 1956/57. Firstly we won 8-2 at West Street after trailing 2-0 at half time. Their keeper Jim Morris was injured early in the second half, and this was largely why we were able to turn the match around. Morris was a long-serving keeper for them, and his son Graham of course went on to play for us on 658 occasions, holding the club appearance record. The other wins that season included a 1-0 League Shield Semi-Final, although we were unable to win the Final, losing 2-0 to Maidenhead United.

It would be twenty-four years before we would win at the Meadow again. We regularly met in the Corinthian League (and the Athenian League once the two had merged) until our relegation in 1964/65, but in the next sixteen games covering that period, we only had three single goal home wins, and lost five matches in a row without scoring!

We did not meet again until we reached the Isthmian League Division One in 1978/79, and we celebrated with a 3-0 win at West Street, although again we would lose our next four matches. From February 1981 to our promotion to the Isthmian Premier in 1984 we met seven more times and won the lot, while since then we have met just twice in a League Cup tie in 1996, when Chesham were three divisions above us, yet we held them to a 3-3 draw after extra time before being narrowly edged out 2-1 in the replay. 

Recently, Chesham have survived fairly comfortably and currently sit in the Southern League Premier Division (Step Three). Here is a picture of the Meadow before they lost their lovely wooden stand to fire in the mid-eighties.

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A Free Saturday in the North West 

With last Saturday being half term I was on holiday at the self-catering house we go to in Horwich, near Bolton. It’s about a mile a way from the Reebok stadium. With the history of football having the industrial North-West as the cradle of the professional game it is also within an hour’s drive of nearly half of our League clubs.

The region is still strong in football terms – 8/20 current Premiership teams reside in the 40 mile or so triangle between Manchester, Liverpool and Blackpool. Therefore most weeks there is some form of North West derby on in the top league. It is not just the top leagues – with most of the smaller towns surrounding Manchester having a team somewhere in the top four divisions – and many of these towns – Bury, Rochdale, Stockport having a population similar to that of our own borough of Epsom and Ewell. 

I have made the comparison before that per head of the population Epsom and Ewell is probably the least successful footballing borough in the Country. I have often thought that one of the factors working against us in trying to establish a good level non-league club to represent our borough is proximity to London and the ease with which those people who are into football can go and watch their London teams.

The same is true of the small towns around Manchester. With 2 mega clubs in the City; one if them one of the biggest clubs in the world, the other one of the richest, it is hard for those teams to survive. Last week Oldham Athletic admitted they have not paid the players wages. Stockport County look like they are going out of the league this year and fans are fighting a rearguard action against a board that appears to favour the Sale Sharks rugby union franchise they groundshare with. 

Just a fraction of one week’s wages for Rooney or Tevez would keep either of these clubs going. 

People often point to the massive wages given to top level footballers and claim that this shows football is free of the recession. I’m not so sure. My investigations into going to a match last week show that some of the clubs are struggling to get people into their grounds and there are some bargain tickets to be had out there. 

Even Manchester City with their global ambitions and squad of slightly petulant wannabe galacticos are struggling to fill their stadium. I could have gone to the Europa League tie against Aris Salonika last week for £ 17 and they were advertising in the local press and media until the last minute to shift tickets. This was despite the presence of a large contingent of Greek fans. This may be a warning sign to West Ham on taking over a large games stadium because if Man City in their current circumstances cannot sell out – who can?

Last Saturday I could have got into Tranmere for £5 or Accrington Stanley for £4.50.

There were even tickets available for Liverpool v Sparta Prague despite it being “Kinky Knees” first home European tie at home.

In the end, despite all the research, the decision of which game I went to was made by events. One of the friends we wanted to visit could only do Thursday night so that knocked out the UEFA ties. I was relieved really as I don’t like the moneybags clubs and wouldn’t really have wanted to support Man City – It was a possibly rare opportunity to visit Anfield though and I enjoyed Goodison last year.

So having decided to go to football on the Saturday my options were Wigan v Man United, Preston v Bolton or the games at Accrington, Bury, Tranmere, Oldham or Macclesfield.  Wigan v Man United obviously stood out as it was just down the road from where we were staying. 

The Reebok stadium is actually nearer to Wigan town centre than Bolton town centre and as I was essentially a football tourist there would be attractions in seeing Man U at one of the grounds I’d have a chance of getting in at.

When I looked into it in Wigan on Friday to get in I would have to have produced evidence of attending at least two other Wigan games to get a ticket in their bit of the ground. This was a measure to beef up crowd segregation in a local derby. I came up against this last year when I tried to get a ticket for Barnsley v Man United in the League Cup. In my years in South Yorkshire I’ve been to plenty of games at Barnsley, but I just couldn’t prove it there and then, so that was gone. 

Again events dictated where I ended up, as my three year old Joe loves a steam engine and we wanted to visit the East Lancs Railway, which runs North out of Bury to Rawtenstall and that was only operating on Saturday. So the classic old 3rd division north fixture of Bury v Crewe it was. Incidentally, whilst on the steam train we passed a beautifully situated non-league ground at Ramsbottom United on the banks of the River Irwell with the preserved railway running the other side. It would be a lovely place to go in the latter stages of the Vase – time for my tablet. 

In fact it was my wife Helen who spotted it as I was taking one of the boys on a toilet run – she’s coming on well!

There was an Epsom connection at Bury v Crewe as Dario Gradi used to run a sports shop in Ewell Village and used to be a sports teacher at Glyn – if only we had had him as our manager and not Pete Norris – can’t knock all P.E. Teachers though – we did very well out of Steve Hill.

It was a good game though the away side took the lead and the home side came back with three second half goals – I enjoyed it a damn site more than the same plot line at Dorking a few days later. Still, Bury didn’t try to kick Crewe off the park. If anyone wants some intelligence for their sports betting they have the best centre forward in that league in Ryan Lowe and in the veteran Efe Sodje the best centre half and they look like a team that’s going up.
