	For this Dave Wilson Trophy match we welcome the players, supporters and officials of Molesey, today's officials and our own regular supporters. Due to circumstances beyond our control this year’s trophy, the fourth of its kind, is an abridged version with just this one match against last season’s winners. 

We have picked up quite a few new supporters in recent seasons, and they will not have had the benefit of knowing our former Secretary in whose name this Memorial tournament is commemorated. So just to recap, Dave Wilson held a number of positions over the 35 years that he was connected with the club. The club was his life, and I have no doubt that he would still be watching now had he not been taken from us nearly four years ago now at the tragically early age of 56.

Dave was recently named the number two Club Legend of all time in our 50 Epsom Legends series that concluded last May. A summary of his and 49 other legends achievements are now available in a 108 page booklet, costing £10.

I referred last year to this programme being used as a summary of last year’s achievements and that is still the case today. However, it is also important that we look forward this year, as we have two major issues to report. 

The first of these is our new base. After 17 seasons at Merland Rise we have decamped to Merstham’s excellent Moatside ground, where we will be plying our trade this season. The Ryman League tried to block this, but backed down when Godalming Town won their appeal over a similar arrangement with Badshot Lea, who have moved from Farnborough. We expect that they may try to block an extension to this agreement, and we will keep supporters informed of progress. 

The second important issue this year is the Supporters Fund-Raising Exercise for 2010/11. Steve Dyke and myself have pledged to raise £7,000 by the end of the season, and we need every supporter to step forward and help out. It must be stressed that it is not the intention just to raise money from our small but committed group of supporters, but for those people to help by bringing money in from outside of the usual boundaries. Further details follow later in the programme.

That World Cup was a bit of a let down, wasn’t it? I said last season that I was worried about our match in the last 16 and so it proved. Actually, I was a bit psychic all round as I also had £5 at the bookies on a Spain v Holland final at odds of 22/1 (no octopus required!). Hopefully my prediction for Epsom & Ewell to have a top three finish and good F.A. Cup and Vase runs will also be correct!

Regrettably we have lost some people over the close season. Our Reserve Team Manager Lee Anderson has departed and his achievements with our Second string cannot be ignored, with two top six finishes and some great winning runs that only came to an end because of call ups to the first team.

From the Committee Robert Oakes has stepped down as Treasurer and Webmaster, while Maryse Oakes has resigned from the Club Secretary position and John Ward has left the Membership Secretary role. The club thanks them for their efforts.

To replace them the club has added four new members. Tony Foster is our new Treasurer and Membership Secretary, while Steve Dyke joins as Events Manager with myself as Programme Editor and Steve Davies (a former Ryman League Chairman) also giving us the benefit of his experience.

Janice Pond is the person who has put the hard work in, and it looks very promising. We aim to have at least six “staff” members so it should be very up to date.

The First Team Secretary position remains vacant, with our Chairman Tony Jeffcoate, and Vice-Chairman Pete Beddoe dealing with matters now. If anyone is interested, or knows anyone else who is, then please contact us urgently.




	Cup Draws

	The first item of real importance here was confirmed last week, when our exemption to the Second Round (last 128) of the F.A.Vase appeared on the F.A. website. Last year’s rules had stated that our Fourth round appearance would earn such an exemption, but it was still nice to see it in writing.

So we have no F.A.Vase draw to report for now, and won’t know it until mid-October once the three earlier rounds have been completed.

In the F.A.Cup we start right at the bottom along with all other step Five clubs, and in the Extra-Preliminary round on 14th August we are at home to Shoreham, a better than average Sussex League Division One club who I recall bettered Croydon 5-2 on their own pitch at the same stage last season. We need to be very careful with this team as they have brought back a former successful Manager this year and are aiming for a top three finish, according to their website. 

We have met Shoreham on two previous occasions, firstly at West Street on 3rd November 1990, in the F.A. Vase, where goals from Steve Barwick and Andy Boxall put us 2-0 up at half time, only to collapse dramatically and lose 3-2. Nearly eight years after that we were paired together in the F.A. Cup at home again, but this time at Merland Rise, and goals from Andy Rawlinson and Joao Tome ensured a 2-1 win for us this time.

If we progress, then we will earn another home tie two weeks later against Flackwell Heath or Oakwood. We know Flackwell from our Ryman League days, having met on over 30 occasions and they now ply their trade in the Hellenic League where they achieved a top six finish last time out. Oakwood have had better days and now play Step Six football in the Sussex League Division Two. I anticipate that Flackwell will come through this tie and face the winners of our match.

In the First Qualifying round the winners would be away to Deal Town, Sandhurst Town, Hythe Town or Bookham. We’ll worry about that if we get there but it is interesting to note that for the second straight year, we have avoided all the step Four clubs in this round. On that basis, this draw is as good as we could have hoped for.

We have less luck in the League Cup, which as usual, throws us another tricky tie as we travel to play the holders Cove on September 7th. We have avoided a bye in this competition for the third straight year, despite only a third of member clubs actually having to play in the opening round. In the second round we would have another very tough looking game at home to Worcester Park, who were runners-up to Camberley Town two years ago. 

The Surrey Senior Cup has given us a bye in the First Round and a home tie in the last 32 with Beckenham Town, who as you all know are a team from Kent!! No, I don’t understand it either! 

Finally in the F.A.Youth Cup we have been drawn at home to Chichester City United with a home tie against Lancing for the winners. A probable trip to Horsham would await the victors in the final qualifying round.

	Previous Dave Wilson Trophies

	As regular supporters of both clubs will already be aware, the Trophy was inaugurated back in 2007 at Merland Rise, and it opened with a wild match between Banstead Athletic and Corinthian Casuals, which finished 6-3 to the home side. Two days later Epsom & Ewell were defeated on penalties by Molesey, who nearly won the final, being deprived by a last minute Banstead equaliser in a 2-2 draw, with our former landlords winning the first tournament on penalties. For our part, a second penalty shootout loss against Corinthian Casuals following a 1-1 draw left us unbeaten but bottom of the four teams.                                                  

It was different the next year. Dorking took the place of Corinthian Casuals, though we again met Molesey in our first match, winning 2-1. Banstead Athletic defeated Dorking 2-0 and so it was tenant v landlord in a final that the Blues largely dominated, although it finished 1-1 after the ninety minutes. This time though it was our boys who won the club’s first ever penalty shootout and Alex Rodrigues became the first Epsom captain to lift a trophy since Peter Gaydon in 1981 (Surrey Senior Cup).

In 2009 Leatherhead entered in place of Dorking but the regular three contestants remained. This time Epsom and Molesey avoided each other with Molesey defeating Banstead, and Leatherhead winning 5-3 in an entertaining match. Epsom & Ewell claimed third place with a 2-1 win over Banstead, but the final looked a walkover as Leatherhead led 2-0 after less than ten minutes. However, Molesey held on for a bit and then fought back to level the tie at 2-2. The penalties went their way this time and it was finally Molesey’s turn to hold the trophy.

Because of ground moves and double bookings at the intended original venue of Raynes Park Vale, this year’s trophy is just the one match, but I am very confident that this will just be a blip and we will once again be back to a four team event for next year. There is only one question left to answer now… 
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Will Epsom & Ewell regain it or will Molesey retain it?

	ATTENTION! YOUR CLUB NEEDS YOU

Over the last few months I have been in discussion with our Chairman and the Holding Company over the limited progress that had been made on attempts to get a new ground back in the Borough. These still continue.

The main thrust of my discussions was that many supporters didn’t really know who the Holding Company even were, or what attempts they were making, as they were never at a game or Annual General Meeting any more. During the discussions, it transpired that they themselves had doubts about whether a club such as ours, with its limited support would be able to survive even in the event that we got a new ground. 

This was vehemently denied, and to prove this I said that I believed that the supporters could raise a figure approaching £7,000. Bearing in mind that we have no base of our own to launch fund raising activities from, this would indicate what we could actually be capable of, once a new site eventually became available.

However, in return for this I asked for the Holding Company to be more visible to the supporters, and they have made a good start by sending two Directors, Ian Grant and Roy Betts to report to the A.G.M. a few weeks back.

So now it’s our turn. 

I do not expect supporters here to just put their hand in their pocket, as this isn’t really fund raising. Many supporters have already spent many hundreds and in some cases, thousands of pounds in different forms of sponsorship and support. But we can’t raise this sort of sum just between us, nor do I want us to. What I am looking for is for every supporter to do their best to raise funds for the club from OUTSIDE of the club.

Steve Dyke, Steve Davies and myself have come up with a number of ideas to raise money for the club, the main one is the Golden Goal Ticket Bingo Cards, which are described in more detail across the page.

Even when our club does get back to our home Borough it will require financial support for it to remain viable. Over the course of the season we will find out how good (or otherwise) we are at doing our bit. Regular updates will be posted here, but in the meantime, if you wish to get involved, then now is the time. 

Over the course of the season, we shall be running a quiz or two, in addition to a Christmas and/or end of season party, increased merchandising, a sponsored walk, and going on sale from the Shoreham cup tie will be a 108 page book called 50 Epsom Legends, which is a full compilation of the series that ran throughout the last two seasons in the matchday programme. 

Since appearing in the programme some people have moved up the list, while others have moved down, and all of their achievements are now recorded in one place. In addition the latest Hall of Fame is included, showing the top 50 scorers and appearance makers in history. All of this is available for £10 but it is restricted to just 50 copies, so please order yours early if you are interested. 

Here is everything you ever wanted to know about the Epsom & Ewell F.C. Golden Goal Bingo tickets:

This project will run throughout the season in four separate scoring periods, the first of which is August and September. The cards cost £5 each and have twelve numbers on them. For every competitive goal that the Blues score we will advise the minute of the goal on the web site and in the match programme.

	Molesey’s season so far

Following this match, they take part in another Memorial Trophy, this time for their former player and Manager Mick Burgess, who also went on to become Mayor of Elmbridge before passing away a couple of years ago. They meet Walton Casuals next Tuesday evening at Walton Lane with a 7.30 kick off.

Following this, they open up their League campaign with a visit from Camberley Town before, like us, playing on the following Wednesday where they travel to play Guildford City at the Spectrum.




	Molesey F.C. Club History

	Molesey is both a village and a club steeped in history stemming back as far as the late 1800's and a Molesey side won the Surrey Junior Cup in 1913; it was in 1953 that the senior club was officially formed when Molesey St Pauls Utd joined forces with another Molesey village side to become Molesey F.C. The club spent its' early years in the Surrey Senior League with some degree of success in both league and cup competitions. 

It was back in 1958 that the club last enjoyed a major honour when they won the Surrey Senior League just five years after their formation. Molesey FC enjoyed halcyon days in the early 60's with three appearances in the Spartan League Cup final and Jack Anders' Easter tournaments which featured both local and German sides were always both well supported and financially rewarding but there was little to cheer again until 1972 when the club reached the Spartan League final once again but lost to Bracknell Town at Egham Town FC. 

John Sullivan was the man who changed the direction of Molesey F.C when he took over following the club's election to the Athenian League. A host of star names appeared for the club over the next few years including Cyrille Regis who later went on to England honours. Regis netted 27 goals in a very short time here before departing suddenly and unexpectedly to Hayes who quickly benefitted when they sold him for £5,000 to West Bromwich Albion. During Sullivan's reign Molesey enjoyed a fantastic record breaking season in the Premier Midweek Floodlit League in 1976/77. 

The club won 9 out of 10 group matches, broke the aggregate goalscoring record and when Chris Proctor netted five times against Hayes it was an individual scoring record. Despite Sullivan's obvious eye for good players and some excellent runs in the F.A. Vase Molesey failed to win a trophy during his time in charge although they did progress to the new Isthmian League set-up in 1977. They finished in the top half for the first four seasons and only missed out on promotion to Division One in 1978 when they drew 1-1 at home to Camberley in their final game which they needed to win. 

After Sullivan's departure a yo-yo existence followed for many years and the club almost went out of business during the mid 80's under the chairmanship of Graham Pearce; his untimely but ultimately neccessary departure forced three long serving members to take over and those three gentlemen with the backing of the members saw the club through a tough period; what they did not know was how inspirational their decision to appoint Martin Eede was to prove. Eede arrived in 1987 and helped turned the club around. Together with right hand man Ray Best, Eede was responsible for a gradual improvement in the clubs playing fortunes and that improvement reaped its' due reward when Molesey were runners-up to Yeading in 1990 and gained promotion to division one. 

Eede stepped aside to become football chairman and Tony Dunne joined the club to lead them through an incredible spell; again with Ray Best in the backroom staff alongside Richard Higgs the club earned two Southern Combination Cup successes, promotion into the Premier and runners-up in the league cup final in 1993. This was the clubs best ever season and included a club record 11 straight league victories. This was also the season in which the club made its' only foray into the 1st round proper of the FA Cup but they were beaten here by Bath City after a glorious run. 

Off the field Eede became the principal figure in cajoling the clubs members and supporters through hours of hard work as they carried out the necessary ground improvements required for our promotion to the Premier Division. Dunne eventually left

due to business pressures but former Sutton United defender John Rains kept the momentum going and in what was an exciting season the club finished 8th in the Premier, their best ever league placing at the end of 1994/95. 

Sadly Molesey lost the services of both Rains and Eede and two relegations in just three years saw them back where they were ten years earlier. South African businessman Clark joined the club in 1997 but departed in January 2004 after seven somewhat controversial years. Ray Best returned to the club during the ex-Football chairman's early years and his influence was again obvious as he took the side into the top half of Division One before a somewhat surprising departure, one which Molesey supporters found difficult to comprehend given the sides position at the time. 

Several managers came and went during Clark's tenure at the club as Molesey fought to gain promotion once again and Pete Johnson was appointed as manager in May 2002; under his command the club enjoyed their best F.A. Cup run for ten years before defeat by Farnborough Town. A poor league run resulted in the resignation of Johnson in February and Ian Hazel took over but after guiding the side to safety with a run of just 2 defeats in their last 14 matches he walked away when he seemed set to lead us into the new campaign while Steve Moss's rein was brief and his departure both acrimonious and very public. 

Everton and Wales legend Neville Southall took the reins on a caretaker basis, before the club appointed Steve Beeks as boss in October 2003.  However, the club was shrouded in off-pitch problems, and following a long term investigation by the Football Association, who insisted the club hold an EGM, Norman Clark resigned as Club & Football chairman in January 2004. Beeks and his backroom team stayed on while off the field, there was tremendous progress around the ground by some amazing people and club volunteers.  The much needed new clubhouse, driven by Chairman John Nunn, was finally opened in April 2006. The club was forced to significantly reduce its playing budget for the 2007/08 season, resulting in the resignation of Beeks, who felt he had taken the club as far as he could.

Ex reserve team manager Steve Webb was appointed as first team manager in the summer of 2007, and along with long-time assistant Pete Lelliott immediately set about rebuilding a squad that had been decimated following Beeks’s departure. Sadly, the club struggled both on and off the pitch; key off-field personnel left during the summer and relegation seemed inevitable from an early stage, as the team begun the new year on a torrid run that saw them amass just 4 points from 16 games, culminating in relegation to the Combined Counties Leagues, a very hard pill for all to swallow after 30 years as an Isthmian League Club.

Webb continued as manager in 2008/09, once again assembling a squad virtually from scratch.  His new-look side took time to adjust to life in the CCL, although a fine run either side of Christmas took the club to the outskirts of the promotion race, before injuries and loss of form took their toll, resulting in a mid table finish.  The club enjoyed moderate success in cup competitions, reaching the semi finals of the League Cup, and bowing out of the FA Vase at the Third Round after a long trip into Norfolk to face Dereham Town. Last season with Webb continuing as manager, the Moles began the season with a settled side, a top 6 finish being the aim.  After a dreadful start the ship appears to have been steadied, with the management and committee looking to set the foundations for a return to the Isthmian League, as well as establishing greater links to the community.
