Actually, Guildford also remain in the Cup, so a win today would ensure that we don’t end up with a blank Saturday, which wouldn’t be good news for our Golden Goal ticket holders! 

Please note that if the scores are level after 90 minutes then a replay would be required at Wilks Park on Tuesday evening. If there is a result, then we will be in action on Monday at 11.30 against our friends from Chessington & Hook United.

	From behind the goal

The Blues were held to a point by League new boys Mole Valley in a game of many chances. So many chances in fact, the result tells you that the finishing wasn't up to much today from either side.

Another unchanged side was our fourth in a row, although the Blues didn't quite sparkle like they did in their two previous matches, but credit to Mole Valley SCR who worked hard throughout, and became the first team to score against us since the 82nd minute of the opening day's match at Sandhurst, 351 minutes previously.

Overall, Epsom created slightly more good chances, and nearly went ahead straight from the kick off, when Darren Smith was put through, and although his finish was on target the goalkeeper’s trailing foot blocked it. 

The visitors were next to threaten and were just wide from close range after 9 minutes, with another chance being volleyed just over on 17 minutes.

Ramzi Bedj Bedj had his shot well blocked by the keeper, and Joe Paris was just wide from 25 yards after a hurried goalkeeping clearance had left the goal exposed.

Soon after this Cuff was booked for throwing the ball away, and he already sits on three cards this season. Within a minute though it was the SCR number 9 that was in the book and his team mate number 5 joined him on the 38 minute mark for a cynical trip on Mark Jarman.

Neil Harrowing made a good low save and Jamie Hatfield was booked just before the whistle to end an entertaining, but at times bitty half of football.      

Our opponents came out a little stronger in the second half, although we had a couple of corners that came from Jarman shots that were deflected. After 63 minutes we should have had a penalty when Joe Paris was bundled over quite clumsily by a visiting defender, but the referee, who was well up with play throughout, declined to go with the appeal.

After 69 minutes the Blues made the breakthrough. A great crossfield ball from Jamie Hatfield found Kyle Hough in a lot of space, and as the defender approached him, he set up Mark Jarman who was a little wide but powered the ball into the roof of the net for the opening goal.

After doing all that work to get ahead, the lead only lasted four minutes before a pass between our centre halves somehow found its way to Jay Holden, and the regular scorer gave Harrowing no chance from close range.

There was time for Mole Valley SCR to pick up a third booking before Jarman evened the score up for the sixth yellow card of the match, and a low Harrowing save was the final action of the game.

In summary, I believe that this was two points dropped, but on another day it could have been all three.

	Not a particularly great week in history if these results are anything to go by!

50 years ago this week the Blues relinquished their hold on the Corinthian League Memorial Shield that they had won the previous April, when defeating Maidenhead United 2-0 at Wembley F.C.’s Vale Farm ground.

Epsom & Ewell had already been held 1-1 at West Street by Slough Town, and in the replay at the Dolphin Ground, which was their venue before Wexham Park, they were too good for our boys, defeating us 3-0. We would not win another trophy for fourteen years.   

40 years ago this week local rivals Carshalton Athletic were in the Premier Division of the Athenian League, while we were in Division Two and would eventually finish bottom, adrift by some distance. The League Cup had been restructured to include every team, instead of the divisional competitions that Epsom had reached the final of a couple of years previously, so not much was expected of our boys.

Under the circumstances, a narrow defeat to a second half goal was quite a performance. If only they’d played this well during the season! 

10 years ago this week and finally, a win, as the Blues travelled to Bell Close, Leighton Buzzard for a League cup tie with Leighton Town. James Hall opened the scoring on his 100th appearance for the club after 47 minutes, and Lee Dooley added a second six minutes later. The hosts pulled a goal back and it was a bit nervy for a time, but the Blues hung on to earn a trip to Bedford Town in the next round.

	100 Memorable Matches

	What makes a memorable match? 

A match can leave us with memories for a number of reasons. It could have been a big game like a cup final or promotion decider; it could have been a wild match with lots of goals, a big win, or even a heavy defeat. Add freak weather conditions, an odd refereeing decision, or just something a little bit special and you have a list of about 500 matches.
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To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
86 – Epsom 1-3 Kingstonian – F.A.Cup Second Qualifying Round

Saturday 15th October 1949

The Blues had actually won three matches to get to this stage, just as they would have to this season, and wins over Guildford, Cobham, and most impressively Woking, 2-1 at Kingfield earned our team a crack at mighty Kingstonian. The K’s had knocked us out of the F.A.Cup two seasons previously by ten goals to one, but the supporters obviously thought that now we were a Corinthian League team, we would have every chance, and filled the ground to the rafters. 

A post war record of 5,000 crammed into West Street, and it was a tight match, with a Bill Cutter goal ensuring that the scores were level at half time. However, the stronger, more experienced team won through 3-1 with a hat trick for Johnny Whing, who would still be scoring regularly for Kingstonian over a decade later. 

85 – Worthing 4-3 Epsom & Ewell and Cove 4-3 Epsom & Ewell

Isthmian League Premier Division and Isthmian League Division Three

Tuesday 4th September 1984 and 3rd April 1993

It’s not possible to really split these two games in the list so I have placed them together.

I can still recall my trip to Worthing on a Tuesday evening in Nigel Pond’s Ford Capri, and on a lovely evening, the new boys in the Premier Division (us) were looking for our first ever win at that level. And what a start; goals from Tommy Tuite (2) and Steve Milton had as ahead by three clear goals after just twenty minutes. Then we were awarded a penalty, and Colin Miles’ decent kick had the keeper going the wrong way, but he just stuck out a trailing leg and it deflected up onto the roof of the net.

Needless to say, the home side came back at us and won 4-3 with a last minute backheel! Then someone drove into Nigel while we were parked at the chip shop!  

At Cove’s Oak Farm ground it was a similar story, but with a later collapse. We led 2-0 at half time, and during the break many people stayed in the clubhouse to witness the non-starting Grand National. Clearly that list of people included our team, because from 3-0 up we contrived to lose four goals in record time there. Last year we let a 3-1 lead turn into a 4-3 defeat, so it is fair to say it isn’t a particularly lucky ground for us!

84 – Epsom & Ewell 4-5 Ware – Athenian League Division Two

Saturday 15th October 1966

And on the subject of collapses, here is an even larger one. Epsom & Ewell led 2-0 at half time, and 3-0 at one point early in the second before falling apart and losing by the odd goal in nine. 

Spare a thought for the Player Manager at the time Tony Williams. He scored all four goals for us, yet still finished on the losing side! No one since that day forty-four years ago has hit a hat trick for the club, yet ended up on the losing side.  

83 – Epsom & Ewell 4-5 Walton & Hersham (a.e.t.) 

Surrey Senior Cup 3rd Round – Wednesday 27th January 2010

You can’t mention a collapse without taking a quick trip in the memory banks to earlier this year. Our second biggest lead blown in club history was very sad, especially for Jamie Hatfield, who scored twice that day, one of which was a candidate for goal of the season, as the Blues built up a half time 4-1 lead after trailing early. 

As with the freak incident at Worthing, another similar situation occurred when Paul Borg let a harmlessly bouncing ball go straight through him at the start of the second half, and this seemed to spur the visitors on. It looked like we might have got away with it until the Swans scored an equaliser in injury time, and they pinched it in extra time against a dispirited Epsom side. 

Eight of the goals were scored at the top end of the ground, and the match contained four goals that were from direct free kicks!

82 – Epsom 5-4 Chertsey Town  – Amateur Cup 2Q

Saturday 21st October 1950

Let’s finish with some good comebacks this week. Epsom trailed in this Amateur Cup tie against Chertsey Town by four goals to one at half time, but fought back to win 5-4, with Tommy Wright getting the winner. Sid Faggetter the Player / Manager scored twice and probably also deserves a bit of credit for the half time team talk! 

81 – Epsom & Ewell 6-2 Three Bridges (a.e.t.)  – F.A.Vase 2nd Round

Saturday 26th November 1988

We had met our Sussex opponents the season before, when they edged us out of the F.A.Cup, and this day we trailed them in an F.A.Vase match at West Street with only twenty minutes remaining. At that point substitute Brian Perkins entered the fray and the game changed. An equaliser followed almost immediately, and against a tiring Bridges outfit we ran away with it in extra time, scoring an amazing five goals in the thirty-minute period. The visitors pulled a goal back to 3-2 and briefly threatened a fight back of their own, but they were blown away, and the Blues went on to reach the fourth round, losing to another Sussex team, Hailsham Town in January 1989.

81 – Epsom & Ewell 5-3 Hendon  – Isthmian League Premier Division

Saturday 31st August 1985

We trailed Hendon by three clear goals after thirty-eight minutes at West Street, but crucially managed to pull two back by half time, and were leading after 62 minutes, with a clincher right on the full time whistle. This win placed Epsom & Ewell in their highest ever placing of Second in the Isthmian League Premier Division. We would stay there for three days, but would never reach such heights again. 




	Flackwell Heath Club History

	Flackwell Heath FC was founded in 1907 and the club joined the High Wycombe and District League for its inaugural season. The Heathens proved to be a major force in local football, having won twelve Wycombe League championship titles and the High Wycombe Senior Challenge Cup on a record twelve occasions. 

In the 1950s Flackwell joined the Great Western Combination League and won this league twice before returning to the Wycombe League. 

In the 1970s they continued their success and the clubhouse was built as the first stage of their rise into senior football. The clubhouse was opened in 1974. In 1975 The Heathens won the Berks and Bucks Intermediate Cup and the Reading Senior Cup. In 1977 the club achieved Senior status and moved up into the Hellenic League Division One. Promotion to the Premier Division was achieved at the first attempt. 

After five seasons in this league, during which time floodlights were installed at Wilks Park, Flackwell were elected into the Athenian League, and in 1984 they joined the expanding Isthmian League. The club’s first season in this competition saw them playing in Division Two (North) and against some tough opposition they finished in a respectable eighth position. The following season they were switched to Division Two (South) where life turned out to be even tougher. At the end of season 1990/91, like Epsom & Ewell, The Heathens found themselves placed in the newly formed Ryman League Division Three. 

In 2002/03 Flackwell reached the 4th qualifying round of the FA Cup, losing 4-1 at home against Crawley and finished third in the newly formed Ryman League Division Two. This was the highest position achieved to date. The Youth team also won the Allied Counties League Southern Division in this year. 

In season 2004/05 The Heathens reached the 4th Qualifying Round of the FA Cup for the second time in three years, this time losing 3-0 at Ryman Premier Division Billericay Town and were runners-up in the Ryman League Associate Members Cup, losing 2-1 after extra time to Division Two champions Ilford on their own ground. 

The Veterans team won the FA Umbro Sunday Cup, a feat that was repeated in 2006 and 2007. After winning the first final, the lads went to The Bernabeu Stadium and played against Real Madrid Veterans for the European Cup and lost by 3-1. 

Flackwell finished fourth in Ryman League Division Two in 2005/06, narrowly missing out on promotion. After the end of 2006/07 the FA reorganised the non-league pyramid and we were due to be placed into the South Midlands Spartan League until Barking and East Ham United went out of business and we were given the opportunity to take their place in the Ryman Division One (North). Unfortunately we finished bottom of the league and were relegated into the Hellenic Premier Division for season 2007/08. 

The first season back in the Hellenic League went well up until Christmas time and then the wheels fell off. After the resignation of manager Byron Walton, the team plummeted down the table but made a late recovery under the tutelage of Terry Glynn to finish in 9th position and also reach the final of the High Wycombe Senior Challenge Cup where they were beaten 2-1 by Chalfont Wasps. 

Season 2008/09 was another one full of inconsistency and Terry Glynn resigned at the end of October 2008 and was replaced by one of our former club captains, Matt Flint. Matt brought in the experienced ex-Marlow and Slough Town midfielder James Pritchard at Christmas time in the capacity of player/assistant manager and has called on the vast experience of Laurie Craker as Head coach for the current season.

	I love the F.A. Cup. Especially when we win three-nil as we did a fortnight ago against Shoreham. That victory was very special to me for two reasons. Firstly, as a relatively new fan I witnessed an Epsom milestone; our first home game at Merstham’s excellent Moatside ground, and secondly my kids Jimmy (4) and Louise (2) watched their first F.A. Cup tie. Now, I doubt that either of them will realise the significance of, or even remember going to, the Shoreham match. And, to be honest I doubt that they paid much attention - preferring to stuff their faces with chocolate - but they were at a historic “cup” game none the less.

Personally I think the F.A. Cup is great because teams of all sizes get to participate. After our victory over Shoreham I started to reminisce about other F.A. Cup matches I have been to; in particular, a fourth round tie between Wimbledon and Manchester United in 1997, back when I was a Wimbledon season ticket holder.

On 25th January 1997 I travelled up to Old Trafford more in hope than expectation. The match itself was a hard fought game with the “crazy gang” doing everything to neutralise United. However, when Paul Scholes scored in the 89th minute it looked like the Cup run was over. Suddenly I heard Vinnie Jones bellow at his players to “get stuck in”. Then, he turned to the small band of “Dons” fans shoehorned behind the goal and demanded our support. We obliged (more in fear than anything else) and would you believe it Robbie Earle scored with a bullet header from an injury time corner. Fantastic!  
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And it was to get even better. In the replay, on 4th February 1997, Wimbledon scored early in the first half. In the second period United were laying siege to the goal behind which I was sitting, desperate for an equaliser. From a free kick in the dying seconds United goalkeeping legend Peter Schmeichel scored with a fantastic half volley. Yes, you read that right Schmeichel actually scored. I was gutted. But then someone noticed that the linesman had raised his flag. THE GOAL HAD BEEN RULED OUT FOR OFFSIDE! However, before I had time to take it all in I witnessed the bizarre sight of Vinnie Jones and Mick Harford nearly coming to blows as they blamed each other for NOT marking Peter Schmeichel. Fantastic! Thankfully, Wimbledon managed to hold on for victory.

Now I would love in 2011 to watch a 4th round “cup” game with Epsom as I did with Wimbledon back in 1997. Wouldn’t that be great! However, I’d settle for a win over Flackwell Heath today. Ironically, I can’t be at the game as I’m on holiday - but rest assured Jimmy, Louise and myself (OK, mostly me) will be praying for an EE’s victory and a prolonged “cup” run.

Now Epsom is a town with an increasing Brazilian Community; two Brazilian shops a Brazilian church, any journalist worth his salt would go to these people and write a properly researched article explaining the phenomenon definitively. I have to disappoint you by saying that this is not that article.

I think it was Frank Skinner who once mused “What is it about Brazilians and the name Ronald. Now in this sense, Bebe is a classic Brazilian footballers name of repeating Consonant Vowel pairs. Now here comes the professionally researched bit.

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

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Andover: - Played 2 - W1, D1, L0 - F2, A1 - Points per Game - 2.00 Very Good

We met Andover in the 1984/85 season in the F.A.Trophy, where we achieved a good 0-0 draw in the away tie at the Walled Meadow Ground. Three days later, the replay kicked off late as the visitors had trouble finding their way to Ewell Village and Tommy Tuite put us ahead in the first minute of the match, but the visitors got back into the game and we pinched it 2-1 in the end.

I looked around for a picture of the Walled Meadow ground, but all I could find were pictures of houses than now sit on the site. The football club moved in the nineties to the Portway Stadium, where they now reside.

Aquarius: - Played 4 - W4, D0, L0 - F14, A6 - Points per Game - 3.00 Perfect

I can hear the most long-serving supporters amongst you saying, “who are they?”. Well Aquarius were a works team, representing the Water Board. Makes sense now when you think about it! They played at a private ground in Honor Oak, although we only played there once, as they were often happy to switch grounds for a bigger attendance. We first met in October 1926 when two goals from Reg Marlow secured our passage through the Amateur Cup, and our last match was in the same competition in October 1928, where we edged through 4-3 in front of a large crowd, after trailing 3-2 with ten minutes remaining! I’m not really sure how much longer they existed for, but they seemed to disappear from the Amateur Cup draws soon after this time.

Arlesey Town: - Played 2 – W0, D0, L2 - F1, A4 - Points per Game - 0.00 None

We encountered Arlesey Town while they were on a crest of a wave. They had just had a great F.A.Vase run, defeating Oxford City in the Final in 1995, and were regular winners of the South Midlands League. They couldn’t gain promotion to the Isthmian League though as they were about to move to a new ground, and the old one wasn’t of the required standard. 

Eventually though they came up and sailed through our division, losing just two games and accumulating a goal difference of over +100. We lost both games narrowly, 2-1 to a late winner at Hitchin Road, and 2-0 at Merland Rise when the flood affected season left Adrian Hill no choice but to throw a weakened team out. The main scorer for them in those days was a tall ginger lad by the name of Dave Kitson. I wonder what happened to him! 

Arsenal: - Played 1 – W0, D0, L1 – F2, A3 - Points per Game - 0.00 None

Back in 1933 we had a great team, but took a break from a record run of League and Cup victories to play a friendly at home to an Arsenal XI. How? Why? Well, the answer was simple. Arsenal’s President was a character by the name of Sir Samuel Hill-Wood, the grandfather of the current Arsenal Chairman, Peter. 

Samuel was a sportsman and businessman, whose father had made a lot of money in the cotton industry, and he was the main backer behind Glossop’s entry into the football League, still the smallest town ever to have had a team in the top flight of English football. He was also a top class cricketer, representing Derbyshire, whom he captained for three years from 1899. 

After World War One he moved down here, and for reasons still unknown to me, he became President of Epsom F.C. as well as Arsenal. The club certainly wanted a high profile President in the hope that they might get a prestigious friendly or two, which happened just the once with Arsenal pinching a close game by three goals to two with a fairly strong side out in front of 2,000. However, just why Samuel wanted to get involved with us, I have no idea!

Arundel: - Played 3 – W2, D1, L0 – F6, A1 - Points per Game – 2.33 Fantastic
As a young supporter I had decided to watch every Epsom match for as long as I could, and would eventually manage a run that would last for nearly thirteen and a half years! The very first match of that very first season, 1982/83 was a friendly at Arundel’s wonderfully picturesque Mill Road ground with the castle in the distance, and maybe my love of ground hopping started that very day. 

As it turned out we were hammered that day by five goals to two, but this doesn’t register in the records, as it was a pre-season friendly!

Anyway, Arundel became the very first Sussex League team that we met in the F.A. Cup, drawing 1-1 at West Street in August of 1979, and winning the replay three days later with a Tony Pommell goal being the difference between the sides. Eight years later we mat again in the same competition, but this time we were too good, crushing them 4-0 at West Street. They reside, as they did back then, in the Sussex League Division One.

Arundel Football Club were formed at a
meeting held in the vicarage by the Rev.
PA. Butler, a junior curate of Arundel.
Permission was sought from the Duke of
Norfolk to play under Association Rules

within Arundel Park, and the go-ahead was
given. After training twice a week for a
month the new club staged their first game
at the park on October 17th 1889, when the
captain’s team took on the sub-captain’s
side.

Sadly very little is known about the club
up to the thirties when a small wooden
stand, which stood until 1971, was erected at
the ground. After the war Arundel joined the
strong County League, and around the
beginning of the sixties much work was done
to the pitch and its surrounds, but it became
unplayable, and games were transferred to
Walberton for a spell. A further scheme to
improve the ground at a cost of £850 was
introduced, and ten years later in 1971 new
