We then produced a limp first half display at Camberley, and although the second period was much improved, we rarely looked like retrieving the two-nil half time score line, and this was how the game finished.

Since then we came from behind to knock the holders Cove out of the League Cup by two goals to one, leading to tonight’s match, and ten days ago we required a late Jamie Reive goal to win at Wembley by the same score. However, on Saturday at Badshot Lea we were defeated by four clear goals. This was a harsh result, and if we had taken advantage of our early dominance, it could have been so different.

	From behind the goal

	Epsom & Ewell 1-5 Guildford City – Combined Counties League

Tuesday 14th September 2010

After our exit from the F.A. Cup on Saturday, missing out on a plum home 2nd Qualifying draw against Kent League’s Erith & Belvedere this was a tough test against an unbeaten Guilford side that had just come away from Step 3 side Tonbridge with a 1-0 victory.

It was a rainy Moatside night, which fell particularly heavily during the first half hour). The early pressure all came from the visitors. A low free kick was drilled just wide of Paul Borg’s right hand post and two Guildford corners followed soon after. A neat passing move down the right hand side saw the Epsom keeper get down low to his right to save a well struck shot. Still only 7 minutes had elapsed when Borg again came to the Ee’s rescue as he palmed a fierce rising shot over the bar for a further Guildford corner.

Epsom finally showed some offence after a quarter of an hour as Darren Smith broke through the visitors offside trap but his shot across the keeper was comfortably parried away, the rebound finding the head of Kyle Hough but the height and velocity of the ball meant that he could not direct it towards the unguarded net. A few minutes later the Ee’s won a corner and the Guildford no. 6 was booked for an elbow on Ramzi Bedj Bedj in his own penalty area but this did not result in a spot kick, as the Epsom corner had been taken fractionally after the incident took place. Ramzi then put Kyle through with a delightful pass towards the left side of the area; he squared it to Moorhouse whose snap shot went wide. Another Ramzi through ball put Smith through on goal but his side-footed shot was easily saved.

The early Guildford threat had by now disintegrated and Epsom were threatening a breakthrough, which unfolded after 25 minutes as a Moorhouse lobbed through ball was met by Darren Smith’s head before the visiting keeper could punch the ball away. The ball, though travelling forward, would probably not have gone in unaided but Smith was odds on favourite to get to the ball first. However, bets placed on this outcome were voided when the Guildford No. 5 hauled him back which activated the referee’s whistle and brought a red card for the centre half and a penalty which Kyle Hough dispatched in his usual fashion on 27 minutes to create a new club consecutive successful penalty record which now stands at 23!

If there was a giant pendulum in the ground you would have seen this swinging decisively now in Epsom’s favour and two minutes later Ramzi nearly made it 2-0 as his fierce drive deflected off one of Guildford’s remaining defenders and struck the foot of the post.  However, a minute later it swung violently back towards the visitors as Darren Smith was given a straight red card for raising his hands to an opponent in a fracas right in front of the main stand, and a couple of minutes after this, Joe Paris picked up a yellow for a foul out wide on the edge of the penalty area which was then drilled in low and hard for the Guildford striker to guide into the net. The visitors were back on top but Ramzi did carve out one more chance before the break but his cross into the area could not find another blue and white shirt.

At the start of the second half I commented that this was like the opening title sequence of Gerry Anderson’s Stingray when Commander Shaw declares “Anything can happen in the next half hour!” and so this was to prove. A free kick won by Ramzi came to nothing and three minutes into the half Epsom fell behind as a Guildford attack down the right flank ended with a low shot drilled past Borg in the far corner. The troublesome Ramzi then earned another visiting player a yellow card, as he was late tackled from behind. We then made two changes, Ben Hayward for McGregor and Paul West coming on for Sammut.

Following yet another yellow card, this time for the Guildford 11 the visitors brought on a sub of their own, who looked exactly like “Cat” out of Red Dwarf! The game was out of reach with twenty minutes remaining as the Ee’s conceded a third, this time coming from the left flank as the ball was played in and the Guildford attacker spun and slotted a low shot past an exposed Borg. This situation brought Mark Jarman on for Ramzi Bedj Bedj as Moody, the scorer of the visitors third goal came off injured and was substituted.

A bad evening deteriorated further as Joe Paris received a second yellow for handball on the edge of his area on 78 minutes and Ben Hayward was then booked for a clumsy challenge two minutes later. A great moment of skill followed as Jarman cut in from the right wing and sent a left footed curling shot towards the top left hand corner of the goal but a brilliant diving save by the Guildford keeper robbed him of a fine goal. Jarman then missed from four yards out as the ball came towards him too fast off the wet pitch surface from a cross by Kyle Hough and this was to be Epsom’s last chance. Not so for Guildford as the “Cat” notched goal number four on 84 minutes. There was still time for another yellow (Guildford defender handball) and a final goal (Greaves scoring the visitors fifth goal in stoppage time) to ensure a miserable (though action packed!) night for the home team.

	Camberley Town 2-0 Epsom & Ewell – Combined Counties League

Epsom & Ewell lost their third game in a row as a poor first forty five minute performance left too much to do, despite improving in the second.

There were a substantial number of changes to the team following Tuesday's loss to Guildford City. At the back Charlie West was absent and his namesake Paul replaced him. Ben Hayward made his first start for the Blues at the expense of Alex McGregor who dropped to the bench. At left back Terry Fennessey made his debut and this enabled Dean Sammut to revert to his regular right back slot, and Joe Paris returned to midfield against his former club. Up front Ramzi Bedj Bedj and Kyle Hough were both away so Mark Jarman also returned to the starting line up with Tony Cuff playing out on the left. The other point of note, other than the horrible combination of blue shirts and red shorts, was the replacement of Alex Rodrigues as Captain by Tommy Moorhouse.

When considering the changes, I suppose it was always going to take us a while to get going against a good team like Camberley, and so it proved. Paul Borg was in action twice in the first five minutes, and after 7 minutes another Camberley corner hit the bar.

Our best chance of a tame first half was a rasping drive from Darren Smith that the keeper got half a glove to, just about turning the ball wide for a corner, but this was pretty much all we created as the home side forced Borg into another save, and Rodrigues headed a clearance onto his own post and away for another corner.

After 33 minutes Sammut had to clear the ball virtually off the line as a right wing cross zipped across the face of the goal, and two minutes later we were behind as yet another corner was met at the far post with a towering header.

Two minutes later we were two-nil behind when a corner from the other side was not dealt with and was bundled in. Borg made another low save from a well struck shot and almost on the half time whistle a home player missed a glorious chance to make it three but somehow hit the bar from two yards out and the goal gaping.

The second half started in a similar vein with Borg fortunate to retrieve the ball after some shambolic defending in front of him. However, from that point onwards we at least began to make a game of it. A Paris shot was well struck but at a nice height, and after 56 minutes Smith got away down the left. The keeper thought about coming out and got caught half way, but the lob hit the outside of the post and out for a goal kick.

Paris was just wide after good work from Jarman and Smith, while the best move of the match from Epsom's point of view was set up by Cuff and Fennessey, Smith flicking the ball on at the near post but Jarman couldn't get enough on the shot, and it went wide.

McGregor came on for Hayward and just after this Gary Hewson made his debut for Sammut with West moving to right back. A Moorhouse shot was well saved as Epsom's play improved and the home side looked a bit wobbly. However, we were unable to break through and the closest we came to scoring at the end was because of a defensive slice, which the keeper did extremely well to tip over.

In summary this was not really good enough against a team of Camberley's ability, but we did have a substantial number of players out and the second half showed much in the way of improvement. Fennessey had a good debut, worked well with his former team mate at Leatherhead Tony Cuff, and the side now has more balance which it has been lacking since Jamie Hatfield departed.

	Cove 1-2 Epsom & Ewell – Combined Counties League Cup First Round

Tuesday 21st September 2010

A Tony Cuff free kick just after half time earned the Blues a deserved 2-1 win at Cup holders Cove on their own Oak Farm ground; a venue where we have had limited success in recent years.

Lyndon made further changes to the starting line up following their defeat at Camberley Town on Saturday. Alex McGregor was out with an injured ankle, while Dean Sammut dropped to the bench and Paul West, Darren Smith and Tommy Moorhouse were missing.

So after a break of just one game Alex Rodrigues regained the Captain's armband alongside another new partner in Jamie Reive, while Ben Hayward and Kyle Hough returned to the starting eleven, as did Jamie Hatfield and Tom Jelley, who filled the full back slots, moving Terry Fennessey further forward on the left hand side to good effect.

Cove had won their last three matches while we had lost our last three, but you wouldn't have known it as we came out of the blocks quickly. A header from Fennessey was just wide in the opening minute, while a keeper fumble out wide left Hough with a chance from a narrow angle but his cross was blocked. After 17 minutes a Mark Jarman header was just wide from a Tony Cuff corner, and ten minutes later the Cove keeper dropped the ball at Jarman's feet but the chance was out wide and his attempt was blocked by a defender.

Unfortunately, despite all our good work we then went behind after 28 minutes. It wasn't too clear exactly what happened, although Paul Borg had to come out to force their player wide, but it didn't stop him from getting a shot in. Even then, as the tame effort dribbled towards goal it looked like it would be cleared but it wasn't dealt with and the ball just appeared to cross the line. Well, the Assistant said so anyway!

Things were looking bleak at this point as Cove began to believe a bit more, but it wasn't long before we were back in the game. In the 37th minute a Cuff (or possibly Hatfield) free kick found Jarman at the back post who steered the ball in from close range. We nearly scored again before the break after a good move ended with a low Cuff shot that the keeper palmed wide, and Jarman should have hit the target when through but lashed his shot high and wide.

At half time the Cove tea bar people were bemoaning the fact that they only seem to concede from set pieces. "That's handy" I said, "we only seem to score from them these days". Although I was joking, two minutes into the second half we were ahead when Cuff caught the keeper out with a free kick from the corner of the box (see picture on page 39). He looked as though he would cross it, but instead fired it in at the near post for what would prove to be the winner.

We had a couple of other chances. Reive was just over with a header from a corner, while Fennessey charged down a defensive clearance and was clean through on goal but his well-struck shot was equally well saved by the keeper with a recovering defender completing the clearance.

There was a flurry of substitutions as the home side tried to get back into it, but despite the Blues being pushed back a little, Borg had nothing of real danger to deal with and we hung on for the win fairly comfortably.



	Matches against Worcester Park

	We first met Worcester Park in 1948 and played each other on eight occasions over the next fourteen years. However, since that time we have never met. 

Our first meeting was a friendly, thrown in at the end of the 1947/48 season. Even then we were not meant to play them, having originally arranged a friendly with Dorking that day, only for the Chicks to pull out with an outstanding Cup commitment. 

We were a very poor team back then, struggling along in the lower reaches of the London League, and having shipped double figures twice that season, including a club record 14-0 loss at Chelmsford Reserves in February.

Our opponents were a mid-table Surrey Senior League team back then, but defeated us by five goals to two to end the season on a typically poor note (see programme – right).

We met again on Christmas Day of the same year for another friendly, and this time our boys gained a measure of revenge with a 6-1 win with Les Gilbert scoring a hat trick, but the Epsom side were much changed from the regular eleven and it’s quite possible that the visitors were too.
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We finally met for the first time competitively in October 1951, when we travelled to Green Lane for a Surrey Senior Cup tie, and emerged victorious by four goals to two after extra time. Bill Goddard, our scoring sensation got two of the goals alongside a Johnny Hoy penalty and a goal from Ernie Watkins (programme – left). 

In October 1953 we had our most controversial match against our local rivals in an Amateur Cup third qualifying round tie at West Street. 

We had already hammered Civil Service, Malden Town, and Surbiton Town to reach this stage, but were expected to see off the threat from Worcester Park fairly easily. It didn’t work out that way though as the visitors won 2-0, but that wasn’t the whole of the story, as both goals were disputed. 

The first goal was flagged offside by the linesman but was ignored by the referee, while the second goal never actually crossed the line, instead entering via a hole in the side of the net! 

Despite the harshness of the goals themselves, the Epsom Advertiser said that the visitors had deserved the win, while the Epsom Herald went one stage further, advising that an obituary notice should be placed in the next programme, stating that “Epsom football died here and the Ashes will be taken to Worcester Park"!!

As it turned out, this would be the last time that Worcester Park actually won against us (see programme - left), and in the four games since they haven’t actually scored a goal.

We waited six years for revenge, and when it came, it was doubled, as we met twice in the space of three weeks, firstly in the Amateur Cup, where the match was switched from Green Lane for “gate” issues. Johnny Bangs scored twice in our 3-0 win, and then in the Surrey Senior Cup at West Street by two goals to nil.
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Almost two years later to the day the Park made their last visit to West Street, when they were knocked out of the Amateur Cup by two second half goals scored by Bryn Robinson and John Leedham, who would go on to play professionally in the Football League for Millwall, Walsall and Orient. (Programme – above)  

Our final meeting came in the following season of 1962/63 before it was disrupted by the worst winter in football history. We made only our second visit to Green Lane for a Surrey Senior Cup tie, but it was all over by half time with Epsom & Ewell leading by three at that stage, eventually winning four – nil, thanks to goals from Taz Arnall (2), Ron Jones and a Derek Prowse penalty.

Epsom were poor that year, finishing second bottom of the Corinthian League in its final season, but Worcester Park had it worse and actually folded at the end of 1962/63. They would not return to the Surrey Senior League until 2003/04, by now renamed the Combined Counties League. We nearly played them in 2007/08 but lost a League Cup tie at home to Dorking with an away tie at Green Lane waiting.    




	On This Day   -   5th October

	81 years ago today there were 1,700 present at West Street for the big F.A.Cup tie between Epsom Town and local Surrey Senior League team Dorking. The Blues were a London League side back then and expected to win, which they did, but after cruising to a 3-0 lead in the first half hour, the plucky visitors fought back with two goals and then hit the bar before Jack Parr completed his hat trick with Epsom’s fourth goal.

47 years ago today our biggest gate for two years, just over 600 were present for the visit of non-league giants Walthamstow Avenue. They had won the Amateur Cup at Wembley in 1961 and only ten years previously had held League Champions Manchester United to a 1-1 draw at Old Trafford in the F.A.Cup. Obviously as a weak Corinthian League team we were no match for a side that would reach the last eight of the Amateur Cup this season and were crushed 8-0. This remained the biggest ever defeat that the club would ever suffer at West Street.  

25 years ago today we were still in the early part of our last season in the Isthmian Premier Division, but this was a good day. Kingstonian visited us for an F.A.Trophy match, and despite us being in the same division by then, we hammered them 5-1 with Robin Lewis being the main threat this day. He scored twice while another former Epsom Youth teamer Dave Hanks also scored, with Keith Seager and Peter Kemp rounding off the scoring. On two occasions in this match we scored twice in a minute!

However, 70 years ago this week they would gain a measure of revenge in our first ever wartime South Eastern Combination match with a 2-1 win at Gander Green Lane.
50 years ago this week Bill Hawkins missed a penalty. If he had scored, it would have completed his one and only hat trick for the Blues as Whitehawk were defeated 3-2 in an Amateur Cup tie at West Street. We would meet again nine years later in the same competition, but that tie would take four matches to settle in our favour. 

30 years ago this week it was F.A.Cup time again and two goals from Tommy Tuite and another from Gerry Archer got us past Margate by three goals to one. A win in the next round over Ashford Town would put us through to the fourth qualifying round for the first time in 47 years! The referee at West Street this day was a young David Elleray!

	100 Memorable Matches

	What makes a memorable match? 

A match can leave us with memories for a number of reasons. It could have been a big game like a cup final or promotion decider; it could have been a wild match with lots of goals, a big win, or even a heavy defeat. Add freak weather conditions, an odd refereeing decision, or just something a little bit special and you have a list of about 500 matches.
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To try and get this list down to 100 has been an extremely difficult task. Occasionally I have put matches together for obvious reasons, as you’ll find out over the course of the season, and by the end of the season, we’ll find out which was top of the list. 
69 – Epsom & Ewell 3-2 Walton & Hersham – Corinthian League 

Saturday 27th August 1949
The club had hardly recovered since the war. Austerity, not to mention bickering between Epsom F.C. and the short-lived, Charles Pettett backed Epsom Town had ensured that the club were in a bit of a mess. However, by 1948 things had improved a little bit and the club felt that we were ready for a higher standard of football, joining the recently formed Corinthian League.  

It was an awful first season though. The club didn’t win away from home all season and in fact recorded just one win of note, as Walton & Hersham visited West Street on a sweltering hot day. They were reigning champions of the League, and had been for the last three years, but although the Blues trailed at half time, a twenty-five yard strike from Freddie Marshall just twelve seconds into the second half evened matters up, and he scored another as well as Bill Cutter as the visitors were defeated 3-2 and at the end of the season it turned out that the Swans had missed out on their fourth title by a point!

68 – Farnborough Town 1-2 Epsom & Ewell – Isthmian League Division One 

Tuesday 1st May 1984
Maybe this win wasn’t quite as impressive as some others. In fact, we were probably favourites. What made this match memorable though was that the 2-1 win guaranteed the club promotion to the Isthmian League Premier Division for the first time.

We had a fairly tame first half as I recall, before going behind just before the hour mark to a goal with a suspicion of handball in it. Behind the goal though, we weren’t worried, as we had two remaining matches left at home to the two clubs at the bottom of the League still to come, but our players showed character and fought back, firstly with a great strike from Steve Milton, and then in the 92nd minute, I can still remember the build up from right to left, the shot from the left was half-blocked and the ball went up in the air only for Murray Jones, our recent signing to head it into an empty net as it dropped from the sky.  

We weren’t up for certain at that point, but we knew that main rivals Wembley were at already promoted Windsor & Eton, and outsiders Maidenhead were at Leatherhead. News came though that the Magpies had drawn 2-2 at Fetcham Grove and couldn’t catch us, but we had to wait while our Secretary Dave Wilson hung on the phone to somebody at Windsor, waiting for the final whistle, as the home side were 2-1 up.

Eventually it came, and the Premier Division was a reality. Fantastic!  

67 – Epsom F.C. 7-1 Carshalton Athletic – Corinthian League 

Saturday 4th April 1953
There were occasions before the war when we would regularly batter our rivals from Colston Avenue, but what made this result different was the circumstances. 

The Blues, under former England Amateur International Pat Lynch, were having their best ever season in the Corinthian League, and with regular goal scorer Bill Goddard around we could destroy anyone at this level on our day. However, on Good Friday we had slipped up to a disputed penalty at bottom club Worthing, and this Easter Saturday match was vital if we wanted to remain at the top of the table.

Carshalton were having a very odd season. As late as March 7th, they were bottom of the League, yet by the end of the season they would win the title, taking 31 points out of a maximum of 36. Right in the middle of their form run, we caught them and Stan Scott was the main man this day with three goals, while Goddard, Vic Honey, Denis Ford and Frank Lee all scored too as the Blues ran away with it after leading 2-1 at the half.

66 – Epsom F.C. 8-2 Chesham United – Corinthian League 

Saturday 3rd November 1956
Although there was a key turning point in this match, when the Chesham keeper Jim Morris (father of our record appearance holder Graham) bruised his ribs with the score at 2-2 and had to play as a passenger on the wing, this was a very memorable match.
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Actually, I should say memorable second half really, as Epsom had gone in at the half two – nil down, before roaring back with eight unanswered goals in the second period. Brian Jenkins scored four times, while Johnny Bangs got two, and Dave Hermitage and Ted Day, eventually to compete on opposite sides in the 1963 Amateur Cup Final, also scored.

65 – Dulwich Hamlet 2-3 Epsom Town 

Surrey Senior Cup 

Saturday 24th January 1931
It was a very special day for the Epsom club as they made their first ever visit to the giant amateur powerhouse that was Dulwich Hamlet. 5,000 were present for this Surrey Senior Cup tie at the first Champion Hill ground that was shortly to be replaced by the second one with a 20,000 capacity. However, the Blues were not overawed, and led by former Hamlet player Herbert Etheridge, Epsom took them apart, with only a late goal for the home side making it look closer that it was. "Never have Epsom triumphed over a team of such repute so conclusively. Even Dulwich fans seemed to glory in Epsom's success", wrote the local papers.

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MY FAVOURITE SPORTING MOMENTS 

Part Three – The Noughties

There have been some sensational sporting moments over the years. From the absolutely incredible to the down right improbable. In the last of my three part series, I count down my personal Top 10 sporting moments of the 21st Century.

10. WOLFIE ALMOST BLOWS IT (2007)

In the final of the 2007 BDO darts World Championships Martin “Wolfie” Adams stormed into a 6 nil lead needing just one more set to win against qualifier Phil Nixon. However Nixon launched an incredible comeback to level the match. Somehow “Wolfie” composed himself and won the decider. 

9. SELBY STUNS O’SULLIVAN (2010)

Mark Selby looked dead and buried when he found himself three frames down to Ronnie O’Sullivan with four to play in the final of Snooker’s Masters Tournament. Yet somehow Mark showed remarkable composure to complete an amazing 10-9 victory. The result was even sweeter for Selby as he had been beaten 10-8 by O'Sullivan in the 2009 final.

8. BECKHAM’S FREE KICK AGAINST GREECE (2001) 
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Needing just a draw to secure automatic qualification to the 2002 World Cup, England were trailing 2 - 1 against Greece. Three minutes of stoppage time had been played when we were awarded a free kick outside the penalty area. Up stepped Beckham, who had pretty much played the Greeks on his own, to bend a magnificent “curler”

into the left-hand corner. Back of the net!

7. KELLY HOLMES WINS DOUBLE OYLMPIC GOLD (2004)

The build-up to Athens had all been about Paula Radcliffe. However, when she pulled out of the marathon in tears it cleared the way for Kelly Holmes to become star of the show. Kelly dually obliged becoming the first British runner to win the 800m and 1,500m double in 83 years. 

6. RICKY HATTON FORCES KOSTYA TSZYU TO RETIRE ON HIS STOOL (2005) 

This was a truly amazing performance by Ricky who was a heavy underdog against one of the best pound-for-pound boxers there has ever been. Hatton came out like a train attacking World Champion Tszyu from the first bell with some thunderous body shots, the like of which are normally only seen in Rocky films! Behind on all three judges’ cards after eleven rounds Tszyu’s trainer decided his man had taken enough punishment and threw in the towel. 

5. SIR STEVE REDGRAVE WINS 5TH CONSECUTIVE OLYMPIC GOLD (2000)

Rower Steve Redgrave became Britain’s greatest ever Olympian in 2000 when he won his fifth consecutive Gold medal. Redgrave’s achievement was remarkable not only because he was 38 years old but also because he had recently been diagnosed with diabetes.  
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4. LIVERPOOL WIN THE EUROPEAN CUP (2005) 

There have been some amazing sporting comebacks and then there is the “Miracle of Istanbul”. Nobody thought Liverpool could recover from a three - nil half-time deficit against AC Milan in the European Cup Final. However, three goals in six crazy minutes turned the game on its head. In extra time AC Milan’s Andrey Shevchenko missed a sitter and later the decisive penalty. Miracles really do happen. 

3. JONNY WILKINSON’S DROP GOAL AGAINST AUSTRALIA (2003)

We were quite rightly favourites to win the 2003 Rugby World Cup. However, things weren’t going to plan for England in the final as hosts Australia dug in and were leading with just seconds to go. With the title slipping away, the ball was passed back to Jonny Wilkinson. “Wilko” held his nerve and dropped the ball straight between the posts for the most dramatic of winners. Incredible!

2. KP SCORES 158 AS ENGLAND REGAIN THE ASHES (2005)

Needing just a draw to regain the Ashes for the first time in 18 years England looked like they had “bottled it”. Leading by just 132 with only 5 second innings winnings left, Keven Pietersen incredibly went on the offensive hitting Brett Lee for a number of massive sixes. By the time KP was out, England led by more than 300 and the match was saved. Michael Vaughan lifted the little urn and Freddie Flintoff got famously slaughtered. Fantastic! 

1. GERMANY 1 ENGLAND 5 (2001)

This was an incredible night that I will never forget. We travelled to Germany for a 2002 world cup qualifier in desperate need of a win. Revenge was also high on the agenda having lost to the Germans at Wembley earlier in the Group. Germany took an early lead and another defeat looked on the cards until England simply blew their opponents away thanks to a hat trick from Michael Owen. Even Emile Heskey scored!
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	Worcester Park Club History
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Worcester Park Football Club is based at Green Lane and is part of the Worcester Park Athletic Club.  The name WPAC is a bit misleading as there is no athletics track on the sports field and the only other sporting sections (apart from football) consist of cricket (Surrey Championship Division 2) and tennis.  There is also, however, a vibrant social side within its fine clubhouse that also caters for competitive darts and pool with both of these events taking part in the local leagues.

The history of Worcester Park Football Club is rather vague.  It appears that the club was founded in 1900, but became more established in 1921 when WPAC inherited the ground at Green Lane known as Skinners Field.  Whether WPFC played at Skinners Field before 1921 is not known as it is believed that the field was part of church land.

In 1949 the football club was admitted to the old Surrey Senior League where it stayed throughout the fifties and early sixties before demotion to intermediate grade football in 1963.  WPFC then became a founder member of the Surrey County Premier League in 1982 before its name change to the Surrey County Senior League in 2000. In 2003 it joined the Combined Counties League as part of the new Division One. 

In the earlier years the club was known as the Skinners, but for a long time now 'come on the Park' has been the call from the touchline.
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The second team play in the Reserves division of the Combined Counties Football League and the third eleven (known as the 'A' team) play in the Surrey South Eastern Combination League Division 1.  The club also provides for a number of junior teams and a vets side.

In fact my appearance on this page in a Leicester shirt is a direct result of one of these type of conversations with my brother in law. Soon after Helen and I got married and knowing of my love of football he decided a replica shirt would be a good present. 

          “Who do you support, then?”

          “Epsom and Ewell” 

          “No, who do you really support?”

          “I really support Epsom and Ewell – 

          I go to almost every game home and away”

          “ No who’s your proper team “

          “Ep….

          “No, your premiership team “

          “Well I haven’t got a huge amount of time for any of them “

          “Aren’t there any you like a bit more than the rest”

          “Well, Leicester have an ex Epsom and Ewell player in their team – Matt Elliott”

That’s how I ended up with a Leicester shirt. Some people have taken the line with me of well what do you know about football? Whilst I do not keep stats with the fervour of some ground hoppers I have seen many hundreds of games in 30 years plus of going to football regularly and you can’t help but pick up a bit.  

For just £6 a game you see just as good a game, if not better. I would advise anyone challenging this statement to watch the video of Barnsley 0 Charlton 0 that I paid over £20 to sit through, which had barely a pass completed. “Ah, but that’s not Premier League” they’d say, but last night as soon as the words Stoke v Blackburn left Lineker’s lips I decided it was time for bed. 

A lot of my knowledge and reading of the game has been picked up from the four-figure total of non-league games I’ve watched. I might be watching a game on the telly and say to myself – “they’re not really closing them down and just letting them play in midfield” - the pundits at half time will then eventually make that exact point. 

Also, I only make any comment on refereeing incidents on TV based on what I thought when I saw it first time at full pace, which is all that the referee had the

chance of seeing. I called a penalty for Juventus at Man City the other night on first sight that Pat Nevin after much technical jiggery pokery in the bowels of the TV studio concluded might have been. 

Similarly for the one we gave away at Badshot Lea. (warning, youngster’s English alert – Ed!) That was so not a penalty. I’ll tell you how much of a penalty that wasn’t. One of the Badshot Lea “Life of Brian” mob, who “entertained” us so much with their cheery one-eyed screaming at the linesman last season…THOUGHT IT WASN’T A PENALTY. Graham Alexander missed a penalty for Burnley last week after a media comment inducing run of 19 consecutive scores - Kyle’s done more. 

A referee gave Spurs three penalties last week - Seen it at Chertsey (and at Yeading – Ed) a few years back. 

Bench emptying brawl at Peterborough v Notts County – it would happen every week if they had to play Great Wakering Rovers (The dirtiest team I have ever witnessed – forget Wolves) 

Goal keeper scores to save Carlisle from relegation - Saw Dave Hyatt score from a goal kick. 

Some of these memories came back to me on reading the excellent legends booklet that Richard is selling for the fundraising exercise. What impressed me about the booklet was something almost beyond the football side of it.

In an age where the media is obsessed by celebrity tittle tattle; where your daily “news” paper is disfigured with piffle about the likes of Chloe Mafia, Paris Hilton, Lady Gaga and the like, the legends celebrated by our book are ordinary people who did extraordinary things. Or even ordinary things for a long period of time, but those ordinary things allowed something remarkable to happen; this club to survive for 90 years.

I’ve certainly been annoyed with the celebrity style way the media have reported the Milliband brothers issue last week. There’s just one thing troubling me … the “milli” bit. Are there another 998 of them out there we’ve not heard of yet?     




	Every Opponent A-Z

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley and Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!

-----------------------------------------------------------------------------------
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Banstead Mental Hospital / Banstead Hospital: 

Played 5 - W2, D1, L2 – F12, A7 - Points per Game – 1.40 Average
Strange really. We have a great record over Banstead Athletic, yet in the pre-war days we had more trouble with a group of employees working at the local hospital! Of course it wasn’t quite as simple as that, as some of the hospital sides were very good, because they could offer a good player a job working for them, and this team were a Surrey Senior League outfit. The same happened with Manor Hospital, Epsom, who also became a Surrey Senior League club very briefly in 1939/40.

We first met them on 26th September 1936, when we scored five second half goals in a 6-0 Amateur Cup win, in a match that was switched to West Street, but when they returned for a Surrey Senior Cup tie two months later they were far stronger and actually defeated us 2-1 after extra time. This was especially unfortunate as we would have met our tenants at West Street, Ewell and Stoneleigh in the next round. The Hospital side beat them too and eventually reached the Semi-Final before losing to Kingstonian! 

We met them twice again the following season, drawing 2-2 after extra time in the Amateur Cup again in another away game switched to West Street, with the Blues edging through in a replay two weeks later by three goals to two. One more match followed after the war when the club, by then known as just Banstead Hospital, knocked us out of the Amateur Cup with a solitary goal at West Street.

Barclays Bank: - Played 2 - W2, D0, L0 - F11, A7 - Points per Game - 3.00 Perfect

Another unlikely opponent here, but like with the hospitals, works teams were very big back then, and had the right to enter the Amateur Cup, which is where we entertained them in October 1937, ironically as a result of our win over Banstead Mental Hospital. This game was another tight one, and the papers said there were "plenty of exciting and amusing incidents to keep the large crowd in happy vein". The half time score of this match was 4-4, and Epsom required two more in the second half to get through. Jackie Pullen scored a hat trick for Epsom, while Head did the same for his team.

Nine years later we met for a friendly somewhere in Purley, winning 5-3 with Gordon Brogdale also scoring a hat trick.

Barking: - Played 5 - W2, D0, L3 - F8, A8 - Points per Game - 1.20 Below Average

We defeated Barking by four goals to three in a friendly match back in 1945, but the other four matches occurred during our two seasons occupancy of the Isthmian League Premier Division. Barking were not a great side then, even though they had won 

the Isthmian League only a few years previously in 1980, but since that time they had lost their famous ground at Vicarage Field (now a shopping centre after laying derelict for many years) and had decamped to the less interesting and more basic Mayesbrook Park. We lost there by two clear goals in March 1985, and the Essex side completed the double with a tame one-nil victory a month later.

The following season, despite having a weaker team we destroyed them 3-0 at West Street in November, and our last ever meeting was on 1st March 1986, when a late winter snowfall was followed by a last minute goal in a 2-1 win for the home team. We went down that season and have never met since, whilst they went down soon afterwards and have also failed to recapture past glories.

Barnet: - Played 1 - W0, D0, L1 - F0, A7 - Points per Game - None
This looks like a complete disaster here and you’d be right, as we were crushed by seven goals to nil in an F.A.Cup tie at Underhill. However, it wasn’t exactly a surprise as they were at the time the big spenders in non-League, and in 1991 finally made their way into the Football League where they have remained ever since, with exception of a four-year hiatus back in the Conference from 2001 to 2005.
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Barnet’s Underhill Ground – The stand is largely unchanged since we were there 
Barton Rovers: - Played 1 - W0, D0, L1 - F2, A3 - Points per Game - None
Again this is another opponent that we have met just the once. They visited us at Merland Rise for a League Cup Preliminary Round tie in August 1995. Despite goals from Tim Smith and Graham Morris (penalty), we were exciting to watch that season, but weren’t particularly great defensively that season and we went out by three goals to two.
