	Epsom & Ewell 0-1 Sutton United – Surrey Senior Cup Second Round 

Tuesday 6th December 2011

On a chilly evening, the Salts were edged out by their local opponents in a contest that fits into the category of a “nearly” match. The result was a fair one, even if it took the visitors 78 minutes to finally breach our determined defensive unit, but we had two good chances which were both well saved by the imposing Shaw, and if we had been able to take those chances, then we could have been looking forward to a home tie with Godalming Town in the next round.

It must also be said that Sutton were not at full strength on the night; not one of their starting line up from their F.A.Cup tie with Notts County played, although all of their substitutes from that game took the field here. We also made changes to the starting eleven with Adrian Jones making his first start between the posts since his injury against Guildford City in August, while Jamie Cottee started ahead of Mark Jarman. Another change was forced on us before the match as Antony Myers injured himself in the warm up and Ali Dewar found himself re-instated on the left. Finally Nathan Ayling returned to the line up after injury ahead of Carl Downs who was injured against Egham Town.

Sutton started quite confidently and used the width of the Moatside pitch to its fullest extent looking quite dangerous against a team that had conceded four times on Saturday. As we approached the twenty-minute mark we began to look a little more confident. Despite a spell of Epsom pressure, we nearly conceded on the counter attack, but the visitors were just wide with their shot, while five minutes later another shot was deflected out for a corner. 

In the 27th minute we nearly took the lead when Dave Francis turned his marker and rifled a powerful shot low to the keeper’s right, but it was palmed away by his right hand. We had a bit of a scramble around the visitors’ goalmouth following a deep corner, but were still vulnerable, and Sutton had a shot and a header off target as the half closed.

We could have taken the lead early in the second half when Ayling reached the bye line and pulled the ball back across goal. Matt Smith was running in and shouting for Cottee to get out of the way, but it was Cottee who swivelled to get a shot in that was deflected out for a corner. But all that was forgotten after 52 minutes as Woods-Garness was put clean through on goal, but he showed a lack of composure as he spooned his shot over our crossbar. Jones was in action not long afterwards as a shot from a narrow angle was just tipped around the post, and again it was Sutton who looked more likely to score with a large shout for handball against one of our defenders that was by all accounts well worth an appeal. 

But with the score at 0-0 there was still hope. Substitute Alex McGregor curled one of his long distance efforts from 25 yards and Shaw was unable to do anything about it as the ball hit the bar and bounced down and away. This came just moments after Smith had found the keeper in his way from a narrow angle, but in all honesty, from the angle he was at, he should have squared the ball to the waiting Francis. And it came back to haunt us as Sutton took the lead with twelve minutes remaining. Jones pulled off another save, but the ball was parried back to the same player who squared the ball for their new signing Vassell to score from close range. Mark Jarman had been on the field for only a couple of minutes when he was put through by a great ball from Sam Robinson but he was slightly wide and by the time he shot for goal the keeper had narrowed the angle well and blocked the ball out for a corner.  

Cottee was upended in the six yard box in the final minutes as he got on the end of a Smith pass, but it didn’t look like a foul and there was little in the way of an appeal from our players, except for Anthony Panayi who was booked for his protests by a referee that didn't appear too keen on letting the game flow.

A final point for the Sutton supporters.  Where were you? A paltry attendance of 104 was disappointing, considering that there must have been at least a thousand of them at Gander Green Lane two days previously, and you would have thought that real supporters would have turned out in a larger number for a first team match, even if many of their regulars weren’t involved. It wasn’t exactly a long journey to Merstham for them!

This result more than perhaps any other sums up why we sit in mid-table this season. Supporters witnessed a fine first half display, followed by one of the biggest momentum swings I can ever recall at a football game and we ended up with our first 5-5 draw since 1938. 

Maybe the tone for this match was set by a terrible decision by the Assistant after just 8 minutes. Sam Robinson had gone down the right and he crossed the ball over to Jarman, who duly scored. Only one problem, which was that the ball was nearly a yard over the line by the time the cross came in, and the home players stopped playing for a second or two, which was enough for Jarman to play to the whistle and drill the ball into the far corner.

We remained on top, but a long ball either bobbled over or went under the foot of Anthony Panayi and he was unable to recover as the Chessington player knocked the ball past Adrian Jones for the equaliser. Fortunately we were ahead again in the 25th minute. A free kick from Alex McGregor was headed away by former Epsom player Dre Grobler but straight to Matt Smith, standing on the edged of the box on the left flank. Quite what our right sided midfielder was doing there I’m not sure, but he blasted a swerving shot just inside the near post for a memorable goal.

In the 30th minute we should have scored again as Jarman got on the end of a route one long ball but as he bore down on goal he just lashed at the ball and sliced it high and wide. However, a minute later Jamie Cottee, making his first start for the club was put through in identical circumstances and he showed how it should be done, clipping his shot in off the far post. Four minutes later we were further ahead as Robinson had a try from the edge of the box and the ball deflected off Cottee and into the corner, although I’m not sure the keeper would have got it anyway.

The home side looked poor and disorganised, but although they pulled a goal back with a fine curling shot from distance after 48 minutes we were three goals ahead again in the 55th minute when Nathan Ayling got to the bye line and his perfect cross was forced in at the back post by Smith who was just ahead of his man.

We then played some fantastic passing football and looked completely in control. However, maybe the turning point was the substitution of Alex Rodrigues in the 68th minute by Jamie Summers who was returning from illness. At this point it all started to go badly wrong. Jones was forced into a good low save and we were getting frustrated behind the goal as we felt that there were more goals available if we kept the performance up. It didn’t happen though, and when former Salt Robbie Burns pulled another back on 76 minutes their tails were up and we looked wobbly. Jones made an error with seven minutes remaining but was able to recover and then the hosts were just wide with another shot. We didn’t heed the warnings though and goals on 86 and 88 enabled Chessington & Hook to steal the draw. 

I can’t go into details of why we fell apart so spectacularly, especially as I was standing at the other end of the ground, so all I can do is applaud Chessington & Hook for their spirited fight back. They are in a real dogfight this year, and maybe they’ll now stay up by a point, you never know!

	17th December – In Summary

	90 years ago today Epsom Juniors were playing at Epsom Recreation ground, but not for much longer, as they would shortly be achieving their aim of a private venue, moving to Horton Hospital Grounds. They slipped to defeat this day but the Juniors wouldn’t be a mid-table side for much longer.

80 years ago this week Epsom Town travelled to Portman Road, home of Ipswich Town for a First Round Amateur Cup tie. In front of 5,000 we trailed 2-1 at the half, but an inspired second half display turned the game around and we won 4-2 to secure a tie in the last 32 for the only time in our history.

73 years ago today the most bizarre result in club history occurred. Epsom were coasting to victory over Kent side Bostall Heath in a London League match, and led 5-0 at half time with Fred Stenning already having scored three. The supporters were no doubt discussing whether they would get ten. Well, we saw ten goals alright, but all ten were at the same end as the visitors scored two quick goals and grew in belief from there, eventually drawing 5-5!!

70 years ago this week Epsom travelled to Champion Hill for a Combination match with Dulwich Hamlet, (see programme right) but the result didn’t go well, and despite two goals from J.Skelton putting us 2-1 up at one point, Bobby Gill missed a penalty and we crashed 7-2 there.

45 years ago today there was relief amongst players and supporters. Seven days earlier the club were suspended by the Surrey F.A. because of a poor disciplinary record. He and Chairman George Tarran led an appeal at Plough Lane and the suspension was listed. The players celebrated in style, travelling to Jewish club Wingate and winning 7-5. They were well behaved throughout and the local papers described the match as like being between a team of vicars and a team of rabbis!

60 years ago this week Epsom had been in the Corinthian League for over two years, but had yet to win an away match. Although this result was a Memorial Shield match, it was the first time we’d beaten a team of that level on their own patch, although four weeks later we’d get beaten there 6-0 in our League match! 

34 years ago today we defeated Ringmer in the F.A. Vase with goals from Steve Delaney (2), Richard Parkin and Tony Coombe. They got their own back this year!

28 years ago today Epsom travelled to Richmond Road and lost 1-0 to Kingstonian. Hardly anyone was thinking about football though, as it was the day of the Harrods bomb explosion.

26 years ago today we scored our first win over Dulwich Hamlet since 1957 with this League Cup victory, although it was close as we trailed in extra time before Ricky Kidd burst through to score the winner.

20 years ago this week promising striker Andy Webster scored a hat trick as we edged Hertford Town out of the Associate Members Trophy at West Street.
