	Club Achievements – and some others coming up
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On Tuesday Alex McGregor (left) made his 100th appearance for the club in our League Cup tie at Knaphill. 

Alex made his debut in the opening match of the 2008/09 season, which was a 2-0 win over Guildford City and has been dependable ever since. He has also come up with some stunning goals in his time here; two at Ash last year were of the highest quality, and he also scored the only goal of the game in our last visit to Rectory Meadow in October 2010. 

Coming up in the very near future we hope, Robbie Burns (right) will join a very elite club of players. Only six players in club history have scored one hundred goals for the club, and only two of these were since the war. He would become the first player to join the club since Steve Hill (128) on 13th October 1985 almost exactly twenty-six years ago, while the other post-war striker was of course our record scorer Tommy Tuite who leads the way with a massive 391. 
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The four pre-war players are Reg Marlow (254), Jimmy Jones (148), Jackie Pullen (104) and Jack Parr (101, plus at least another 48 before we were a senior club).

Robbie currently sits on 97 from 169 appearances and is the only player this season to have featured in all fourteen of our matches so far. He made his debut on 14th August 2007 as we opened our season with a 2-1 home defeat to Colliers Wood, but did not score his first goal until his fourth game, a 2-1 win over Horley Town. A special piece on Robbie’s achievement will follow once he reaches his century.
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Recently Jamie Hatfield (left) has returned to the club and is now approaching the 150 appearance mark. He first played for the club on Remembrance Day, 11th November 2006 in a very memorable 3-0 home win over Cobham and is currently six short of the mark on 144. Only 51 players in club history have reached this milestone, including current players Robbie Burns, Ben Hayward, and Alex Rodrigues, so it would be a great achievement.

The only other milestone coming up is a 50th appearance for Paul West (right), which is not too far away as he is currently on 44. He made his debut on 17th August 2010 in a 5-0 win over Dorking.

	Our History   -   8th October

	90 years ago this week Brighton Railway’s third team were down to ten men through injury, and effectively playing with nine due to F.G. Olley (a future Epsom player) being a virtual passenger through another injury, yet despite an improved performance from the Juniors, Charlie Aldridge’s goal was all we had to show for the ninety minutes work as the teams finished level.

80 years ago this week right-winger Freddie Behn’s extra time goal secured a draw at Imber Court in an Amateur Cup tie, and we finished the job off by two goals to one in the replay two weeks later. Freddie was born in Southern Rhodesia (now Zimbabwe) and came to this country when he was a young man. He would later receive an O.B.E. in the fifties but I’ve yet to find out what for!

79 years ago today Reg Marlow scored four times along and the unrelated Bernard Marlow got the other one in an Amateur Cup tie at Colston Avenue.

70 years ago this week our second South Eastern Combination season commenced with a trip to Hayes Lane, home of Bromley; a team that we have an appalling record against. However, despite conceding early, we actually led 2-1 at one point but couldn’t hold on and eventually fell to a 3-2 defeat.

62 years ago today Ernie Watkins and Ray Chenery scored the goals in our 3-2 Amateur Cup defeat at Carshalton Athletic seventeen years to the day after our win there. 

55 years ago today 4,600 people attended West Street for an F.A.Cup match against Dorking (see programme - right). Doug Whitehead’s new look Epsom side had already knocked out Southern League Dover, and progressed to a third qualifying round home tie with Margate thanks to goals from Gordon Cairns, Dave Hermitage and Ray Colfar. 

50 years ago this week Jim Punter scored four times in a wild League match at Dorking’s Meadowbank ground that ended 6-4. We were 4-1 up at the half.

30 years ago this week Isthmian League Premier Division Croydon were brushed aside in this F.A. Cup replay at West Street and could even afford a missed Jeff Hunn penalty as we went through to face Southern League Hastings United in the next round where the run would end. Since that season we have only reached the third qualifying round on one other occasion, 1984/85.

23 years ago today the Blues easily defeated Chatham Town in our first F.A. Vase match since 1978. This match didn’t require extra time, but all the others would as we defeated Banstead, Three Bridges, and Wick (after a replay) before Hailsham ended the run in the January of 1989, also after an extra 30 minutes at West Street.

20 years ago today Micky Green was the unlikely hero with his only hat trick for the club as Feltham and Hounslow were defeated at West Street in a League match.

10 years ago this week Joel Rogers scored as we took a rare point from Edgware at the much-missed White Lion ground on our way to promotion that season.

	Our Vase Run

Well, it’s been quite a few weeks since I last penned a programme article due to the imbalance of away versus home fixtures that we have had recently, and missing the home F.A. Cup defeat by Chipstead as I was watching the Blue Jays lose three times to the New York Yankees in the Bronx. 
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This leads me nicely on to refer to a question that came up in a discussion at work the other day. It was “Which is the richest sports club? “Manchester United for sure” one of my colleagues piped up, “No, it must be Real Madrid,” said another. I was pretty sure that they were both wrong and then proceeded to check this on Google. The Forbes list of the world’s most valuable sports brands lists Manchester United in 2nd place ($269 million) and Real Madrid in third ($264 million). However the most valuable sports brand award went to the New York Yankees at a whopping $340 million! 

Football has six representatives in the top ten with Bayern Munchen in 5th ($179m) Barcelona in 7th  ($172m), Arsenal in 8th ($158m) and AC Milan in 9th place ($147m). The only other Baseball team to feature was the Boston Red Sox in 6th ($173m) and the remaining two places were filled by NFL teams the Dallas Cowboys in 4th ($193m) and the New England Patriots in 10th ($146m). In my last article I mentioned that I was excited about our F.A. Vase draws for this season and so I arranged with my brother in law Gary to book a room in a cheap hotel in Hailsham and this make a weekend of our trip there in the first qualifying round. So, at around noon on that Saturday (actually, did you know that technically noon is 14.00 and not 12.00!) Gary, myself and an empty barrel of Harveys Best Bitter arrived in Lewes by Car (Gary was returning a barrel he had ordered for his wedding reception the weekend previous – He has been with my sister Lisa for 24 years (Lucky she isn’t called “Alice”) and now they have finally married – I still think they are rushing things!).

We exchanged the empty barrel and £48 in hard cash for four boxes

of eight assorted Harveys ales and then walked the few yards across the High Street from the Brewery to the John Harvey Tavern where a couple of pints of Sussex Best were sunk before we met up with Richard, Steve Dyke and Paul Marshall in the Royal Oak Pub a hundred or so yards up the High Street. 

I mentioned to the barman that I was disappointed that there was no Harveys on offer. “Been a Greene King pub for seven years now mate” he replied gruffly “we never had Harveys on here”. I thought about pointing out that I had had a pint (or two) of Harveys on my previous 24 or so visits to the pub over recent years but thought better of it, so we drunk up and headed to Hailsham. We arranged to meet the others at the ground, so Gary and myself checked into the Corn Exchange (very good value at £60 per night B&B) and as our walk to the ground took us right past the “Terminus” pub (mentioned also in my previous article) I decided to go in and have a drink there for nostalgia’s sake. One of the saddest things for me is when haunts from my past change, so it was with trepidation that I stepped inside.

The pub was empty of customers except for two guys having an argument about whether two balls were “touching” on the pool table, I was served by a grumpy barman that looked like he was out on day release from Lewes Prison, the real ale pump was turned facing back towards the bar and the pint of Guinness that I elected to have instead was almost undrinkable. My face broke slowly into a great big smile. The Terminus had not changed a bit!

The football lived up to the build up, well, at least the result did as we came away 3-1 winners mostly thanks to two well taken Robbie Burns goals in the first half. As Gary and I were walking across the recreation ground after the game back towards our hotel we overheard one local say to another, “what a load of rubbish!  And the other side were no bloody good either!”

The Second qualifying round took us to Ringmer and we repeated the format by booking overnight accommodation in Eastbourne. Sadly, the Salts could not cope with all the injuries that had befallen them and they limped out of the competition for another year. Still, at least this gave us a good excuse to get drunk and I scored a hit, as all 10 pubs that we visited that day, including the Ringmer clubhouse, had Harveys best Bitter on tap.  -   Roll on next year!!!



	Hanworth Villa - History
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Hanworth Villa were formed in 1976 following a managerial disagreement at another long established Hanworth club. In the early years the team struggled in Division One of the Hounslow & District League, scoring a goal was usually celebrated with a public holiday. During the close season and following hard work by Jimmy Connors, who rebuilt the team, they finished Division One Champions. 

The following season saw the club start an incredible run in the league, which finished 68 matches later, with 'The Villains' winning the Hounslow Premier League, and the West Middlesex Division One and Two Championships. The success continued with Hanworth being elected to the newly formed Middlesex County Football League.

From 1980 the club had a nomadic existence but in 1997 moved to its existing Headquarters at Rectory Meadow. This move led to the formation of Hanworth Villa Sunday, and later a reserve team, being an amalgamation of teams from - The Sawyers Arms, The Queen Dowager, and Feltham Railway Club, not that the lads like the odd beer! A Chiswick League double in 1993 and a 19-0 Cup Final victory in the National Railways Cup (did the opposition run out of steam?) cemented the successful amalgamation.

Following hard work by Dave Brown the club was granted a lease at Rectory Meadow. At last we had a permanent home and could set about converting an existing pavilion into a clubhouse, which has became known locally as “The Ranch”. With a permanent base we were able to concentrate on improving our football, and recent years have seen all our teams win numerous trophies, the most notable performance being by our Sat 1st team who landed “the treble” in 02/03, winning the Middlesex County Premier league, the Open Cup and the League Cup. After another premier league title in 2004/05, this time with a record number of points, it was decided that it was time to move on and the club were elected to Division One of the Combined Counties League in time for the start of the 05/06 campaign.

It took a while to adapt to the new level of football, but in our second season we managed to win the Challenge cup. The following season, 2007/08, we successfully managed to defend the Challenge Cup and narrowly missed out on the league title, finishing a creditable second; our facilities however, prevented our promotion into the Premier Division. The club were determined to ensure that that situation wouldn’t arise again, and, with typical determination, the committee managed to raise the funds to ensure that floodlights and a spectator stand were installed in time for the start of the 08/09 campaign. The effort wasn’t in vain as we once again finished second in what was a very tight end to the season with the top 5 sides being separated by just 3 points. After a successful ground inspection we were promoted to the CCFL Premier in time for the 09/10 season.

Our debut season in the Premier proved to be as difficult as we expected. Points were few and far between for the first half of the season, but we gradually started to come to terms with the improvement in standard required, and we managed to put together performances worthy of a CCFL Premier side. By the end of the season we had obtained enough points to finish in 17th position, 3 clear of the relegation places.

That 1st season taught us a lot and changes put in place during the close season allowed us to have a more comfortable second season, in which, we not only finished a creditable 5th in the league, but also reached the finals of the Middlesex Senior Charity Cup and also, for the 2nd consecutive season, the Southern Combination Cup. Unfortunately we lost out by the odd goal in both finals.

This season has continued to be successful as the club remain in both F.A. Cup and F.A. Vase, although they departed the League Cup at Guildford on Wednesday.

	Epsom & Ewell 1-2 Chipstead – F.A.Cup Preliminary Round 

Sunday 4th September 2011

The Salts departed the F.A.Cup on Sunday at Moatside despite a very even game. As usual the biggest injury crisis in thirty years affected the starting line up, in addition to the three game suspension of Mark Jarman coming through at an inopportune moment.

Despite numerous player shuffles we had a significant share of the first half against our Ryman League opponents. After 5 minutes Nathan Ayling put Freddie Myers through on the left, but his cross was just too close to the keeper, and Ayling had a try from distance a few minutes later but the save was a comfortable one.

With Chipstead's first real attack they took the lead. With the clock showing 18 minutes a deep cross was headed back in at the far post and met with another header from close range. Despite the setback we continued to press. Jamie Summers had a header saved, and our best chance came after 25 minutes when Myers got free on the left again and although his shot beat the keeper it was kneed off the line by a defender and out for a corner.

The Chipstead Manager clearly had something to say to his players at half time, as they were fortunate to be ahead. As a result they came out and started the second half well. Keeper Dan Coles was exposed after 48 minutes but managed to hold up the striker and the danger was averted. 

Rowe nearly scored an equaliser when a header in from Chris Woodward caused panic in the six yard area, but the ball was hacked away to safety and this was pivotal as moments later the score was 2-0. The right-winger received the ball behind Rowe and his low drive beat Coles at his near post in the 56th minute.

Coles was forced into a good low save after 65 minutes when he did enough to get the ball round the post, and Dre Grobler and Alex McGregor both came on in the next few minutes for Woodward and Myers respectively.

In the 70th minute we had a bizarre incident when Grobler and Richards both fouled the visiting number 6 in a pincer like movement, and both were booked! Minutes later the Chipstead number 3 got Grobler back but also found his way into the book as a result.

With the clock on 77 minutes we pulled a goal back. McGregor was fouled on the right hand side and Matt Smith's perfectly flighted free kick was headed in beautifully by Jamie Summers for his third of the season, but we were unable to really threaten again before the whistle went.

In summary we could have gone under at 2-0 but the players showed a lot of character to fight back and over the ninety minutes we definitely deserved a replay, but you don't always get what you deserve in football. Maybe we are due a bit of run later in the season!

Saturday 10th September 2011

The Salts negotiated a nervy fifteen minutes to claim a fully deserved win in the F.A.Vase at the Beaconsfield on Saturday. Lyndon made just two changes from the Chipstead team with Alex McGregor coming in to replace Antony Myers who was absent while in midfield Dre Grobler came in for Chris Woodward who was on the bench. Also there was our Captain Alex Rodrigues after his return from holiday, while Mark Jarman served the second of his three-match suspension and Ayden Richards was nursing an injury sustained in training on Thursday.

The first ten minutes were fairly even. Matt Smith put in a good run on the right but his cross eluded everyone, while a minute later the hosts had a goal disallowed for offside.

You always need a bit of luck in the Vase and we received our first bit after eleven minutes. A Hailsham player got to the ball first just ahead of our onrushing keeper Dan Coles who brought him down. The foul was outside the area, and Coles was only fractionally late, so fortunately no card was shown, and confidence grew from there.

And on 19 minutes we were ahead. McGregor flicked a deep ball from defence on and Robbie Burns was through. He feigned to shoot and the dummy was so good that the keeper was sat on his backside as a result with Burns dribbling it around him and poking it into the net. McGregor and a defender went for the ball but Burns judged the flight of the ball much better and it fell straight into his path for an easy finish from six yards out.

At this point Hailsham fell apart. Dave Francis nearly got through and the body language of the home side suggested that they wanted to be anywhere else than on the pitch. For the fourth time in eight League games the Salts failed to hold on to a lead and suffered their first two-goal defeat of the season.

At the back Paul West was absent, so Alex Rodrigues came back into the starting eleven and reclaimed the armband, with Jamie Summers moving out to the right back slot. Otherwise we were unchanged from the eleven that had won at Hailsham, but if we thought it would be easy against a team that had let in eight the previous week we should have known better.

Exchanges were even in the first quarter of an hour as the teams adapted to the slippery surface due to a torrential downpour that was sufficient to move the Boys behind the Goal for a while. Dre Grobler was fortunate to avoid a yellow card for blocking a free kick but Steve Rowe was less fortunate after bringing down the nippy right-winger, and his yellow card seemed to leave him very wobbly throughout until he was replaced on the hour. 

Alex McGregor was put through by a good Dave Francis return pass but his finish was just wide of the post, while a few minutes later Grobler controlled a deep cross field pass from Summers his shot went into the near side netting.

Most impressive today was Robbie Burns, who looked back to his best, and his improved work rate received its reward in the 35th minute when Nathan Ayling ran on to a good pass from Francis and cut the ball back. Burns received the ball side on to goal at the near post and back flicked it in with the same movement from inside the six-yard box. The Blues were well beaten in their F.A. Vase match at Ringmer this weekend.

Whilst yet again absentees were a large factor in our ability to field a settled side, it is debatable whether with a first choice line up we would have achieved anything better.

In fact the real surprise here was that Ringmer had been letting in over two goals a game in their eight matches so far, including a 6-1 defeat at Redhill, so you would think our team may have had some success here, but the home side were so well marshalled at the back that we only had one shot on target in the entire match.

This week’s absentees were Jamie Summers, suffering with tonsillitis, while Matt Smith was injured and Steve Rowe was also away. Throw in the other ten or so absentees and you realise the difficulties we are having right now. Carl Downs on loan from Kingstonian made his first start as did Tom Siefers, following his substitute appearance at Raynes Park in August, while Jamie Hatfield and Mark Jarman returned to the eleven, the latter after completing his three match suspension.

	Knaphill 2-3 Epsom & Ewell – EL Records League Cup First Round

Tuesday 4th October 2011

The Salts won their League Cup tie at Knaphill’s neat and tidy Redding Way ground, but don’t be fooled by the score line. This was as dominant a performance as we have produced all season.

Paul West, Dre Grobler and Dave Francis all returned to the starting line up in place of Robbie Burns, Nathan Ayling and Anthony Panayi as Lyndon elected to change things around a little, while Alex McGregor started the game for his 100th appearance. 

From the start Epsom, playing in blue, controlled the play against their lower division opponents, although a rare attack from the hosts resulted in a header being sent over our crossbar after ten minutes. From that moment on however, the chances were all at the other end, and there were a lot of them. 

In the 11th minute Mark Jarman was wide with a header, although I thought he was held by a defender. A few minutes later Francis leapt like a salmon to meet a deep cross but his header was just wide. Then after 18 minutes Jarman cut between two players but his shot went wide of the near post before we were ahead in the 20th minute. A long ball for Francis actually was a little too long and he could only head it on, but he beat his opponent to the loose ball and then hit his shot from the edge of the box really early, totally wrong-footing the keeper as it went into the opposite bottom corner.

In the 22nd minute Jarman beat the keeper to a far post ball and his header bounced agonisingly across the face of the goal for a while before it was cleared. The resultant corner from Matt Smith then whizzed past everyone in the six yard box before going out for a goal kick. Francis was through again after 32 minutes but chose to lob the exposed keeper and was just over with his effort. 

In the 36th minute Nathan Ayling replaced Carl Downs after failing to recover from a heavy challenge in the first five minutes, but we continued to boss the game. Francis had gone in for a challenge with the keeper and Jarman retrieved the loose ball, but his goal bound lob was headed off the line by a defender. Francis was then just wide with another chance on 39 minutes and Smith also struck the ball wide after a McGregor lay off from a free kick. Jarman was also inches over with a powerful shot.

Somehow, despite this barrage Knaphill equalised on 43 minutes when a deep angled free kick was met at the far post with a fine side foot volley by Coles, giving his namesake Dan Coles in the Epsom goal no chance, It was a lesson in concentration, but one that Knaphill themselves failed to learn from as we were back ahead before half time. A Smith corner was flicked on at the near post by Hatfield and blocked on the line by a combination of keeper and defender. Some appealed for a handball, but the loose ball fell to Francis who dispatched it half way through the 47th minute.   

The second half continued in a similar vein as the first but with less clear-cut chances before Knaphill equalised again with a speculative shot from out on the right wing from Knowles that Coles was unable to keep out. However, we had been so much on top that you knew we would get more chances before the end of the match, and so it proved as in the 76th minute a wayward Smith shot found Ayling in space, although what he actually did next is really difficult to describe. Somehow from about eight yards out he stretched to reach the ball, but he got under the shot and it looped about thirty feet up into the air, totally committing the keeper who was no doubt expecting a firmer contact, and dropping down just under the bar with Jarman rushing in to make sure, but the ball had already crossed the line. It was a bizarre way to register your first ever goal for the club.

There was a large appeal for offside from the defenders, and it must be said the Assistant had been struggling to keep up towards the end of the game, and that Ayling was in a huge amount of space, but no one could deny that we deserved to be ahead again. He nearly scored again with four minutes remaining but his powerful shot came down off the underside of the bar with Grobler only just wide with a similarly powerful rebound. Further half chances ensued but the game finished with a score that really didn’t tell the full story, as with no word of a lie, it could have been 8-0 on possession itself with the hosts venturing into our territory very rarely. Indeed, if we had been a little more ruthless in front of goal, it might have finished up that way.

	Every Opponent A-Z

	Over the years we have played many, many different opponents. Exactly how many is a difficult question, as it all depends on your definition. Are Camberley & Yorktown different to Camberley Town, or are Epsom Town different to Epsom F.C. or Epsom & Ewell F.C.?

In my analysis I have classed them as the same team, and will work through them all from A to Z. Some we have played many times, whilst others maybe just once or twice. Enjoy!
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Eastbourne / Eastbourne Town: - Played 57 - W24 D11 L22  - F111 A106 

Points per Game - 1.46 - Average
We’re off to the South Coast this week, and most readers would be thinking, “don’t you mean Eastbourne United?” Actually, United will be covered later on in this section but I’m going to deal with what was the biggest club in Eastbourne for many years, and after a bit of a break, is now the senior club again.

The Eastbourne club have played since 1886 at the Saffrons Cricket Club. There is still an ornate turnstile there dating from 1914. However, we didn’t meet them until our first season in the Corinthian League when we drew 2-2 at home in January of 1950, only to crash down there 5-1 a month later.   

Matches between the two teams were fairly even, and although we lost there the following season, we recorded our first win by four goals to two in April of 1951. We then also won a Corinthian League Memorial Shield replay in December of that year for our first ever win at the Saffrons. They were well supported too. We travelled there for a Corinthian League Final in 1952 when Hounslow beat us 2-1 in front of 5,000 mostly local spectators, while in February 1955 we lost a League match there 3-0 in front of 3,000. 

Other significant matches were played in 1957 when we were chasing the Corinthian League title. We had three matches left, and lost all of them in the final week, two of them against Eastbourne. If we had won them we would have won the Corinthian League title for the only time in our history, but instead we finished fourth. We had another near miss when leading there in an Amateur Cup fourth round qualifying tie later in the year, but lost 3-2 and so 1935 remained as the last time we had reached the Proper rounds of that competition.

But most of our matches were League ones. In fact we met in League action constantly from 1949/50 until 1972/73 with exception of the 1965/66 term, as we had been relegated, but they followed us down into the Athenian League Division Two the next year and the meetings recommenced. In 1966/67 we defeated them 6-3 at home, yet crashed 6-1 at the Saffrons just two weeks later.

The following season we defeated them three times in the season, with the highlight being an 8-1 Athenian League win at West Street with Johnny Eales scoring four times, and even through the dark days of the early seventies we were able to defeat them once each season. In 1971 they added the “Town” to their name.

Our relegation to the Surrey Senior League in 1973 broke the long sequence of matches, although in 1974/75 we drew them in the middle of our famous F.A.Vase run, eventually playing the game under lights at Eastbourne United’s Princes Park ground following a couple of postponements of this last 32 tie. We won 2-0 and upon our return

to the Athenian League in 1975/76 we played twice more in the League, winning 3-0 at home and 6-0 away in a match that clinched our promotion to its First Division.

Since 1976 we have met three more times in Competitions, winning 1-0 at West Street in an F.A. Cup tie in 1980, and I then recall us trailing 2-0 after five minutes on my only visit to the Saffrons for an F.A.Cup tie before recovering to win 4-2 with a Tommy Tuite hat trick. Our last meeting was an F.A.Vase match at Merland Rise in 1996 that we won 4-1.

Eastbourne Town are currently playing at Step Four, where they right in the middle of the League table and now appear established there after some wobbly seasons.

Eastbourne United / Eastbourne United Association: - Played 20 - W10 D2 L8  - F40 A29 

Points per Game - 1.60  - Above Average
I referred earlier to our relegation in 1965 which placed us in the lower reaches of the Athenian League, and this is when we met Eastbourne United for the first time. We lost both matches that season, but in 1966/67 they would become Champions under the guidance of future England Manager Ron Greenwood, although we defeated them 5-2 at West Street before gaining a creditable goalless draw at Princes Park. They then went up, leaving their local neighbours as the junior of the two teams for the first time.

We met them in 1975/76 too as both Eastbourne clubs were back in the Athenian Division Two by then, but we met three times in 1977/78 when we battered them home and away on our way to the Isthmian League Division Two title, only to be dumped out of the last 32 of the Vase 3-0 at West Street in between the two League encounters.

We were headed upwards for a while and did not meet again until our relegation back to the Isthmian League Division Two South in 1987/88, where we met for five more seasons, winning five and losing five before they dropped back to the Sussex League. In 2003 they merged with Shinewater Association and changed their name.
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We won 4-2 in an F.A.Cup tie in 2008/09 in our last meeting and Eastbourne United actually won the Sussex League that season, but they did not go up and catastrophe has befallen them since. They currently sit in the perilous position of second from bottom of the Sussex League Division Two, with relegation to Intermediate Football a real threat. 

Did you know that one of our supporters Steve Davies is a former Chairman of the Club?

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Non-League England XI - Part 2 of 2

In this final part, I conclude my special England XI made up of former England internationals who started in non-league football. Last time I revealed our defence which, just to remind you, was made up of:


GK: Dave Beasant – 2 England caps).


LB: Chris Powell – 5 England caps).

CB: Stuart Pearce – 78 England caps).

CB: Graham Roberts – 6 England caps).


RB: Eddie Hapgood (C – 30 England caps, 21 as Captain).

Some of you will notice that my back 4 is made up of 3 left backs (Powell, Pearce and Hapgood) such was my struggle to find right footed former England internationals that started in non-league football. Anyway, now it’s time to reveal those England Internationals who started in non-league football that occupy the midfield and forward positions.

LW: John Barnes (Sudbury Court)

The Jamaican-born winger was spotted by Watford playing for non-league Sudbury Court and was snapped up in 1981 for the princely sum of a set of kit. Barnes played a key role as the Hornets marched from the old Fourth Division to the top flight in a six-year spell. Kenny Dalglish then paid £900,000 to take him to Liverpool in 1987, where he picked up two league titles, two FA Cups and a League Cup, firing 108 goals along the way. He also played for England 79 times, scoring 11 goals, including an unforgettable solo effort against Brazil in 1984.
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CM: Andy Gray (Dulwich Hamlet) 
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OK, so Andy Gray was only just an England player making just one appearance in 1991 but hey he still qualifies for my team as between 1981 and 1984 he played for Corinthian Casuals and Dulwich Hamlet. Whilst playing for Dulwich he was spotted by Crystal Palace Manager Steve Coppell and went on to play over 200 games for the club in 2 spells. Whilst at Palace he made his solitary international appearance in the centre of midfield for England in a Euro 92 qualifier against Poland.

RW: Chris Waddle (Tow Law Town) 

Following unsuccessful trials at Sunderland and Coventry, 17 year-old Chris joined non-league Tow Law Town in 

1978. At the same time he got a job working in a sausage factory.  In the summer of 1980 Waddle was sold to Newcastle for a fee of £1,000 and his pro career began. He went on to play for the likes of Tottenham, Sheffield Wednesday and Marseille. He made 62 appearances for England and unfortunately missed the decisive penalty in the 1990 World Cup semi-final shootout defeat to West Germany. After a playing career that saw him win 3 French championships he returned to Worksop Town in 2000, playing there for 2 seasons making 60 appearances and scoring 3 goals.

CF: Les Ferdinand (Hayes)

Before embarking on a full-time career with QPR, “Sir Les” gave non-league defences a typically tough time whilst turning out for non-league Southall and Hayes respectively. In the 1986-87 season he scored 19 times for Hayes from 33 appearances prompting QPR to pay £30,000 for him in 1987. Les scored a total of 184 league goals in 443 games going on to play for Newcastle, Spurs and West Ham. Between 1993 and 1998 Les played 17 times for England scoring 5 goals and was part of the Euro 96 and 1998 World Cup squads.

CF: Kevin Phillips (Baldock Town)
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Rejected by Southampton as a youngster for being too small, the prolific goal-getter began his career at Baldock Town - as a right back! Would you believe it I’ve been struggling for right-footed defenders and now I discover that I could have picked Kevin Phillips! He has scored over 260 career goals and is still banging them in for Blackpool at the age of 38. Going back to his non-league roots Philips played 71 times for Baldock from 1992 – 1994 before he was sold to Watford for £10,000. His best period was at Sunderland from 1997 – 2003 where he scored 115 goals from 209 league appearances. It was during this time that Kevin was picked for England. However, he failed to find the back of the net for his country in 8 appearances. 

CF: Kerry Dixon (Dunstable)

Only Bobby Tambling has scored more goals for Chelsea than Kerry Dixon who scored 193 times for the Blues. He started out playing for non-league sides Chesham and Dunstable before Reading handed over the princely sum of £20,000 for him in 1980 when he was 20. Five years later, whilst at Chelsea, he made his debut for England, playing 8 times for the national team from 1985 scoring on 4 occasions. After making 335 appearances for Chelsea, Dixon went on to play for a number of clubs including Southampton, Luton, Millwall and Watford, and finished his career playing for Basildon United in the Essex Senior league in 1997/1998.
