his thanks to the support he has given him in recent weeks.

We were slightly on the back foot as Hailsham pressed in the early
stages of the second half, however, in the 73rd minute we scored
another quite brilliant goal, this time from Thompson Ademyemi to
register his first goal for the club. Jaevon Dyer picked the ball up after a
loose pass from Hailsham in midfield, beat his man outside and
delivered a great cross to Adeyemi who struck a ferocious volley into
the net, 3-0 Epsom.


 Four minutes later Hailsham got a goal back to make it 3-1 after a goal-
mouth scramble.


We restored our three-goal margin shortly afterwards when a low cross
from Athan Smith-Joseph found another debutant, George Owusu
who slid home our fourth of the afternoon.


Hailsham weren't  going down without a fight and in the 93rd minute
scored their second after a great strike from Luca Bish gave stand-in
goalkeeper Nick Wilson no chance. But there was no time left for
Hailsham to launch a comeback as we ran out of 4-2 winners.

East Preston F.C. was originally formed in 1947 but unfortunately folded within ten
years. However, it was reformed, as the present club, in 1966 when it was elected to
the Worthing League.

East Preston then moved on to the West Sussex League for the start of the 1968-69
season before becoming a founder member of the newly formed Sussex County
League Division Three in 1983/84, having won several honours in the seasons leading
up to that. The club won Division Three at the first attempt but was unable to take
their place in senior football as the ground and facilities were not up to the required
standard.

The club remained in Division Three until 1090/91 when they gained promotion once
again, this time as runners-up to Ifield. However, they lasted just one season before
being relegated back the following year. After a couple of near misses, they finally
achieved promotion again at the end of the 1994/95 season. In that promotion
season, they achieved a memorable treble also winning the Division Three Cup and
the Sussex Intermediate Cup.

In 1997/98 promotion to Division One was achieved for the first time in the club’s
history. The club acquitted itself well for two seasons, finishing fourth in 1999/2000
before a season of the crisis saw them relegated in 2000/01. Recovery, however, was
swift and East Preston was immediately promoted back to the top flight. Following
a season of consolidation, 2003/04 saw East Preston once again a force in the top
division, finishing third behind Chichester City United and just missing out on the
runner's spot-on goal difference to Rye and Iden United.

2004/05 saw the club reach the third qualifying round of the F.A. Cup,
eventually bowing out to Billericay Town.

Dominic Di Paola was appointed manager for the start of the 2011-12 season, to start
the most successful period in the club's history.

The club ran away with the Division Two title in the 2011/12 season, securing
promotion before any other senior side in the country, and also claiming the League
and Cup double, beating local rivals Littlehampton 5-1 in the Division Two Cup final.



Our first-ever game against East Preston came away at The
Lashmar in October, they visit us for the first time this afternoon.
The match report from our 3-1 win against them in October is
below.

In the 2012/13 season, East Preston finished third in Division One, and in 2013/14 won
the Division One title by 17 points but was denied entrance into the Ryman League
due to not meeting the ground grading requirements. In October 2014/15 Dominic
Di Paola left for Hastings United and the victorious team broke up. A period of
upheaval followed and the team finished 11th in the League.

Promotion back to the Premier Division was achieved the following season, a fitting
way to celebrate the club's 50th Anniversary after being reformed.

Recent seasons have seen East Preston hold their Premier status, albeit with a
reprieve from relegation following the curtailment of the 2020/21 season.

In recent years the club have developed a large Youth section and has firmly
established itself at the heart of the village.

East Preston achieved Charter Standard in the summer of 2020.
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From the archive
East Preston (A) - 1st October 2022

As the title depicts this was our 7th win on the trot when we beat East
Preston at their ground on Saturday 1st October. It was a compelling
win and the scoreline did not reflect our dominance over the 90
minutes.


We had to make a very late change to the team when ‘Sonic’ Akoto
pulled up in the warm-up with a slight hamstring strain, but we had a
ready-made replacement on the bench in Gideon Acheampong. We
have lost Richard Pingling, Adam Grant and Louis Chin who have
moved onto pastures new, so the squad was slightly changed from
winning at Godalming Town. Josh Owen made a start for us and Josh
Alder was back after joining Oakwood for a short while and was on the
subs bench; it was also good to see Steve Springett on the bench after
5 weeks out with a nasty hand injury.


As previously mentioned, it was one-way traffic from the kickoff and
what was most surprising was that it took until the 35th minute for us
to take the lead from a superb low drive by Ryan Smith from just
outside the box. Our keeper had been very much a spectator
throughout the first half and the only surprise was that we did not
increase our lead. Half time 1–0.


It was only after 9 minutes into the second half before we increased
our lead and began to put the game ‘to bed’ after a great through ball,
Athan Smith-Joseph rounded the keeper and passed the ball into the
empty net. We made it 3-0 in the 72nd minute as our substitute Jaevon
Dyer, finished after a great pass by Josh Owen. In the 3rd minute of
injury time we conceded a sloppy goal to make the final score 3-1 and
another win ‘on the road’.
