) EssenniaL Re GAME

IT'S FA Cup weekend and for the 64 teams contesting the third qualifying round this afternoon, that feeling of
‘what if' is already firmly locked at the back of the minds of many.

‘What if we win one more game and get a winnable tie in the fourth qualifying?

‘What it’ we then pull out a Birmingham City or a Bolton Wanderers when the EFL clubs from Leagues One and
Two enter in the first round, and ‘what i we get the TV cameras down for a nice big payday to boot?

Not that'll you'll catch managers admitting to harbouring such thoughts at this stage, but for chairmen and
women, the boards of directors and, of course, the fans, it's very much allowed. In fact, it's insisted upon.

IFach and every year a Non-League club get their place in the spotlight, it seems. A fairytale story decided upon
by the FA Cup gods alone, irrespective of league position or previous history.

You only need cast your minds back 12 months for an example of what can achieved. The FA Cup first round
threw up a dream tie for Step 4 side Cray Valley PM, whose reward for a fourth qualifying round victory over
Enfield Town was a first-round clash at neighbouring big guns Charlton Athletic.

Incredibly, a Lucas Ness own goal earned the Millers a lucrative replay in front of the TV cameras at the humble
adgers Sports Ground where the Addicks eventually won through.

Since then, however, Cray Valley have won promotion to Step 3 for the first time in their history and star striker
Kyrell Lisbie earned a move to the National League with Braintree Town.

Ihe same thing happened to Isthmian Premier side Horsham, who earned a Ffirst-round tie at former Premier
l.eague side Barnsley at Oakwell, brought forward to the Friday night.

Ihe Hornets produced the performance of a lifetime to hold the Tykes to a 3-3 draw to Force a home replay,
where they eventually lost 3-0. But they were soon reinstated after it was discovered Barnsley had Ffielded an
Ineligible player, only to go down 3-0 to League Two Sutton United in the next round.

Perhaps under the radar was Aldershot Town's trip to Swindon Town - but it was a tie that was to go down in
the history books.

Incredibly, Tommy Widdrington’s National League Shots went 3-0 up against their League Two hosts inside just
nine minutes and led 7-0 by the 58th minute before the Robins brought it back to 7-4.

It was the First time in history that a Non-League club had put seven goals past an EFL club in the FA Cup, while
Widdrington's men went onto beat League Two leaders Stockport County away from home and earn a third-
round to at Championship side West Brom.

Sheppey United also earned a taste of the big time when hosting Walsall for a First ever foray to the ‘proper’
stages (as The FA so condescendingly call it).

Two years ago, Bracknell Town were the Non-League cup heroes, drawing out an Ipswich Town side on an
upward spiral under new boss Kieran McKenna.

A capacity 2,000 crowd and the ITV cameras greeted them at their shared Bottom Meadow stadium where the
Step 3 Robins gave the Tractor Boys a rather uncomfortable evening at times before succumbing to a 3-0
defeat.

McKenna and a large number of those Ipswich players are now keeping Premier League company these days so,
for Bracknell, it was a night the club will never forget.

Elsewhere in the first round, we saw 1-0 victories for Chippenham Town, at home to League One Lincoln City,
and King's Lynn Town, who stunned Doncaster Rovers on the road thanks to Gold Omotayo’s winner seven
minutes from time.

Torquay United, too, came back from two goals down to force a replay at Derby County’s Pride Park Stadium,
while Farnborough enjoyed their best FA Cup run for 21 years - since that unforgettable 2003 campaign which
ended with a fourth-round defeat at Arsenal - beat humbling League Two Sutton on the road.

Sadly, this year, the dynamic has been altered somewhat with the scrapping of FA Cup replays from the first
round onwards.

Naturally, the decision has gone down like a lead balloon with clubs outside of the top-Fflight with the chances
of earning a televised home replay or money-spinning away day now kicked into touch.

But with drawn ties now going straight to the lottery of penalties, a famous giant-killing is still as opportune as
ever. It's in the lap of the FA Cup gods...

FA CUP first round draw day is always one of the most eagerly-awaited of the Non-League calendar.

It's the day when all those dreams and aspirations of drawing a big club are realised, when cup fever really kicks
in. Every year it throws up a tie or two to whet the appetites of the minnows, but this year’s helping was unlike
any other.

In fact, | can honestly say that the roll of the balls - served up by Bradford City legend Stuart McCall and former
Manchester United and Salford City winger Danny Webber on Monday night — were about as kind to Non
League clubs as I've ever known it to be.

Not just the odd tasty match-up to help fill a few column inches in The NLP on a Sunday, but a whole host of
absolute belters to ensure we are bursting with preview ideas in the build-up to the weekend of November 2.
Of the 40 ties pulled out of the hat, 23 see a Non-League club pit their wits against their counterparts from
Leagues One or Two. Eleven of those ties are at home,12 away.

A further four are all-Non-League affairs, ensuring there’ll be plenty of interest in the second round too come
November 30.

While the grudge match between MK Dons and AFC Wimbledon will naturally be seen as the pick of the bunch
by many, there are a number of mouth-watering ties with a strong derby feel.

Take Kettering Town, for example. The Poppies are already FA Cup folk heroes as the country's highest FA Cup
goalscorers. Their 2-1 win at Farsley Celtic on Saturday extended their record to 920 - seven more than
Tottenham Hotspur. A healthy crowd gathered at the Latimer Park clubhouse on Monday night to witness their
fate and they were toasting long into the night as they were handed an away tie to near neighbours
Northampton Town.

Also celebrating a derby to savour were Weston-Super-Mare, who were handed an away tie at Bristol Rovers,
and Alfreton Town, who will relish their short trip to face Notts County.

Elsewhere, Oldham Athletic boss Micky Mellon and striker James Norwood return to former club Tranmere
Rovers, while Aldershot Town will be looking to repeat their heroics of last season when they make the trip to
Bradford City's Valley Parade.

Huddersfield Town, winners in 1921-22, visit The Lamb, while all eyes will also be on National League North
high-flyers Curzon Ashton when they host Mansfield Town.

Southend United were rewarded for their last-gasp victory over Eastleigh in the last round with a home tie
against Charlton Athletic, while Boreham Wood have pulled it out of the hat once again, this time landing a
crunch home clash with League One Leyton Orient.

Wood's National League South rivals Chesham United were paired with League One Lincoln City, Woking pulled
out struggling Cambridge United and Worthing will fancy their chances of an upset at home to Morecambe.
But the top pick must surely be Sutton United, who undoubtedly pulled out the plum draw —a home tie against
big-spending League One title chasers Birmingham City at Gander Green Lane.

The U’s are no strangers to welcoming high-profile opponents, of course, after famously pulling out Arsene
Wenger's Arsenal in the fifth round back in 2016-17.

At the time of writing, before Tuesday night's replays, Step 3 Harborough Town were the lowest ranked club
left in the competition having ended Bury's cup dream in the last round. And the Bees will relish a trip to
Tonbridge Angels, of National League South, in what manager Mitch Austin describes as a “winnable tie".
Whatever happens come November 2, the eyes of the nation will be on the Non-League clubs once again with
the ‘three-up’ brigade ready with their stats books to prove that the gap between the fourth and fifth tiers is
narrower than ever.

Replays, of course, are no more hereon in, so it's a straight 90-minute shoot-out, decided by extra-time and
then penalties if necessary. Either way, the cup gods have shone on us and the stage is set for our Non-League
clubs to earn a place in history. It promises to be a weekend to remember.

The First Division match between Manchester United and

Manchester United were docked one point and Arsenal - because
they had been involved in a similar brawl the previous season
against Norwich - lost two points.

A 20th October 1999

/ Now we have all heard about those dodgy Scottish goalkeepers. When Aberdeen visited
\ Motherwell for a Scottish Premier League Ffixture in October 1999 not many goals were
expected. Aberdeen had lost all their previous seven League matches that season, scoring
just a single goal in those matches. The opposing goalkeepers that day were the two top
Scottish keepers of that era - Andy Goram and Jim Leighton. So Aberdeen won 6-5.

20th October 2017

It was announced that the clubs who took part in the 2016/17 Champions League shared
£1.25 billion in payments from UEFA. Leicester City in their debut season in the
competition were the second biggest earners with £73.2m with the Foxes being ahead of
winners Real Madrid (£72.6m) but behind runners-up Juventus (£98.6m).

The biggest portion of the payments related to television money which was based on the
TV deal operating in the country of each club.
