On Bank Holiday Monday, we took on our ‘landlords’, Corinthian-Casuals, at King George's

Field with a 3 pm kick-off. The crowd was bolstered by several ‘groundhoppers’ who had
attended matches earlier in the day, bringing the total attendance to 224.

As a mark of respect to Sven-Géran Eriksson, we held a one-minute applause to honour
his life before the game commenced.

We gave a debut to Mohssine Sabek, who recently joined us from Guildford City, and on
the bench was another new player, Sean Anderson. Our opponents made several changes
to their line-up, having played and been beaten in the FA Vase just 48 hours earlier by
Whitstable Town.

In the first half, both teams had good chances to open the scoring, with both goalkeepers
being tested. As the first half was drawing to a close, our opponents scored in the 42nd
minute from what appeared to be an own goal following a corner. This was somewhat
harsh, but we went into the break 1-0 down.

The second half followed a similar pattern to the first, with both sides playing well. Then,
in the 62nd minute, after a defensive misjudgment, the ball was crossed into our six-yard
box, where a Casuals forward was on hand to put it into the back of the net. Our
management responded by making changes, particularly in our formation, switching to
three at the back in an effort to pull a goal back. We created a couple of chances, one of
which was cleared off the line, and we eventually got our reward in the 88th minute when
Luke Miller rounded the goalkeeper and struck a crisp shot into the net. We had the ball
in the back of the net again a few minutes later, but the assistant referee ruled it offside,
much to the relief of the home supporters. Shortly after, the referee blew for Full time.

This was a disappointing result, and we really need to start picking up points soon. We
face a tough game next Saturday when we host Whyteleafe, who are currently second in
the table, with a 3 pm kick-off.

The site of Church Road was formerly farmland, and the farm's existing buildings were
converted into the clubhouse and dressing rooms. Whyteleafe FC originally planned to
add a running track and cricket pitch to the complex, but these plans were abandoned.

Floodlights were added in the early 1980s and a new main stand added in 1999 for the
club's First round FA Cup match against Chester City, which saw a record attendance of
2,164. Some of the turnstiles added at the ground were purchased from Stoke City's
Victoria Ground after they moved to the Britannia Stadium in 1997.

In June 2021, following the purchase of the ground by Singaporean-based company
Irama, Whyteleafe FC left Church Road due to no agreement being reached with Irama
for a new lease with the club.

In August 2021 the new club, AFC Whyteleafe, was formed under new management and
a 4-year agreement was reached to play at Church Road.

Club history

AFC Whyteleafe was formed in 2021 by Kelly Waters, replacing another club, Whyteleafe
FC, which had existed immediately before. Waters had hoped to purchase the Church Road
premises before it was sold to Irama Sports in February 2021, but he discovered the
auction a week too late, and the sale to Irama went through. Following the withdrawal of
Whyteleafe FC from the Isthmian League, and inspired by the story of AFC Wimbledon in
2002, AFC Whyteleafe was born.

The new club was granted a position in the Surrey South Eastern Combination League for
the 2021/22 season, having formed a merge of registration with Balham's B Team. This still
left the club with less than one month to build a squad from scratch, ready for their debut
match on 4 September 2021 at home to Earlsfield 2018.

A crucial part of the successful formation of the club was securing a ground. Church Road
was the preferred choice and a four-year deal was reached with Irama to play there. This
has since been extended for a further four years.

Following a successful first season, AFC Whyteleafe merged with Whyteleafe Youth FC and
Whyteleafe Women ahead of the 2022/23 season to form one AFC Whyteleafe club
comprising a men's first team, U23's, women's team and 28 Youth teams from U7 to U18.

In May 2022, the club was admitted into the Southern Counties East League Division One
which sits at Step 6 in the National League System. The club achieved a respectable 8th-
place Ffinish in their debut season at Step 6. The following season saw Whyteleafe
promoted to the Combined Counties Premier Division South as champions.

Chipstead Football Club was formed in 1906, when the Netherne hospital was being built, and the
'building workers and the lads in Chipstead challenged each other to a match. The oldest club
‘records dated 1911 show a far from healthy position, survival relying mainly on the proceeds of
| 'whist drives. The club’s health began to improve and, in 1920, it even had its own transport for
laway games, an open topped lorry owned by a local builder. Up until the 1962/63 season, Chipstead
/played junior football, but, having finished runners-up in the County Junior Cup the previous year,
they then moved into the Surrey Intermediate League

The club played at this standard until 1982, when they became founder members of the Surrey
Premier League. The next four years saw the club have great success finishing runners-up three
,, ﬂﬁ.Bmm and also winning the League Cup on three occasions. During this period they were also
w beaten finalists in the County Premier Cup. The reserves also met with success being runners-up
Wo:nm and also winning the League Cup. After a long battle, the club were awarded senior status in
1986 and were promoted to the Combined Counties League, where once again success followed; a
League Championship was gained in 1989/90 and a runners-up spot was gained on two occasions,
with six League Cup Final appearances, with Chipstead being victorious in four.

Season 1987/88 saw the club make its debut in the F.A. Vase and the following year in the F.A. Cup.
Over recent years the club has continued to grow and strengthen its youth policy with some 200
players between the ages of six and eighteen involved every week.

Two former Chipstead youth players - Leon McKenzie and Steven Sidwell moved on to professional
clubs, & more recently, Saidou Khan played for our 1st team, & is now with Maidstone Utd. The
Combined Counties Championship winning squad contained no fewer than 12 players, who had
fmuqmmm:nma the club at youth level.

'n 1998 Chipstead was able to purchase the freehold of the ground from the Local Authority. Thanks
'to a grant from the F.A.in 2001, the club was able to purchase additional land, which was developed
' into mini-soccer pitches to further enhance its youth policy. More recently in November 2004 a 100-
'seater stand was installed, which was increased to 150 in March 2007. In May 2006 a covered
fmnm:&:m area for 150 people was also erected. 2006-07 was the club’s ‘Centenary’ season, and the
' hope was that it would be a memorable one. On the opening day of the season, the team won their
;, first game and went top of the table; come February, and still top, the decision was made to do the
- necessary work to achieve the ground upgrading.

| The next six weeks saw the ground transformed thanks to the incredible hard work of the
7, committee and supporters. The team remained top and promotion to the Ryman League was
ﬁ achieved for the first time in 100 years.

Welcome to Chipstead FC

I the 2007-08 season Chipstead established themselves in the Ryman League finishing a creditable
15th. They also went on to win the Southern Combination Cup beating Ryman Premier side Ashford
Town (Middlesex) in the final.

In 2008-09 Chipstead struggled in the league, but, in the FA Cup, reached the 4th qualifying round
for the first time in their history, eventually losing at Torquay United.

2010-11 saw Chipstead finished 10th being their highest position ever. 2012-13 was a poor season
for the club with no fewer than 4 managers - Mark Tompkins left the club after just one game;
assistant Mick Read stepped in as temporary manager for a month, before the club appointed John
Hamsher. Things seemed fine until January, when results took a dip. John decided to step down in
early April, with vice-chairman Mick Ford taking over the reins for the final 3 matches.

In 2013-14 Chipstead started the season with a new management team - Kevin Rayner, with Roly
Martin as his assistant, and Mark Elgar as technical assistant. From August until the end of October
/ games out of 21 were won in all competitions, including losing both F.A. Trophy & F.A. Cup
matches within eight days. Geoff Corner stepped aside as Chairman, with Mick Ford taking up the
position. Mick's first task was to appoint a new manager in Steve Baker. A mid-table finish of 13th
was a great turnaround for the club. Steve left the club in 2014-15, and was replaced by Simon
Colbran

Following a poor start to the 2015/16 season, Simon resigned, and was replaced by Lyndon
Buckwell. Unable to turn things around, Lyndon was himself replaced by Craig Tanner, who
ultimately managed to save the club from relegation with a few games to spare. Craig then left the
club during the summer.

2016-17 saw the return of ex-Chipstead player Antony Williams to manage the 1st team along with
his assistants, two of whom had played for the club in the past. Having former club players in
management gave everyone at the club a lift, and they quickly got to work, and comfortably
avoided relegation. They laid the foundations for the 2017-18 season, & remain at the same level to
this day, although the powers that be put the club in the Bostik League South Central Division for
2018/19

This provided many new clubs in opposition, yet Chipstead held their own in the division, although
Antony decided to step aside, as the season drew to a close - his two coaches, Rob Kember & Rob
Smith stepped forward to take up the mantle & now lead the club into this 2019/20 season in the
newly-named BetVictor Isthmian League South Central Division.

Following 2 curtailed seasons due to the pandemic, Kember and Smith remained in their
management role. We Ffinished 10th in the 21/22 season, our equally highest ever position in the
Isthmian League. They are now continuing to build and strengthen the current squad for season
2022/23.

The end of 22/23 saw the departure of the management team , Rob Kember, Rob Smith and Alan
lait after 4 years in the role.

Ihe club were quick to appoint Dean Sammut in his first managerial role following a brief spell at
Burgess Hill in a caretaker role along side Lewis Taylor. Dean had been a coach for the first team
over the past couple of years.He added to his team Lewis Taylor an experienced player and coach
and Matty Males a past Chipstead captain. The squad is coming together and we looking forward to
the new season, 2023/24.

Founded in 1922 as the London & District Combination Football League, and renamed the
Combined Counties Football League in 1978, the 2024-25 Cherry Red Combined CCL
season will be the 47th in the history of the league: The league consists of four divisions
for the second time, with a new Division Two being added to the Premier North, the
Premier South and Division One.

Jonathan ‘JJ' Lacey enjoyed a day to remember at Wembley Stadium back in May. The Biggleswade
Town midfielder and his family were handed the VIP treatment at the Home of Football as a special
guest of The FA at the FA Cup Final. This once-in-a-lifetime opportunity was JJ's reward for ranking as
the highest scorer in the competition, from the Extra Preliminary Round to the Final, after his 10 goals
helped the Southern League Premier Central Waders won through six rounds before being knocked out
by Solihull Moors in the fourth qualifying round.
Only Manchester City goal machine Erling Haaland could have possibly toppled Lacey's goal haul ahead
of his team's 2-1 loss to Manchester United - but would have needed to have scored six goals. Lacey's
day included carrying out the match ball prior to kick-off and being presented with the Golden Ball
Award by former Manchester United striker Dion Dublin. "It's once-in-a-lifetime stuff, to be able to walk
the match ball out before kick-off, and to be presented this award, it's amazing for me and my Family,"
he said. “It's surreal to be the top scorer in the Emirates FA Cup, and invite my Family to enjoy the Final at
Wembley Stadium and see me receive the trophy. “We wondered if it all might be too good to be true, so
when it became official after the final whistle we were relieved, and now I'm really proud to take home
the Golden Ball Award.” Lacey, 25, was pushed all the way by Ramsgate striker Joe Taylor, who notched
nine goals for the Rams in a remarkable season tally of 53 for the Isthmian South East side.
And he said he was only unaware of the award in September, when he scored a hat-trick in an away tie
with then Step 2 side Bishop's Stortford. The FA's Director of Pro Game Relations, Andy Ambler, added:
“JJ Lacey is an excellent example of this competition giving players and clubs across the English pyramid
the chance to test themselves against the very elite. “His goal-scoring exploits from attacking midFfield
were outstanding, and we are delighted that his family could attend today’s Final and see him collect the
Golden Ball Award.”
This year, a record high 221 fixtures took place in the FA Cup extra preliminary round - and the
competition kicked off in celebratory fashion after a new record was set for the earliest date and time
that a goal has been scored in FA Cup history. It came on Friday August 2nd, at 7.54pm, when Jack
Hobson-McVeigh netted for hosts Royal Wootton Bassett Town in their 2-1 extra preliminary round tie
against Mangotsfield United. At precisely the same time, Louie Duffield scored for Great Yarmouth Town
who knocked out visitors Kirkley & Pakefield 2-0. Both players now jointly hold that prestigious accolade.
The red-carpet treatment enjoyed by Lacey, the former Berkhamsted and Hemel Hempstead Town
player, will undoubtedly inspire goal-getters to shine in these early rounds.
The 2024-25 season may only be a fortnight old but this afternoon the FA Cup reaches its preliminary
rounds with the winners already setting their sights on launching a glory run. One man who has already
made a mark is Tilbury’s Sam Bantick, who completed a memorable hat-trick in the Dockers’' 4-1 extra
preliminary round win over Buckhurst Hill with a wondergoal from inside in own half! The Isthmian North
returnees face Stanway Rovers in their preliminary round clash this afternoon and Bantick, among
others, will be keen to make their mark once again. Traditionally, the term ‘magic of the FA Cup’ is
usually saved for the Ffirst round proper onwards as Non-League sides lock horns with the elite. But try
telling that to the thousands of hopefuls wearing their hearts on the sleeves this afternoon, dreaming
for their moment in the spotlight.

Almost two years have passed since it emerged that the EFL were ready to offer three promotion places to
the National League as part of the “New Deal for Football” — the proposed financial reset resulting in
more Premier League funding for the lower leagues, which instead ended in deadlock, squabbling, self-
interest and silence.

When Wrexham and Notts County were embroiled in their record-breaking battle for the National League
title in 2022-23, a light was shone on the inequity of a structure that grants only two promotion places to
the National League, but four to League Two. And there are still faint hopes, perhaps, that the forthcoming
independent regulator can force the hand of the EFL to right this wrong, but there's no shying away from
the fact that, in the fight for “three-up, three-down”, momentum has ground to a standstill. And yet it has
become a familiar sight at this time of year to witness the National League’s promoted clubs attacking
League Two with the same sense of adventure that earned them a place in the Football League, despite
the margins for error being gossamer-thin and narrower than pretty much any other league on the planet.

Chesterfield and Bromley's starts to this season have been no different, with Paul Cook’s buccaneering
Spireites side sweeping aside Crewe, last season’s League Two playoff finalists, with a 5-0 win at Gresty
Road last weekend, and Bromley, thanks to the sharp-shooting Michael Cheek, winning the opening two
games of their first-ever EFL campaign. That the teams joining League Two are good enough has never
been in doubt. In the past ten seasons, the median finish for the National League champions and playoff
winners has been 11th and 14th and, as I'm sure you are aware, no promoted team has been immediately
relegated since the system of re-election came to an end in 1987. It's not just fallen EFL giants like Bristol
Rovers, Lincoln City, Tranmere Rovers, Wrexham, Notts County or Stockport who tend to hit the ground
running, though: Harrogate Town and Sutton United thrived in their first season in League Two and, while
gravity may pull them down eventually, to have won promotion from the National League you had to be a
bloody good side.

Broadening the promotion picture would not be diluting the excitement of the National League or the
quality of League Two; on the contrary, it would improve the spectacle in non-league and standard of
football in League Two — and reward success instead of failure. Let's not forget how imbalanced the
relationship between the leagues already is. Quite often, as the National League bids farewell to a
successful, upwardly mobile club heading for League Two, it's inheriting a relegated side whose demise is
the result of mismanagement that occurred while a member of the EFL. And players like Cheek, who at 32
is embarking on his maiden League Two campaign, underline how fine the margins can be for players at this
level of the game too. Cheek has scored bucket loads of goals in the National League for Chelmsford,
Braintree, Dagenham & Redbridge, Ebbsfleet United and now Bromley. Last season he scored 26 times,
including two in the playoff final against Solihull Moors, and a penalty in the all-important shootout victory.

Yet despite a promise from Andy Woodman that he would make Cheek a Football League player one day,
he must surely have begun to think that his chances of appearing in the EFL were fading in the rear-view
mirror. After scoring Bromley's first-ever Football League goal in the 2-0 win at Harrogate on the opening
day, however, Cheek scored another in the win against AFC Wimbledon last weekend to show that he and
his teammates — like many more in the National League — deserve a fair chance step up and prove their
worth at the next level. ’
