Corinthian-Casuals history 1

Hidden away off a slip road by the A3 in Tolworth is King George's Arena, home to one of
the most significant clubs in the history of world football: Corinthian-Casuals.

The club in its modern guise was formed in 1939 as the result of a merger between two
grand old amateur clubs, Corinthian FC and Casuals FC, that helped to popularise football
around the world.

Corinthian FC was founded in 1882, when the FA suits were tired of seeing Scotland get the
better of their team and set about starting a club that could act as a launching pad for the
England national team. The plan worked: it wasn't long before England were trouncing
Scotland on a reqular basis, and ‘The Corinthians’ — as they were known — provided the
entire England XI For two international matches, in 1894 and 1895.

Corinthian played with style and class, so much so that, when Real Madrid were founded,
they decided to adopt white jerseys in their honour. Yet, the Corinthians’ most obvious
stamp on modern football is a legacy of their 1910 tour to Brazil, during which their
performances so impressed the locals in Sao Paulo that they formed their own club of the
same name. Sport Club Corinthians Paulista went on to become one of the best-supported
and most successful clubs on the continent.

A Further to trip to South America was aborted upon the team's arrival in 1914, owing to
the outbreak of the First World War. After hearing the news, the players made the decision
to return home immediately. Devastatingly, more than 100 former players of the
Corinthians and the Casuals lost their lives in the war.

Corinthian didn’t believe in entering competitions, but they made an exception to play the
English league champions or FA Cup winners in the Sheriff of London Shield (a forerunner
of the Community Shield) and they were the most popular opponent for exhibition matches
with the top professional teams. In a sense, they were the first global superstars of
football. In 1904, for example, the Corinthians defeated Manchester United 11-3, which
remains the Red Devils' record defeat to this day.

Corinthianism has always stood for sporting integrity, fair play and the power of the game
for the greater good. In 1884, the first-ever black international footballer — Scotland full-
back Andrew Watson — chose to represent the Corinthians when he moved to England and
influenced their Famous sweeping attacking passing style significantly.

There were characters everywhere in those days. The team'’s captain during the late
Victorian period was Charles Wreford-Brown, a charismatic centre-half who is often
credited with coining the term “soccer” when he used it as an abbreviation of “association
football”.
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Corinthian-Casuals history 2

In 1939, the Corinthians merged with Casuals FC to form Corinthian-Casuals, wearing the
pink-and-chocolate shirts of the Casuals, who had their own proud history. Formed in 1883,
they were a strong force in the early amateur game, runners up in the first FA Amateur Cup
Final in 1894, founder members of the Isthmian League in 1905, first holders of the AFA
Senior Cup in 1907 and winners of the FA Amateur Cup in 1936.

The newly merged Corinthian-Casuals entered the league system and reached the FA
Amateur Cup final in 1956, with England cricket star Micky Stewart among their number, but
after drawing at Wembley were defeated by Bishop Auckland in a replay at Middlesbrough.

The club has twice reached the FA Cup first round proper since amalgamation too, playing
Watford in 1965/66 and Bristol City in 1982/83.

1988 was a truly historic year, as the club returned to Brazil, where they faced a Corinthians
All-Star XI featuring Brazilian greats Rivellino and Socrates. Indeed, Socrates played for both
sides, pulling on the pink-and-brown of the Casuals midway through the second half, in a
moment that has gone down in club folklore.

The new millennium brought plenty more historic adventures for the Corinthian-Casuals.
They visited Brazil again in 2001 and then were invited to play a friendly at the recently
reopened Wembley Stadium in 2008, when AFC Wimbledon were their opponents. Then, in
2015, they finally played the SC Corinthians Paulista first team Ffor the Ffirst time in the two
clubs’ history. 30,000 people turned up for the momentous occasion in the Corinthians
Arena as the game ended 3-0 to the Brazilian side, but there was great excitement when
Jamie Byatt swapped jerseys — and sides — with Corinthians captain Danilo for the last few
minutes.

Corinthian-Casuals went from strength to strength in the years that followed under the
management of James Bracken, whose brother Danny captained the side as goalkeeper. In
2018, after two near misses, they achieved promotion to the Isthmian Premier Division, and
celebrated their first year at Step Three with a post-season trip to Budapest, where they
were invited due to the part they played in the growth of football in Hungary.

The Bracken brothers departed in the summer of 2022 and the two seasons since have been
tough for the men'’s first team, which has suffered back-to-back relegations. With former
manager Brian Adamson now chairman and one-time Casuals midFfielder and fans’ favourite,
Mu Maan, in the dugout, this historic club is once again looking ahead with positivity and
ambition.

WHERE else in the world do players in the ninth and tenth tiers get the chance to play at the country's
national stadium?

That's actually a genuine question as I'd be intrigued to know but the FA Vase has always felt totally
unique.

This weekend the long road to Wembley begins for clubs in both the Isuzu FA Vase and Non-League’s
other premier cup competition, the Isuzu FA Trophy.

The Vase has always had a place in my Non-League heart. I've never seen my team win it, but it was the
first ever trip to Wembley — a 4-4 thriller between Guiseley and Gresley Rovers back in 1991.

Those were the days of finals going to replays and Guiseley eventually ran out winners at Bramall Lane.

But that was the first taste of the competition and since then I've been lucky to see finals won by Diss
Town, Tiverton Town (twice) the years away from Wembley where AFC Sudbury were unfortunate to be
beaten three years in a row by Brigg Town, Winchester City and Didcot Town, before much later joining
The NLP to cover it as a ‘job’.

From Whitley Bay's all-conquering side as part of the Northern League’s dominant years to Romford
lifting the 50th edition last season, it's a competition that throws up wonderful stories every year.

If you haven't checked out Phil Annets’ @favasefactfile page on X - formerly Twitter — then I highly
recommend you do. It's packed with stats and facts about the famous competition first won in 1975 by
Hoddesdon Town.

In total 595 teams will enter the competition this year. By the end of the first round qualifying, 187 will
be one step closer. Only eight more rounds to go before the final in May!

Thanks to Phil's stats we know there are 51 Step 6 n_cwa guaranteed of progression with 44 all Step 5
ties. There are 92 ties with the chance of an upset.

The competition shows the vast depth of football in this country. Just think how many players will be
representing their club in the Vase this weekend, with more to join as the early rounds continue.

Ultimately, in nine months’ time, two sides will battle it out on the hallowed turf at Wembley. Now that
is special.

The NLP features match reports from the top four levels of English football with round-ups of
Step 5 divisions. Results and tables from Steps 6 and 7 are also featured as is football in Wales
as well as a results round-up from the previous week's midweek matches. In addition, there are

a number of pages devoted to news from the Non-League scene.

Jonathan ‘JJ' Lacey enjoyed a day to remember at Wembley Stadium back in May. The Biggleswade
Town midfielder and his family were handed the VIP treatment at the Home of Football as a special
guest of The FA at the FA Cup Final. This once-in-a-lifetime opportunity was JJ's reward for ranking as
the highest scorer in the competition, from the Extra Preliminary Round to the Final, after his 10 goals
helped the Southern League Premier Central Waders won through six rounds before being knocked out
by Solihull Moors in the fourth qualifying round.
Only Manchester City goal machine Erling Haaland could have possibly toppled Lacey's goal haul ahead
of his team's 2-1 loss to Manchester United - but would have needed to have scored six goals. Lacey's
day included carrying out the match ball prior to kick-off and being presented with the Golden Ball
Award by former Manchester United striker Dion Dublin. "It's once-in-a-lifetime stuff, to be able to walk
the match ball out before kick-off, and to be presented this award, it's amazing for me and my Family,"
he said. “It's surreal to be the top scorer in the Emirates FA Cup, and invite my Family to enjoy the Final at
Wembley Stadium and see me receive the trophy. “We wondered if it all might be too good to be true, so
when it became official after the final whistle we were relieved, and now I'm really proud to take home
the Golden Ball Award.” Lacey, 25, was pushed all the way by Ramsgate striker Joe Taylor, who notched
nine goals for the Rams in a remarkable season tally of 53 for the Isthmian South East side.
And he said he was only unaware of the award in September, when he scored a hat-trick in an away tie
with then Step 2 side Bishop's Stortford. The FA's Director of Pro Game Relations, Andy Ambler, added:
“JJ Lacey is an excellent example of this competition giving players and clubs across the English pyramid
the chance to test themselves against the very elite. “His goal-scoring exploits from attacking midFfield
were outstanding, and we are delighted that his family could attend today’s Final and see him collect the
Golden Ball Award.”
This year, a record high 221 fixtures took place in the FA Cup extra preliminary round - and the
competition kicked off in celebratory fashion after a new record was set for the earliest date and time
that a goal has been scored in FA Cup history. It came on Friday August 2nd, at 7.54pm, when Jack
Hobson-McVeigh netted for hosts Royal Wootton Bassett Town in their 2-1 extra preliminary round tie
against Mangotsfield United. At precisely the same time, Louie Duffield scored for Great Yarmouth Town
who knocked out visitors Kirkley & Pakefield 2-0. Both players now jointly hold that prestigious accolade.
The red-carpet treatment enjoyed by Lacey, the former Berkhamsted and Hemel Hempstead Town
player, will undoubtedly inspire goal-getters to shine in these early rounds.
The 2024-25 season may only be a fortnight old but this afternoon the FA Cup reaches its preliminary
rounds with the winners already setting their sights on launching a glory run. One man who has already
made a mark is Tilbury’s Sam Bantick, who completed a memorable hat-trick in the Dockers’' 4-1 extra
preliminary round win over Buckhurst Hill with a wondergoal from inside in own half! The Isthmian North
returnees face Stanway Rovers in their preliminary round clash this afternoon and Bantick, among
others, will be keen to make their mark once again. Traditionally, the term ‘magic of the FA Cup’ is
usually saved for the Ffirst round proper onwards as Non-League sides lock horns with the elite. But try
telling that to the thousands of hopefuls wearing their hearts on the sleeves this afternoon, dreaming
for their moment in the spotlight.
