Horley Football Club was first affiliated to Surrey County FA in 1896. In 1903 another
local club by the name of Gatwick Rovers was formed and the two clubs merged in 1908
with Horley retaining its name. Both these original clubs played in the same colours of
red & black and it was not until 1912 that Horley adopted the colours of claret & blue
that they still wear to this very day.

Intermediate football was tasted for the first time in season 1925/26 following an
appearance in the Surrey County Junior Cup Final in 1923/24 and winning the Surrey
County Junior Charity Cup in 1924/25. Following the Second World War, Horley was
faced with the prospect of losing its home at “The Kings Head” ground and set about
finding a new home. A local landowner by the name of Major A.L.N. Jennings became
the Club’s benefactor (and President) following his generous decision to give the club
10.7 acres of land in Smallfield Road. The land was held in trust for the people of Horley
from 1947, in memory of those that died in the defence of their country, and the ground
was appropriately named “The Defence”.

Season 1950/51 saw Horley win the Surrey Intermediate League Eastern Section and
seek election to the Surrey Senior League for season 1951/52. This excursion into Senior
football was short lived as the Club found themselves back in Junior football by season
1954/55. Intermediate status was regained in 1956/57 season and in season 1957/58
they entered their first ever Youth team in the local Redhill & District League.

With the expansion of the village of Horley to a town the Club changed its name in 1974
to become Horley Town F.C. During this spell in senior football, Horley Town enjoyed
their most successful period culminating in the winning of the Surrey Senior League title
and Surrey Senior League Challenge Cup in 1976/77. The Club also reached the final of
the Surrey Senior League Charity Cup in this season.

The club went on to compete in the London Spartan League and the Athenian League
before returning to the Combined Counties League (Formerly the Surrey Senior League).

Welcome to Horley Town FC

The early 1980’s saw the Club expand their interest in Youth football with the creation of
Horley Town Minors. This relationship has grown over the years and is the reason why the
Club has evolved into a well respected “community club” providing football for the people
of Horley irrespective of age, sex or race.

In September 2003, Horley Town moved to their new ground, named “The New Defence” in
deference to their old home, behind the New Leisure Centre. The Club has been in the
Combined Counties League Premier Division since 2006 and, in addition to its Reserves and
Youth teams, incorporates numerous successful junior football teams at all age levels.
2011/12 saw Horley Town FC do well in the FA Cup and Finish in the top half of the CC
League.

In 2014/15 the Club had a very successful season, finishing 6th under the management of
ex-players Anthony Jupp and Chris Weller.

Club and League top goalscorer Ashley Nadesan scored 99 goals in two seasons before
signing for League 1 Fleetwood Town. Ashley has since had a loan spell with Carlisle and
returned to scoring goals for local side Crawley Town.

2015/16 was again another successful season for Town, but big changes came in the close
season with Anthony Jupp and Chris Weller standing down and experienced ex Dorking
boss Glynn Stephens stepping in as manager. More work was completed on the ground
with a Further 52 seats fitted to the stand behind the goal. 2017/18 saw the club get
through to the Fourth Round of the FA Vase.

For the 2019/20 season Anthony Jupp returned to his position as manager and the Club
was moved to the Southern Combination League Premier Division but only for two seasons
before being returned to the Combined Counties League Premier Division and finishing
7th.

In 2022 Martin Rapson (Formerly U23 Manager) was appointed Manager for the 2022/23
season with Mitch Chatfield managing the U23.

Founded in 1922 as the London & District Combination Football League, and renamed the
Combined Counties Football League in 1978, the 2024-25 Cherry Red Combined CCL
season will be the 47th in the history of the league. The league consists of four divisions
for the second time, with a new Division Two being added to the Premier North, the
Premier South and Division One. Division Two is intended largely for reserve and U23
sides, although it is also open to Ffirst teams.

For season 2024-25, both CCL Premier Divisions have 20 clubs, Division 1 has 23, and
there is a new Division 2, mostly featuring reserve and U23 teams.

Premier Division North
Flackwell Heath and Rayners Lane have been promoted to step 4 and Chalfont St Peter
relegated to Division 1. Amersham Town, Berks County and British Airways have all joined
from Division 1, and Woking & Emmbrook are now known as Wokingham Town.

Premier Division South
Farnham Town and AFC Croydon Athletic have been promoted to Step 4 and Colliers
Wood United relegated to Division 1.
Chipstead and Corinthian-Casuals join after relegation from Isthmian League South
Central, and AFC Whyteleafe are promoted in.
Division 1
Chalfont St Peter and Colliers Wood United arrive from CCL Premier Divisions. Promoted
into this division are Belstone (Herts Senior County), PFC Victoria (Middlesex County),
Staines & Lammas (Surrey Premier) and Windsor & Eton (Thames Valley).

IT may be the best part of eight months until the players of both Isuzu FA Trophy and FA Vase
finals Fulfil their childhood dreams and walk out under the arch of Wembley but ask each of
every club left in the two premier Non-League competitions and excitement levels are already
reaching fever pitch!

This week, the FA Trophy third qualifying round draw was made, involving all clubs from Step 3
of the pyramid. And it was another landmark week in the Vase calendar too with the first round
‘proper’ was drawn from the hat.

We all love a stat so each week in The NLP, when such draws are made, we join forces with our
friends from Factfile, who provide us with all the top stats and trends from the FA Cup, Trophy
and Vase ahead of each round. Provided by Phil Annets, author of 'FA Cup 150’ short-listed
Football Book of the Year 2022, the facts and figures always make for fascinating reading and
are readily available on X or other social media streams.

This week, Phil has surpassed himself with his Trophy tales as the Step 4 hopefuls look to
continue their road to Wembley against those from a higher level.

Five clubs; Hadley, Littlehampton Town, Flackwell Heath, Horndean and Newton Aycliffe enter
third qualifying round territory for the first time, as do the only competition debutants left in
the hat, Real Bedford, They travel to Bowers & Pitsea on Saturday.

Barton Rovers have got to this stage for the first time in 24 years and Karl Marginson’s Trafford
for the First time in 22, while Herne Bay will be hoping that victory at Chichester City will take
them into the First round for the First time in their 13th campaign. Congleton Town, who host
Hyde United, are eyeing a first round berth for the first time in 27 years. City of Liverpool's
reward for registering a record FA Trophy victory (4-0 against Pontefract Collieries in the last
round), is a home tie against last season’s semi-finalists Macclesfield FC.

The Isuzu FA Vase draw is equally as fascinating after a record-breaking second qualifying
round. An incredible 6-6 draw between Aylestone Park and Clay Cross Town is the First such
scoreline in FA Vase history, while Chadderton FC's 8-4 win over Retford United is only the third
such scoreline. Cranfield United travel to Tividale for their first ever first round appearance at
their 11th attempt, while eight debutant clubs are still left in the competition; Allscott Heath,
FC Hartlepool, Foley Meir, Rayleigh Town, Sturminster Newton United, Sutton United
(Birmingham), Windsor and Eton and Wombwell Town.

Stonehouse Town, of the Hellenic League, travel to Downton for their first First-round tie in 49
years in the ninth campaign back in the competition. The biggest winners of last weekend,
Daventry Town, will be looking to follow up their 7-0 victory over Rushden & Higham United - a
biggest ever in their Vase history - with a win at Highgate United, while Sturminster Newton
United and Okehampton Argyle — who both also recorded best ever FA Vase wins in the last
round — go head to head to continue their record runs.

While the Trophy continues next Saturday, the Vase takes a break until October 19. But there's
no let-up in the action as the 2024-25 gathers pace.
