In May 1921 Guildford were accepted into the Southern League, the equivalent of today's

ational League. 1927 saw Guildford become a Diocese and coupled with the planned
athedral the club was renamed Guildford City. In 1928-29 City were drawn at home to Queen'’s
ark Rangers in the FA Cup First Round proper and won 4-2 in front of almost 8,000 spectators.
e immediate pre-war years saw another famous FA Cup victory, this time over Reading,
hilst 1937/38 saw Guildford City lift the Southern League Championship trophy for the first
me. The Following year a record crowd of 9,932 spectators crammed into Joseph’s Road to
atch an epic FA Cup First Round replay versus local rivals Aldershot. In 1951, City sold future
ngland cap Jimmy Langley to Leeds. Another League Championship was achieved in 1955-56,
nd then in 1967-68 Guildford embarked upon a memorable FA Cup run. Leading 2-1 at
rentford in the First-Round proper, the match was abandoned due to snow. A 2-2 draw in the
earranged Ffixture saw 7,289 fans cram into Joseph's Road to roar City on to a famous 2-1
ictory in the replay.

he club re-emerged initially as AFC Guildford in 1996, and then for one season Guildford
nited, when the then Mayor John Woodhatch persuaded Burpham FC to change its name and
ove to the Spectrum Leisure Centre. After a brief spell in the Surrey Premier League,
uildford joined the newly formed Combined Counties League, winning Division One in 2003-
4. In 2005 the club was re-named the historically significant ‘Guildford City’ after an absence
f thirty years. 2007-2008 saw City claim a runner up finish in the CCL Premier League, under
the management of Scott Steele and Lloyd Wye. Then a period of struggle was halted by the
inspirational appointment of Kevin Rayner who took charge in spring 2009. Rayner’s second
season saw a good run in the FA Vase, an incredible FA Cup victory at Isthmian Premier
Tonbridge Angels, but also the CCL Premier Division Championship. A second CCL
Championship was gained in 2012, resulting in an emotional return to the Southern League
after a gap of 38 years. That first Step 4 season saw a creditable ninth place finish in the
Central division. At the conclusion of 2012-13 Rayner departed for a new chapter in his career.
In November 2013 Rayner returned to lead an ultimately unsuccessful battle against
relegation. After a poor start to the 2014-15 CCL season, Kevin Rayner departed in November
to be replaced by Donovan Chislett who saved the club from relegation in an exciting climax to
the season. Chislett himself departed in September 2015 to be replaced by former Godalming
& Farncombe manager Dean Thomas, who in turn was succeeded by Steve Dormer and Chris

Balchin. After four seasons Balchin departed in December 2020 to be replaced by ex-Staines
Town manager Paul Barnes whose tenure proved to be short lived. Pete Ruggles and then
Tristan Rees took the reins for a year each, before in May 2024, the experienced Carl Taylor
arrived to manage the side in the 2024-25 season. Off of the field in a major restructure the
Club became a limited company in July 2024 headed up by George Haddad and Azmir Begovic.

A magnificent victory on Tuesday evening coming back from a goal down at half time to
win 3-1 at full time against higher placed opponents will have done our confidence the
power of good.

Jersey Bulls club history 1

Founded in late 2018, Jersey Bulls is the most southerly football club in the English football
league system. Following the footsteps of Guernsey F.C., the Bulls was conceived by Chairman
Russell Le Feuvre to give Island players an opportunity to test their abilities in a more
competitive environment on the mainland. It also gives islanders an opportunity to support a
club side in Jersey that competes nationally like the Jersey Reds and Team Jets do in rugby and
netball respectively.

On 30th November 2018 the Bulls received F.A. approval for their bid to join the English football
leagues and a month later the Combined Counties League approved their membership bid to
Join Division One for the 2019-20 season. The Bulls announced ex-Island representative player
Gary Freeman as manager and signed up 32 local players.

On 6th July 2019, the Bulls played their first match in a friendly at their home ground at
Springfield Stadium against E.F.L. League Two team Stevenage, losing 3-4. Striker Fraser Barlow
made history when he put the Bulls in the lead to be the clubs first goal scorer. Another friendly
ten days later saw a 0-3 reverse against Leicester City U23 before a further leap into history was
made when Bulls hosted their first league match against Ash United, winning 3-0. Barlow once
again opened the scoring, followed by goals from Karl Hinds (penalty) and Harry Cardwell.

That win began an unexpected and sensational run of 27 league wins out of 27 matches, with
Bulls sealing ‘promotion’ to the Premier Division with their 27 th victory, a 2-0 win at home to
British Airways, their amazing achievements bringing the attention of the national media. Then
the world went into lockdown due to the global pandemic, all league football was suspended
before the F.A. made the decision to cancel the remainder of the non-league football season
and render all of it null and void, in effect expunging Bulls’ record-breaking season as if it never
happened. 2020-21 meant Bulls had it all to do again in Division One of the Combined Counties
League but after four league wins and an opening round victory in their first F.A. Vase match it
was another lockdown.

However, promotion was eventually gained to the newly formed Combined Counties Premier
Division South under the F.A. re-structure of the “non-league pyramid”. This was based on the
points per game average gained in league matches over the two abandoned seasons and with
the only 100% record the Bulls were ranked Ffirst nationwide.

Continued restrictions meant that Jersey entered the 2021-22 season without having played any
pre-season friendlies. Those that had been arranged having had to be cancelled. Early league
fixtures were all played away and some difficult opponents met early on. In contrast early
success came in the F.A. Cup and the F.A. Vase, notably the former. A 10-1 win over Horsham
Y.M.C.A. was the best debut match win in the competition since 1945. Further victories over
Newhaven and the higher division V.C.D. Athletic led to a trip to Sutton Common Rovers, also
senior in status to Jersey. A commendable draw led to an expensive return trip to the same
venue a few days later as per the competition rules for offshore clubs. A 3-2 victory was inspired
by a spectacular goal from Sol Solomon that featured on national television and was later
celebrated in the local stamp issue celebrating 150 years of the F.A. Cup. Chertsey Town put an
end to the run with a solitary goal in the Third Qualifying Round in front of a record home
attendance of 1,611. Only four league games had been played by the time of the F.A. Cup exit
and three more league games would have to be fitted in on midweek dates later in the season.

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Nevertheless, the league campaign was then tackled in earnest and by the beginning of
March Jersey were in a three-way tussle for the two promotion places. However, just when it
was hoped that the season would end with a string of home Ffixtures it was announced that
Springfield would be closed for its long-delayed re-development. That meant that three
“home" fixtures would have to be played in England so there would be a run of seven fixtures
“on the road”. Only one of them was won and with their rivals maintaining their momentum
any promotion chance was gone. Regrouping the team won their last four matches back at
Springfield to finish the season in fourth place after their first season at the higher level.

A review of the season led to the heart wrenching decision to withdraw the club’s entry to the
F.A. Cup for 2022-23 partly due to the restrictions placed on offshore clubs. It was hoped this
would enable them to concentrate on their league and F.A. Vase campaigns. Continued
success in the latter would also add to fixture re-arrangements, but as the rounds are about a
month apart it was felt that these can be more readily accommodated.

The season promised much but the two main goals proved to be beyond them. In the league
they spent the season chasing Raynes Park Vale and Badshot Lea but lost at home to both of
them as well as to three other teams. On the other hand they did not lose on their travels
until their final trip, to Raynes Park Vale. Technically they also “lost” one other when they
conceded to Colliers Wood United after they were twice fog bound at their home airport in
late April. In the F.A. Vase Jersey won six matches before going down to the only goal of the
game to the holders Newton Pagnell Town in the last sixteen.

The 2023-24 season began, or the last one ended, with Jersey winning the men’s football
tournament at the Island Games in Guernsey. 14 current and 4 former Bulls formed the squad
that won all five their matches, the last of them on 14 th July. That restricted the pre-season
club build up to just one pre-season friendly, a fortnight later versus Scottish Second Division
side Stenhousemuir. The Scots ran out 4-1 winners and went on to win the first league title in
their 100+ year history in early April.

Jersey had decided to re-enter the F.A. Cup and away at Sittingbourne was the first
competitive fixture. Sittingbourne play at the level above and have just clinched a play-off
place in the Isthmian Division 1 South-East Division. Therefore, a goalless draw in a hard-
fought battle was no mean feat but it could have been better as Jersey blasted a penalty over
the bar. Under F.A. rules Jersey had to travel back to England three days later for the replay
which they won 2-0. On the same night the Under 18 team when down 1-3 on “penalties”,
after a goalless draw over 90 minutes, to Camberley Town in the Grant McLellan Cup Semi-
Final held over from the previous season.

The league season opened with a home fixture against relegated Tooting & Mitcham United.
In retrospect the 0-1 defeat was the worst result of the season. All the other defeats being
against promotion contenders. A 2-0 midweek win at Alton put the first league points on the
board before Knaphill visited in the next round of the F.A. Cup for the first of four matches
over the season. Jersey took the lead but Knaphill scored a spectacular equaliser to take the
teams back to the mainland three days later. Another tough match ensued and it was goalless
after 90 minutes before Knaphill snatched an extra time winner. Returning to league action
the Bulls went down 2-4 at Tadley Calleva when everything the opposition touched turned to
gold. It left Jersey with a mere three points from their opening three league games.

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There followed five successive league wins, all with clean sheets. That put the Bulls top, albeit
other teams had games in hand. In the same period the U18s defeated Carshalton Athletic
and Eastbourne United in the first two qualifying rounds of the F.A. Youth Cup. The Ffirst
team'’s winning run came to a halt with a 4-4 draw at Sandhurst Town. After Jersey had fought
back from 0-2 to 4-2 up with a goal in the first minute of added time the final result was
disappointing. Two clean sheet victories followed plus further progress for the U18s against
Westfield before a 0-1 setback at Springfield against A.F.C. Croydon Athletic only a month
after beating them in South-East London.

Progress was continued with a 4-2 win at Guildford City, the early league leaders whose
season was now in freefall. The U18s went out in the final qualifying round of the F.A. Youth
Cup to Tring Athletic who went on to reach the 2 nd Round “Proper” before losing narrowly
Lo Leyton Orient. Back at Springfield a 99 th minute equaliser against Knaphill had long term
benefit come the season's end. A contentious postponement at Horley Town gave the team
the week off before they opened their F.A. Vase campaign. Exempt to the 2 nd Round by dint
of reaching the last 32 last season they won a hard fought 2-1 win at Holyport of the
Combined Counties Premier North Division.

Revenge was gained against Tadley Calleva by 3-0 and one of the goals of the season
wrapped up the 4-0 home win over Sheerwater. Another Combined Counties North trip in the
F.A. Vase resulted in a 1-0 win at Holyport before another goal of the season contender
eventually broke down the Abbey Rangers defences at Springfield. The visit to Cobham
started promisingly with two early goals but the home side were level before half-time and
that is how it remained. Therefore, Jersey went into the break in 3 rd place behind 100%
Farnham Town as well as Knaphill with a record of 18 12-3-3 40-15 39.

The new year opened with a 1-2 home defeat by Alton before Vase “hostilities” resumed with
the visit of Hamworthy Recreation, unbeaten in Wessex League Division 1. A ‘keeper error
late in the game gave Jersey a fortunate equaliser and they capitalised with a “shoot-out” win
against a team that clinched their league title, still unbeaten, with five games to go in mid-
April. Home draws against play-off contenders Redhill and Balham were followed by two wins
against basement sides.

Falmouth Town arrived for the 5 th (last 16) round of the Vase and brought numerous
supporters with them, many kitted out in Cornish tartan, amongst the record Bulls crowd of
1,346. A tremendous atmosphere prevailed only to be ruined by the worst refereeing decision
of the season by the most senior official to “look after” a Bulls fixture. He awarded the Duchy
team a penalty for their opening goal, film of the contentious decision going viral on social
media. The visitors went on to win 3-0 only to lose in the quarter-finals, but after being
pipped to top spot by local rivals Helston Athletic for the Western League Premier Division
title they gained promotion via the play-offs. For Jersey it was a last 16 exit in successive
seasons. Returning to the league Jersey gained a vital 2-0 win at Knaphill only to gain draws
against mid table teams Fleet Town and Camberley Town. Missing eight regular first teamers
Jersey then visited Farnham Town, still 100%. With their backs against the wall for most of
the second half Jersey only went down to another dubious penalty award with minutes to go.
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Entering March the Bulls picked up the points against Guildford City and Sheerwater without
being dominant and mid table Sandhurst Town repeated their previous feat of gaining a draw,
this time a more mundane 1-1 at Springfield. Horley Town then failed to arrive mid-month for
their second contentious postponement. Farnham Town did arrive, still unbeaten, but having
recently dropped their first points of the season on a visit to Knaphill. Jersey looked to have
robbed them of that record as they led 2-0 with eleven minutes remaining but Farnham
pegged one back before being the beneficiaries of a ‘keeper howler that meant, with results
elsewhere going their way, they could celebrate the title and promotion.

The run in started with a string of away fixtures, the first a trip to Redhill where another
goalless draw was ground out with the crossbar denying Redhill a winner. Horley were
eventually visited but the fixture was switched to the 3G of nearby South Park in Reigate. It
was just as well it was as it rained throughout the match which the Bulls won 3-0. Abbey
Rangers were seen off by the same margin before the last away was against the same
opposition as the first home, Tooting and Mitcham United. A goalless draw was on the cards
before another wonder goal midway through the second period set the Bulls up for a 2-0 win
and an impressive final away record of 19 13-4-2 42-16 43.

Jersey now had finishing second in their own hands, but the fixtures would all be at home
where the Bulls record was not as impressive as their one on the road. The first, a second
match in a fortnight with Horley Town was won by the same score as the first, 3-0, with the
second of these being another goal of the season contender. Needing a point against Fleet
Town to ensure a home tie in the semi-final play-offs Jersey won 5-1 and a final match 3-0 win
v Spelthorne guaranteed finishing second and therefore hosting the final should the Bulls
reach that stage.

A.F.C. Croydon Athletic having finished 5 th were the semi-final opponents after climbing the
table steadily since new investors arrived early season. The visitors battled to a 2-1 victory
aided by a penalty miss and a defensive mix up to leave them travelling to Knaphill for the
play-off final. Meanwhile Jersey having finished 4 th, 3 rd and 2 nd can only hope that pattern
continues for 2024-25. Following the play-off defeat came confirmation of the widely
rumoured resignation of the complete management team, most of whom had been involved
throughout the club's five-year existence. They were duly thanked wholeheartedly for their
efforts, much of it unseen by the wider audience. A.F.C. Croydon Athletic went to Knaphill and
repeated their successful scoreline against Jersey to take them up along with Farnham Town.
The island of Jersey is geographically nearer to France (only 14 miles) than England (87 miles)
and entering a club in the national league presents a major challenge both logistically and
financially. Bulls and their opponents have to fly to or from Gatwick airport to play each other
so the club has to rely on the generous support of their commercial partners to survive. With a
population of just over 100,000 people on an area of.only 45 square miles, Jersey is classed as
a “crown dependency”, independent in status from the U.K. and having its own laws and
government. It also has its own currency and its own language, Jérriais — a Norman language,
similar to that spoken by William the Conquerer, although you might be hard pressed to hear
anyone still speak it unless you find yourself at the Farmers Inn!

Founded in 1922 as the London & District Combination Football League, and renamed the
Combined Counties Football League in 1978, the 2024-25 Cherry Red Combined CCL
season will be the 47th in the history of the league. The league consists of four divisions
for the second time, with a new Division Two being added to the Premier North, the
Premier South and Division One. Division Two is intended largely for reserve and U23
sides, although it is also open to first teams.

For season 2024-25, both CCL Premier Divisions have 20 clubs, Division 1 has 23, and
there is a new Division 2, mostly featuring reserve and U23 teams.

Premier Division North
Flackwell Heath and Rayners Lane have been promoted to step 4 and Chalfont St Peter
relegated to Division 1. Amersham Town, Berks County and British Airways have all joined
from Division 1, and Woking & Emmbrook are now known as Wokingham Town.

Premier Division South
Farnham Town and AFC Croydon Athletic have been promoted to Step 4 and Colliers
Wood United relegated to Division 1.
Chipstead and Corinthian-Casuals join after relegation from Isthmian League South
Central, and AFC Whyteleafe are promoted in.

IHE EUROS were — mostly — entertaining, Wimbledon was fine, the Olympics have been exciting...but a
huge welcome back to the Non-League football season.

It feels like it's been a long summer. And that's because it has been. The majority of clubs finished their
seasons in April. Those lucky few in the play-offs went on for another week or so but, largely, by the
second week of May it was all done and dusted. Clubs had been promoted, cups lifted, Gateshead and
Romford had tasted Wembley glory on Non-League finals day and the goalposts were down.

But now we're back. Properly back (pre-season doesn’t count). Over the last couple of weeks Step 5&6
leagues have kicked off, the FA Cup extra preliminary round has taken place and, this weekend, Steps 1-4
get their 2024-25 league campaigns up and running.

Ihere’s nothing quite like live, competitive, football. We've even already seen goal of the season
contenders scored — check out Sam Bantick's strike from inside his own half for Tilbury against Buckhurst
Hill in the FA Cup.

Filling the pages of The Non-League Paper through the barren summer months is rarely a challenge. The
beauty of football — and particularly Non-League football - is there is always something happening
somewhere. From former Weston-super-Mare loanee Ollie Watkins smashing in a semi-final winner as
England reached the Euro 2024 final to the National League’s new broadcast deal with DAZN, it's rarely
quiet. There have been some eye-catching signings this off-season too. Charlie Austin has returned to his
Non-League roots by joining AFC Totton. The former Southampton and QPR striker began his career at
Kintbury Rangers before playing for hometown club Hungerford Town and, later, Poole Town were he
was spotted by Swindon Town back in 2009. Since then he’s gone onto have a goal laden professional
career — even earning a call-up to the England squad - before, aged 35, signing up at the Southern
Premier South Stags. There must be something in the Non-League water at Step 3 with another former
Premier League scorer also making a similar switch — former Reading hitman Adam Le Fondre has signed
on at FC United of Manchester after turning out for Neil Reynolds’ side in pre-season.

We've seen plenty go the other way too. Chris Conn-Clark won The Young Player of the Year Award at
The NLP's National Game Awards back in May so it was nice to see the Altrincham ace land a move to
Peterborough United. Posh have made a habit of finding some real gems in Non-League and Conn-Clark
has the potential to be another.

How about the story of Marcus Wyllie? The 25-year-old was playing at Risborough Rangers a few years
29o. Last season he hit 34 goals as Enfield Town won promotion to the National League South.
Gillingham's Peter Taylor saw Wyllie in a friendly against Arsenal earlier in pre-season and just a few days
later he was getting his medical at the League Two outfit. His rise is similar to Jack Hazlehurst. Also 25,
the attacker only joined Chorley last summer from City of Liverpool, where he'd ripped it up for years.
One season impressing in the National League North has seen Burton Albion swoop.

Two of the bigger stories of the summer have revolved around the future of clubs. Coalville Town
resigned, at first completely, from the National League System before returning under new leadership in
the United Counties League. And the long-running Southend United takeover was finally completed. The
Shrimpers fans can start looking forward again.

As can we all with the new season here and nine months of action ahead of us. Good luck!
