We faced Chipstead FC on Tuesday, 3rd September in an evening kick-off on what turned
out to be a rather balmy evening. This was a very important game for us, as we were
trying to secure our first points of the season after five games.

A good crowd of 83 turned up to watch the match. We had a couple of players unavailable
from the previous Saturday’s loss to AFC Whyteleafe. Our manager, Warren Burton, opted
for a slightly different formation and style compared to that defeat.

Neither side had the upper hand during the first half, but both teams had chances or half-
chances to open the scoring. We had a very good opportunity just before half-time when
Kionte Gillfillian was put through on goal in the left-hand channel, only to see his shot go
straight at the opposition goalkeeper. Half-time: 0-0.

The opening exchanges of the second half were much the same until the 51st minute
when we broke the deadlock. After a low, hard cross from the aforementioned Kionte
Gillfillian, the keeper could only parry the ball into the path of our No. 9, Carl Oblitey, who
calmly slotted it into the net. 1-0. As expected, our visitors tried to get back into the game
almost immediately and had a couple of good chances, but we were able to thwart their
efforts. We were much more focused on game management and were proving to be very
successful at it.

We didn't seal the game until injury time when, from a corner on the left, Toby Young
scored his first goal for us. A defender flicked the corner into his path, and he was able to
fire the ball into the net at the far post, prompting relief all around. However, our
opponents weren't finished just yet, as they swept forward and were unlucky not to pulla
goal back. We held on and were able to record our first points of the season.

This positive rule change is currently implemented up to Step 5 of the Zmnmo:w_ League
System, and Tier 3 and below in the women's football. 10-minute sin bin dismissals are
issued at the discretion of referees as punishment for dissent, and apply to all levels of
grassroots football, including youth, veterans and disability.

Temporary Dismissals - otherwise known as ‘sin bins’ - are mandatory for acts of dissent

Jonathan ‘JJ' Lacey enjoyed a day to remember at Wembley Stadium back in May. The Biggleswade
Town midfielder and his family were handed the VIP treatment at the Home of Football as a special
guest of The FA at the FA Cup Final. This once-in-a-lifetime opportunity was JJ's reward for ranking as
the highest scorer in the competition, from the Extra Preliminary Round to the Final, after his 10 goals
helped the Southern League Premier Central Waders won through six rounds before being knocked out
by Solihull Moors in the fourth qualifying round.
Only Manchester City goal machine Erling Haaland could have possibly toppled Lacey's goal haul ahead
of his team's 2-1 loss to Manchester United - but would have needed to have scored six goals. Lacey's
day included carrying out the match ball prior to kick-off and being presented with the Golden Ball
Award by former Manchester United striker Dion Dublin. "It's once-in-a-lifetime stuff, to be able to walk
the match ball out before kick-off, and to be presented this award, it's amazing for me and my Family,"
he said. “It's surreal to be the top scorer in the Emirates FA Cup, and invite my Family to enjoy the Final at
Wembley Stadium and see me receive the trophy. “We wondered if it all might be too good to be true, so
when it became official after the final whistle we were relieved, and now I'm really proud to take home
the Golden Ball Award.” Lacey, 25, was pushed all the way by Ramsgate striker Joe Taylor, who notched
nine goals for the Rams in a remarkable season tally of 53 for the Isthmian South East side.
And he said he was only unaware of the award in September, when he scored a hat-trick in an away tie
with then Step 2 side Bishop's Stortford. The FA's Director of Pro Game Relations, Andy Ambler, added:
“JJ Lacey is an excellent example of this competition giving players and clubs across the English pyramid
the chance to test themselves against the very elite. “His goal-scoring exploits from attacking midFfield
were outstanding, and we are delighted that his family could attend today’s Final and see him collect the
Golden Ball Award.”
This year, a record high 221 fixtures took place in the FA Cup extra preliminary round - and the
competition kicked off in celebratory fashion after a new record was set for the earliest date and time
that a goal has been scored in FA Cup history. It came on Friday August 2nd, at 7.54pm, when Jack
Hobson-McVeigh netted for hosts Royal Wootton Bassett Town in their 2-1 extra preliminary round tie
against Mangotsfield United. At precisely the same time, Louie Duffield scored for Great Yarmouth Town
who knocked out visitors Kirkley & Pakefield 2-0. Both players now jointly hold that prestigious accolade.
The red-carpet treatment enjoyed by Lacey, the former Berkhamsted and Hemel Hempstead Town
player, will undoubtedly inspire goal-getters to shine in these early rounds.
The 2024-25 season may only be a fortnight old but this afternoon the FA Cup reaches its preliminary
rounds with the winners already setting their sights on launching a glory run. One man who has already
made a mark is Tilbury’s Sam Bantick, who completed a memorable hat-trick in the Dockers’' 4-1 extra
preliminary round win over Buckhurst Hill with a wondergoal from inside in own half! The Isthmian North
returnees face Stanway Rovers in their preliminary round clash this afternoon and Bantick, among
others, will be keen to make their mark once again. Traditionally, the term ‘magic of the FA Cup’ is
usually saved for the Ffirst round proper onwards as Non-League sides lock horns with the elite. But try
telling that to the thousands of hopefuls wearing their hearts on the sleeves this afternoon, dreaming
for their moment in the spotlight.

Founded in 1922 as the London & District Combination Football League, and renamed the
Combined Counties Football League in 1978, the 2024-25 Cherry Red Combined CCL
season will be the 47th in the history of the league: The league consists of four divisions
for the second time, with a new Division Two being added to the Premier North, the
Premier South and Division One. Division Two is intended largely for reserve and U23
sides, although it is also open to first teams.

For season 2024-25, both CCL Premier Divisions have 20 clubs, Division 1 has 23, and
there is a new Division 2, mostly featuring reserve and U23 teams.

Premier Division North
Flackwell Heath and Rayners Lane have been promoted to step 4 and Chalfont St Peter
relegated to Division 1. Amersham Town, Berks County and British Airways have all joined
from Division 1, and Woking & Emmbrook are now known as Wokingham Town.

Premier Division South
Farnham Town and AFC Croydon Athletic have been promoted to Step 4 and Colliers
Wood United relegated to Division 1.
Chipstead and Corinthian-Casuals join after relegation from Isthmian League South

HERE at NLP Towers, we love a good fundraiser.

We get to hear of some unbelievable tales of courage and bravery that you, the Non-League
football supporter, carry out for worthy causes close to your heart. We just wish we could print
them all. Indeed, just in this last Fortnight alone, we have run three very incredible fundraising
stories which have really touched our hearts.

Take Joseph Adams, for one. Joseph, a 21-year-old Altrincham super fan with Down Syndrome,
embarked on a gruelling charity challenge, running ten 10ks in five days, across ten different
European countries! Joseph undertook the epic “No Limits” challenge with the aim of raising
the £250,000 needed to hire a disability sports officer role as part of Altrincham’s Community
Sports charity and establish a programme for children and adults with Special Needs. The
challenge culminated in the Altrincham 10K on September 1 where Joseph passed the J.
Davidson Stadium - home of his beloved club - to a hero’s welcome, raising a whopping
£300,000 along the way. “Joseph is a truly remarkable young man who volunteers in our town
centre store every week and throws himself wholeheartedly into everything he does,” said Alty
chief executive Sam Mackenzie. “We are so proud of him, and it was an unforgettable moment
when he walked through the door into the hall to applause all round in what was a symbol of
how much emphasis we place on community work and relations here at the football club.”

At the same time, our attentions were drawn to the efforts of another fundraising hero going
beyond the call of duty, this time in the north-east. Matthew Smith, who plays for Wearside
League club Durham FC Corinthians, completed a gruelling 800-mile marathon run via every
Premier League stadium in aid of a charity close to his heart. The 30-year-old was raising money
for north-east-based suicide prevention charity, If U Care Share Foundation - the charity he co-
founded following the sad passing of his brother Daniel almost 14 years ago. Starting at AFC
Bournemouth'’s Vitality Stadium earlier this month, Smith ran over 30 miles per day, through all
weathers, before eventually reaching St James’ Park, home of his beloved Newcastle United.
The mammoth challenge was instigated after a cut to funding to suicide prevention services
was announced with Smith looking to raise an initial £135,000. “There is still a lot of fundraising
to go - there is a long way to go and a big amount to hit,” Smith told The NLP. “We will keep
trying, | will keep asking - but I'm also realistic, I've raised a huge amount of money, it's not a
small amount. “I am still a little bit in shock to be honest and I think it's going to take a lictle
while to appreciate what I've achieved. It feels brilliant to have special people here and people
who have really helped along the way. | couldn’t have done it myself.”

Extraordinary people doing extraordinary things, backed by the Non-League football Family. It's
what we love to see. Keep them coming and let's keep on supporting these tremendously
worthy causes.
