Seaford Town FC joined the Sussex County League Division Two in 1952, and won promotion in
1963-64 after finishing as runners-up to Selsey. The next seven seasons were spent in the top
division (finishing 4th in 1965-66) before being relegated back to Division Two in 1971.

In 1978 the club dropped out of the County League, but returned as founder members of the
new Third Division five years later. In 1985/86 they returned to senior football as champions,
and in 1988-89 took the Division Two title. However, their return to Division One was to last
just two seasons before they were relegated once more in 1990-91. Worse was to follow, and
in 1992-93 Seaford found themselves back in intermediate football again.

Things didn't get any better, and Seaford dropped out of the County League altogether after
being relegated in 1997. They spent two seasons in the East Sussex League before regaining
their place in Division Three. Seaford FC dropped Town from its name in 1999, following a
merger with Seaford Seagulls Youth FC. It was reinstated in 2005.

Promotion back to Division Two was achieved in 2000-01, as runners-up to Rye & Iden United,
with 6th place in 2004/05 their best finish since then. Prior to the 2005-06 season the Club’s
name reverted back to Seaford Town, as did the colours from red and blue, to all red. The club
finished in the top eight for the next three seasons, and their 6th place finish in 2006-07
bettered a similar finish in 2004/05 by one point.

In April 2015, Seaford Town FC merged with Seaford WASPS Junior FC to create a strong
footballing identity for the youth of Seaford. With younger players breaking into the senior
teams Seaford is indeed a Community Club for the town.

Whilst recognising the club's 100+ year history it is important to look ahead. Since 2015 and
following several years of stability the club has moved forward both on and off the pitch. STFC
is a club that has never been in a position to waste money but one that will improve the
facilities at The Crouch as and when possible for the benefit of the club and community.

HOW many times do you hear about the next Jamie Vardy? Everyone is on the look-out for the
diamond in the rough who could be a lottery ticket to super stardom. What the Leicester City
striker has achieved since leaving Fleetwood Town all those years ago — a Premier League title
and appearances at major tournaments with England - is comic book stuff.

It's guaranteed there will be a handful of players playing Non-League football this weekend
who will be playing in the Premier League or Championship in the very near future. The reality
is there will be many more dreams that aren't realised. But that doesn’t mean it ends there.
And there are some pretty inspiring stories when it comes to the world of coaching.

You may have seen recently that Andy Mangan, promoted into the Football League with
Accrington Stanley, Fleetwood Town and Tranmere Rovers, was on the verge of joining the
coaching staff at Real Madrid! Anyone who has ever met Mangan will be able to tell you what a
lively, bubbly character he is and how much he loves football. Mangan, the story goes,
impressed Madrid boss Carlo Ancelotti's son Davide on their Pro Licence course and they
wanted to take the current Stockport County coach to the Bernabeu. Frustratingly for Mangan,
the move has fallen through because of a work permit. But his time will surely come.

NLP columnist — and former professional footballer - Gregor Robertson, wrote about Mangan's
rise in last week's paper. Gregor highlighted how football has finally caught up to the idea that
the best coaches aren't always the people who have been at the top in their playing days. It
does, however, show, the levels former players can potentially reach.

Gregor talks about Anthony Barry — who played for Wrexham, Fleetwood Town and Forest
Green in Non-League — and all he has achieved since hanging up his playing boots.

“To master the art of facing audiences, he had taken it upon himself to give talks and coach in a
Liverpool prison, in schools. He even hired a presentation coach and joined a speakers’ club,”
Gregor writes.

“A few years later, he was Paul Cook’s assistant coach at Wigan Athletic, and the youngest
member on the Pro Licence course with the FA. With the likes of Frank Lampard and Michael
Carrick in his cohort, he knew he had to do something different to stand out. The dissertation
he produced — The Undervalued Set Piece, for which he studied 16,380 throw-ins — did just
that, earning him the class’s top mark when he graduated.

“When Lampard was handed the Chelsea job, he gave Barry the chance of a lifetime too. And so
began a remarkable journey, from Champions League glory to the Bundesliga and Bayern
Munich with Thomas Tuchel, and a World Cup and Euros with Belgium and Portugal
respectively alongside Roberto Martinez.”

It's incredible to see how much Barry is achieving at the elite levels of the game and all credit to
him. So the question isn't just who is the next Jamie Vardy, but who is the next Anthony Barry?

We faced third-placed Knaphill on Tuesday evening, 17th September, aiming to extend our
unbeaten run to four games, having collected 9 points from our previous 3 matches and,
crucially, kept 3 clean sheets.

In the First half, our visitors were quick off the mark, although they didn't create any clear-cut
chances that troubled us too much initially. The game came to life when the referee awarded a
penalty to Knaphill, despite no apparent appeal from anyone. The penalty was converted
confidently, and Knaphill extended their lead on the stroke of half-time, making it 2-0 at the
break.

We fell further behind early in the second half when another penalty was awarded to Knaphill.
Things worsened when they made it 4-0 by the 60th minute. This Finally sparked us into action,
and we pulled a goal back through Adam Green, followed shortly by another from Carl Oblitey.
At that point, a remarkable comeback looked possible for ‘the Salts’. Unfortunately, Knaphill
scored their fifth in the 70th minute, effectively ‘putting the game to bed'.

Our situation worsened ten minutes later when two of our players were sin-binned for 10
minutes, reducing us to 9 men for the remainder of normal time. Amid these dismissals, our
manager was also sent off. Despite this, we managed to score again in the 8th minute of injury
time, with debutant Jason Bloor firing an unstoppable shot past the Knaphill goalkeeper. The
match ended 5-3 in Knaphill's favour.

The 2024-25 FA Vase (known for sponsorship reasons as the Isuzu FA Vase) is the 51st season
of the FA Vase, an annual football competition for teams playing in levels 9 and 10 (steps 5 &
6) of the English National League System. The competition is played on a regional basis until
the 4th round. The defending champions are Romford, who defeated Great Wakering Rovers
3-0 at Wembley Stadium on 11 May.

Folland Sports have now exited in 1st Qualifying Round in each of the last nine seasons
creating a competition record (Stapenhill FC had nine consecutive Q1 round exits spread over
12 years), followed by Alnwick Town (over 10 years), Saffron Dynamo and Tow Law Town on
six seasons.

Debut clubs still in the Vase are Allscott Heath, FC Hartlepool, Rayleigh Town, Sturminster
Newton United, Wombwell Town.

Biggest win of the 1st Qualifying round was Mulbarton Wanderers 8-0 Godmanchester Rovers
(biggest FA Vase win and biggest FA Vase defeat) .

There are 177 fixtures in the Second qualifying round, with 167 clubs being new entries this
round, and receiving £725 prize money for a win, or £225 for defeat.

In recent years, entry to the FA Vase has been restricted to clubs
in the ninth and lower tiers of the English football league system
(those in the four levels above the ninth qualified for the FA
Trophy).

Reorganisation of the National League System for 2004 onwards
moved the dividing line down to the new "Step 5" (ninth tier
overall).

Clubs from the Channel Islands (First Tower United, St. Martins
and Vale Recreation) and the Isle of Man (Douglas HSOB) also
entered the Vase in the past. Guernsey FC, who were formed in
2011 and played in the "Step 5" Combined Counties League,
gained entry for the 2012-13 season and reached the semi-Ffinals.

The FA Vase effectively replaced The FA Amateur Cup in 1974.

In that year The FA Council had decided to abolish the official distinction between
amateur and professional footballers and this meant the end of The Amateur Cup and
Amateur Internationals involving England.

In its First season 220 clubs entered, but they did not include those that had dominated in
The Amateur Cup. Enfield, Hendon, Dagenham, Skelmersdale United and others at their
level were immediately allocated to The FA Trophy. For the first time in history, small
clubs — even village clubs — had the chance of playing in a national final at Wembley.

The first Vase finalists were Hoddesdon Town from the Spartan League and Epsom &
Ewell who were then playing in the Surrey Senior League. The Hertfordshire side edged
home 2-1 before a crowd of 9,000.

Even a competition as democratic as The Vase had its elite clubs in the early years.
Billericay Town, initially of the Essex Senior League, won it three times in four seasons.
Halesowen Town, then in the West Midlands Regional League, appeared in three Finals
and were successful in two. They even beat a Southall side that had a young Les
Ferdinand leading the attack.

Until the new Wembley opened in 2007 the record attendance for a Vase Final was the
26,489 who saw the drawn 1989 Final between Sudbury Town and Tamworth at the old
Wembley. Tamworth won the replay 3-0 at Peterborough and lan Moores, a former
Division One player with Tottenham Hotspur, scored one of the goals.

The 2013-14 Vase competition was the 40th in history. Wembley had hosted 34 Finals,
Villa Park and St Andrews two each, Upton Park and White Hart Lane one each. Thirty-two
different clubs have got their hands on The Vase, donated by former FA Councillor Frank
Adams. Whitley Bay lead the way with four wins.
