To the Suburban League Member Clubs who have entered the Shield Competition

Your Management Committee has arranged the first section of the competition on a series of small regional leagues to be followed by a knock out competition, again designed to minimise travel, culminating in a final to be held on a ground nominated by the Management Committee. At the league stage clubs will play each other once on a ground as directed by the Fixture Manager – al la the EUFA Cup league sector of the competition.

In addition to merely providing more fixtures the intention is to ensure travel is absolutely minimised, more inexpensive exciting local derbies are created, with the opportunity for divisional clubs to pit themselves against those in the Premier Division. This will have the knock on effect of creating more “marking fixtures” for our level four referees looking for promotion and thus ensure we continue to attract the good up and coming match officials.

We encouraged clubs who felt they were in a suitable position with there fixtures to apply and we where pleased with the number of entries received and that certain clubs felt that it was in there best interest not to. We believe that by careful management of the fixtures and a little co-operation and understanding from the participating clubs this competition should fulfil your expectations.

It may not always be practicable, because of time constraints and pitch availability,  to play an equal number of home and away games at the divisional stage of the competition, and full advantage will have to be taken of available pitches be they at home or away. Please continue to actively communicate with the Fixture Manager as your ground availability changes.  It is hoped that a large majority of these games will be played on Saturdays, but it has to be accepted that it may also be necessary to play some midweek games.

For clubs that might not be aware we hold a special status in the Referee’s promotion scheme as organised by the F.A. which enables us to get a progression of up and coming referees nominated to our panel. In return we have to ensure that we give each of them ten fixtures involving Premier Division Clubs in a year ending currently each February. To achieve that goal, set by the F.A, we may have to fit in one or two fixtures at times which otherwise might not be ultimately the most desirable. I realise that this might seem to clubs that the tail is wagging the dog here but would ask for your understanding of the overall big picture we try to manage.

Should ANY Suburban League Club feel that they would like to host the final of this competition then please let Tony King or I know.
