SUBURBAN FOOTBALL LEAGUE
Press Release
Graham Prentice the League’s Chief Executive said:

“Following last week’s Management Committee meeting it has been agreed that the league’s aspirations for next season, the 2016 /2017 football season, is for the league to operate with a Premier Division of 12 teams (non-geographically based) and three geographically based divisions of around 12 teams.    
The committee understand from discussions with its club representatives on the committee and from feedback from the leagues present member clubs that the three divisions need to be designed to minimise travel time and expense. 

We presently have a Northern Division containing teams from Biggleswade in Bedfordshire stretching down to Hartley Wintney in Hampshire and Camberley in Surrey. The league is grateful to the last two mentioned clubs agreeing to travel some long distances to help make a viable number of clubs in that division but the situation needs to be radically addressed before the clubs goodwill is lost. This division clearly needs to be more compact and new member clubs from the Bedfordshire, Hertfordshire, Berks and Bucks will have to be sought. 

Additionally our ideal would be to have a South Eastern Division with teams from South East London, Kent, East Sussex and the very eastern Surrey. Whilst we would like a Central Division designed for Surrey, West Sussex and Hampshire Clubs. 

I understand that there may be a change in the way First team leagues in the south East are structured which may leave some good class reserve / development sides looking for a suitable league to join. We need to get the message out there that we are the league. We appoint three match officials for every game and the set match official’s fee allows clubs to budget more easily. 

We would continue to supply knock out Cup Football in the form of our Challenge Cup, and the recently instigated Invitation Challenge Cup Plate. This completion is for those clubs who are knocked out of the Challenge Cup in its first two rounds – hopefully it give those clubs who started the season slowly the chance to win some silver ware when they get going later in the season. 

We also run an Invitation Shield completion based on geographically tight mini leagues of about 4 clubs followed by a knock out completion for the league winners. This usually gives the regional League’s clubs the chance to play there local premier league team. The exact way this completion is arranged is not fixed in stone, but is driven by such factors as the effect of bad weather, fixture congestion, which member clubs accept our invitation to play in the competition – a club with financial issues may decide not to join the completion but that has no adverse effect upon there league status. 

We are in the process of drawing up plans on how to achieve our aspirations for the league and paper work is being prepared to allow us to get out message out to clubs without breaking any rules or regulations as to illegal approach.  I can be reached on email address: suburbanleague@mail.com .”
