Appointed as a member of staff at the Football Association in 1963, Alan became International Secretary
in 1966 and went on to travel the world with Sir Alf Ramsey and England's World Cup winners

before retiring from the FA in 1989.
His Uxbridge roots went back to his childhood and seeing his first Uxbridge game at the age of eight

with his father. The club's president since 1987, as a player he turned out for Old Uxonians, Uxbridge FC
and Fulham. In 1953 he joined the club's committee as secretary, a post he held for the

next 10 years before being elected as a life vice-president in 1963.
Elected to the Council of Middlesex County Football Association in 1961, he was made a vice-president
in 1980 and was the Middlesex representative on the FA Council from 1989 until 1997.
A Middlesex Wanderer for over 37 years and a vice-president, he had been a member of the club’s executive committee since 1975. In 1993 he was also elected executive president of Middlesex County FA.
A celebration of  Alan’s life will follow his funeral service at 2.00 pm on Wednesday 10 August 2016
